All classes of deposits show decreases

for the week. Government deposits being
849,700,000 less, member banks' reserve
deposits 827,500,000 less, and all other
deposits, Including foreign Government
credits. 82,600,000 less than In the week
before. Net deposits figure out $3,800,-00- 0

less, while Federal reserve note cir-
culation Is but 8900,000 larger than in
the week before.

Admission to membership of State
banks and trust companies accounts for
an Increase of 8323,000 In capital ac-
count, tho Federal reserve banks at Chi

cago and San Francisco reporting most
of that Increase.

Transactions were reported as low as 2
per cent. The rate for short fixtures
was 3ft to 4 per cent. Tendency In
uie discount was firmer. Banks
are leas keen buyers of short paper and
consequently the rate has stiffened.

No very striking movement occurred In
the foreign exchange market. There wna
further slight Improvement In tho vnlue
of French and Belgian currency, Paris
closing at 33f. 98c, against 36f. 4c. yes
terday. Scandinavian exchances moved
slightly against us and Holland closed
at llfl. la, against lit.
