Wwhen questions began to pour in
upon the State Department, it was
immediately announced that there was
no present intention’ of cancelling the
official functions In honor of the roval
vigitors, The Vice-President and Mrs,
Marshall are to take the place of the
president and Mrs. Wilson as official
hosta for the nation's guests, The
plan of putting themy up at the White
House as the Presldent's _holm- Euests
hae been abandoned and the King and
Queen and their up and coming young
son, with such of their suite as are
closely attached to their persons, are
to use the Breckinridge Long resl-
dence In Sixteenth street, while some
others of their party will be the guests
of the Belglan Legation.

They are to arrive on Monday and
will of course be met at the station
with all the pomp and ceremony that
a republie can devise. The first af-
falr in their honor will be the dinner
given by the Vice-President and Mrs.
Marshall that night at the Walsh
home. On Tuesday a dinner will be
held at the Belgian mqbam: with the
Ambassador and the Baroness de Car-
tier as hosts. On Wednesday night
the Becretary of Siate and Mrs. Lan-
ting wliil entertain at dinner in their
honbr, On Thursday the visitors will
£o on thelr way,

The untoward clreumstance of the
President’s lliness seemsa to have put |
an end to any plan for a state ball in
the royal Belgians' honor, or a big re-
ception, or anythihg of that sort, so it
s evident that only the cream of the

0

officlal world will be able to boast of |

having attended any of the funections
in thelr honor. In fact the State De-
partiment officials seem to be trying
hard to arrange the lista for the two
American dinners so that the guests at
the one will not be amorg those at the
other, Of course they have nothing to
o with the Belgian Ambassador’s din-
ner. but it will probably be largely
diplomatie.
