serviceable fabric.

One French blouse In black geor
gette Is embroidered In gold thread
and has loose open sleeves bound In
leopard skin. There are two striking
models of the extremely long type,
extending well below tho knees, which
may be had In blue, brown, black,
taupe or white.

One has a lavish braiding of sou
tache mixed with gold embroidery
and terminates In deep fringe. Tho
other has tho lower portion covered
with a laco llko band of hand made
braid. Each ia girdled with a braided
cord which terminates In wondrous
tassels. A new georgetto blouse which
has the merit of being very moderate
In price is developed In two colors,
one bright and the other neutral, the
ove'rblouso and sleeve bands In one
color being mounted 'on a foundation
of another.

Tho satin blouse has attractive new
ways erf Us own, particularly nmong
tho French models. Ono of these In
black satin Is embroidered all over In
gold thread. Another hlghnecked
model In whlto satin Is covered with
black embroidery

A bizarre but beautiful black satin
French blouso hangs unglrdled after
the Greek manner. It Is bordered by
gold fringe, and tho oblong neck Is
edged with a band of bright soft color

A demuro biscuit satin blouso la
prettily hemiUtched with dull gold
beads.

Attractive blouses aro to be seen
which combine georgette with satin
or silk. Ono form Is of oyster white
or colored satin printed In gold or
silver figures. The satin is used only
as a collar, front panel and glrdlo and
the rest of tho blouse Is of georgottt
corresponding In tone.

In another combination blouse the
upper half to below tho bust line Is of
coral georgette, the lower and peplum
part of brown satin. The coral georg
ette is embroidered In brown silk and
tho brown satin In coral silk.

Dlonsea of Worea Silk.
Blouses of woven silk Jersey are

numerous and are usually made In
light or rich colors such as pale pink.
yellow, nasturtium, emerald green
sapphire bluo or lienna. They ore as
apt to have high necks nud long
sleeves as they are to have round
necks and short sleeves. All are made
to extend over the waist line In some
fashion, usually In the typical chemise
cut, though one French Jersey blouse
ends In a deep accordion plaited rattle
around the hips.

Tho very newest Jersey blouse
straight from Paris, which was dis-
played by ono of the Fifth Avenue
shops, resembles tho crusader's coat
of chain mall. It Is knitted of heavy
old gold silk and la ornamented by two
bands of knitted stiver thread around
the h'ps. It has a round neck, short
sleeves and a narrow knitted girdle
and la altogether tho smartest blouso
which a young woman can provide for
her tailored suit. Its quality ot dar
Ing will pleaso her.

Fabrics decorated In batik at their
beHt have considerable charm and are
still much used in fashioning blouses,
Ono good suit blouse has a tabard
front and back of navy blue velvet
with a batik pattern in red, beige and
lighter blue. The rest of tho blouse
Is In navy bluo georgette.

Another blouse ot ttfts description
has a foundation of silk, tlntod In
some magical way to resemble tho
opalescent coloring of an Etruscan
vase. Upon Wis is mounted a cover-
ing of dark blue tulle wh'ch has been
decorated In a shadowy batik design.

It has tho subtle charm In which
an artist revels but which Is only
appreciated by the connoisseur.

Little gay blouses of bright velvet
are provided by the best makers.
While all extend below the walit line
they nre never long. They may be cut
bo that the blouse wrinkles) deftly
about tho waist, or they may have a
wide girdle of the velvet, or a rounded
and corded edge. Usually there Is no
moro trimming than a few fastening
buttons or a bit, a very little bit, of
embroidery.

Little has been said In this artlclo
about tailored shirts and llngorle
blouses, which aro one of the staples ,

of existence, and with which every
woman Is na familiar as with tho air
she breathes. They are quite as In- -.

dispensable and If possible a little
more attractive than ever. There Is
perhaps a little more lavish use of
I&ca and embroidery, tucks, frills and
hemstitching on the delicate blouses
of voile, net, batiste and georgette.

Among the tailored shirts are the
usual good looking models with either
high or low collars In men's wear
crepes and silks. In satin and crepe
de chine.

HOME MADE GRAPE JUICE
CHEAP AND PURE-POULT- RY

GRAPE JUICE FOR A THIRSTY
SUMMER.

With grapes a bumper crop In New
Tork State this year the housewife
can get plenty of good quality fruit
at a reasonable price from which she
can make delicious grape Juice at
home at a cost much less than that
of commercial brands. According to
the State College of Agriculture, the
beat method of extracting the Juice Is
to crush tho grapes, add nc quart of
water for each sixteen quarts of grapes
and place the kettle containing the
mixture over n second kettlo contain-
ing hot water; the grapes nre steamed
until tender. Tho Julco Is then ex-

tracted by allowing the cooked fruit
to drip overnight from a Jelly bag.
Holding the strained grape Juice over
night In- this way further permits It
to settle; then the clear top can be
poured from the sediment,

Tho following day tho Juice is
strained, heated to tho boiling point.
poured Into sterilized bottles or glass
fruit Jars and sealed nt once. The
tops of corked bottles may be dipped
In melted paraffin to Insure a more
perfect seal.

No sugar need be used In maklnc
grape Juice; It will keep satisfactorily
without sugar. If sugar Is desired It
should be added to tho Juice before
reheating it; an eighth to a quarter
cup will be needed for each quart .of
Juice. The mixture should be stirred
until the sugar Is thoroughly dissolved
and Dolled for two minutes before
bottling.

A second grade grape Julco may be
made from the pulp left after the
Julco has dripped from It. This pulp
may be returned to tho kettle, covered
with wnter, heated gradually and al-
lowed to simmer slowly for from
twenty to thirty minutes. It Is then
treated by tho method already de
scribed. Second grade grapo juice is
strong enough, after a little concen
tration, to make excellent Jelly.

Juice may be extracted a third and
even a fourth time. The yield of each
successive extraction Is smaller and
more diluted than tho preceding. If
me secona, third and fourth extracts
ore mixed a quite satisfactory Juice
results.

ILLUMINATION.

II - JIAUIIY n. LEWIS,
Experiments and the results

by practical feeders during the
past two years have proved beyond

that artificial Illumination
pays. Wo havo a great deal to learn
yet regarding Its limitations, but It
can bo safely said that any flock of
pullets or housed in the fall can
be made to pay a much greater profit
with no Injurious effect If artiflofal
Illumination Is used the first of
September until tho first of April. It
must bo remembered that tho object
of Illumination la to shorten tho long
nights of fall and winter. It Is sug-
gested for Now Jersey conditions lha
morning will probably prove
tho most desirable and they can
safely started 4

o'clock In the morning. Tho of
morning lights docs not requlro dim-
ming, it gets the birds into an active
condition at tho coldest part of the
night, and nt tho tlmo when ani-
mals ore at their lowest period of
vitality. Some may prefer to
tho lights for awhile In the morning
and awhllo in the evening,- - In which
caso It Is desirable to start them about
4:30 in tho morning and keep them on
until and from until
7:30 In O'D evening. If electric lights
aro used It Is a simple matter to havo
tho lights turned on automatically at
3 or 4 o'clock In the morning, grain
feed being given In the litter after
the blrdo have to perch tho night
before, and somo type of artificial
water heating appliance being used
to furnish an adequate supply of water.
