The ready

response of college men to tho call to

ftjma and the service then rendered
"uroved at least that tho training and

Ufa had not Incapacitated them for
tho sternest and most strenuous of

tasks. Nor should wo overlook, In

passing, tho significance of tho return
of discharged soldiers and" released
sailors In largo numbers to complete
theUr collego work. They at least be-

lieve that the collego training Is

worth while, for they have willingly
returned to Its discipline and to a
mode of life which must seern tame
hnd commonplaco In comparison to
life at' the front and the responsibil-
ity' of command which many of them
bore.
' Ofit the war record of college men
proves much more than a nogatlve.
By a sure deduction It confirms belief
In tho value of humanistic studies as
a 'background and foundation for life
a well as for graduate study
u It used to be argued that a college
training unfitted a young man for
business, that It was neither useful
nor, necessary except to those seeking
tho; rewards of scholarship or going
Into tho learned professions. It Is truo
that this view has undergone a con
slderable change In the post twenty
or, thirty years, and that tho colleges
have liberalized their courses of stndy.
But it should not escape observation
that the colleges which have yielded
least to the demands of the utilitarians
contributed In largest proportion to
the military and naval forces of the
United States tn tho late war. will
lams College, for example, Is of thU
group. Of her living sons, graduates
and 37 & per cent
served In the army and navy. Of the
classes graduated since 1900 60 per
cent, were In the service. Of those
between 1910 and 1917 the percentage
rises to nearly 90, while of the 103

men er u atiug In 1917 101 were In
actual military service. This Is but
typical of what other colleges of tma
group have done. My point Is that,
measuredvby the response to the coun
try- - need In time of war, the train-
ing was sufficient. For ten years and
more the conscious object of Wlllinms
has been to train citizens for citizen
ship. This also Is typical. To train
citizens for citizenship Is and should
remain the aim of the American col-

lege.
But wo are confronted now with the

problems of peace. If the educational
programme of our colleges, based on
tho foundation of humanistic study
and seeking as they did to train men
to think broadly and soundly, proved
Sufficient for the war, surely we may
lie encouraged to bollevo that no radi-
cal change la necessary. On the con-

trary, are wo n"t forced to the con-

clusion that the old foundations should
bepreserved and that we should con- -
ttnue to train men to think even more
Iwoadly and soundly? The colleges

One Important change,
however, has been carried ovor from
the; military studies student
training days. The "war Issues"
course opened our eyes to the possibil-
ities of a course of this nature as a bit
of work for freshmen.
In many of our older Institutions of
the East was stoutly main-
tained prior to experience with the
"war Issues" course that languages
ancient and modern, mathematics und
English wcro best adapted to" tho work
of freshman year. In the snrlnc
1914 tho Faculty of Williams Collego
devoted considerable tlmo to the con-
sideration of the studiesyear, u vras anDaxent to
us that we postponed too Ion the.
Itlnit lnnunuwium tnuning nocessary

to an of tho problems
government and economics and the

meaning of tho lessons of history. Wo
were, however, unable to reach a sat-
isfactory decision until experience
with tho "war Issues" course pointed
tho way. With the resumption
normal academic llfo a course
Know as American jNauonai tod- -

lems was introduced and Is now being
taught to freshmen. Tho study of to
Latin, modern languago, English,
mathematics and the sciences is re
tained. We have been unwilling to
abandon tho old foundations. But the
new course prepares tho minds of un
dergraduates from tho outset to un-

derstand tho nature of the political,
Industrial and social problems with
which, as responsible citizens, they of

will be called upon deal. Similar
courses have been Introduced In many
of our colleges and they promise well of
for the future of citizenship. a
It Is, In my Judgment, a mistake to
attempt to do more than familiarize
college men with the unsolved and per
plexing problems In any of the fields
mentioned. Courses of the character
described are Introductory
In character aim to Inform the
student of tho relation of college
study ure such courses
ought, therefore, to be conductod by
men of ripe scholarship and of the
largest experience tho college affords.
Being introductory In these
ourses should bo followed by the
tudy of the principles Involved In
heir solution and by 'Information con
orning the experiences of men and

Busi
ness careers are offered to many as the
long looked for opportunity, and the large
enrolments In courses In the department
of business management In this school
are evidence of the Increased Interest In
the field of management In general. To
date over 1,500 students havo enrolled In
the courses offered by the department of
management for 1919-1920.

Tho demand for courses offermg the
opportunity for development In special-
ized departments of business organiza-
tions was foreseen long ago by Dr. Lee
Galloway, director of the department of
bulsness management. Due to Dr. Gal-

loway's efforts, courses'have been out-

lined and a faculty of twenty special In
structors has been secured. These men
are active, practical business men and
specialists with years of experience In
their specialized field or department

C E. Knoeppel and four members from
the firm of C. E. Knoeppel & Co., Indus
trial engineers, are the type of special
ists who have recently Joined the In-

structing staff of the department of busi-
ness management This staff of special-
ists will conduct the course In factory
organization, which Is designed for the
benent of Industrial engineers, cost ac
countants and factory managers. Each
one or these experts will bring to the pe-
culiar function ho takes up his years of
experience and specialized training. The
practical problems from their dally prac-
tice will be the students' laboratory.
Such factors as general policies, cost ac
counting and production records, rela-
tions and Incentives, production control
and organization will be covered during
tha year. A typical production control
board will be set up and operated before
the class In explanation of methods In
graphic production control.

A oourso In factory engineering and
cost reduction Is also conducted by a
specialist In efficient plant operation, N.
T, Flker, president of the Industrial Ex-
tension Institute. This course deals with
the practical engineering nd manage
ment problems Incidental to efficient
plant operation. It comprises the valua
tion and appraisal of various types of
factory building and equipment deter
mination of depreciation rates applying
thereto, ins eirect or periods or depres-
sion on normal costs, analysts of tha
various factors of waste entering Into
manufacturing. Mr. Flcker also conducts
a course In tho mechanics of manage
ment This course offers training In the
use of the various types of labor saving
equipment.

Another course of Interest In connec-
tion with Industrial plants y Is the
new course In purchasing and stores
keeping, which Is given In cooperation
with tha following members of the New
York branch of the National Association
'of Purchasing Agents : L. V. BofTey, sec
retary National Association of Purchos,
Ing Agents and editor of tha Purchasing
Agent: lu Itaraenberg, general purchas
tnr agent Otis Elevator Company, New
York; Frank Hoyt general purchasing
agent Standard Oil Company of New
York; A Fred Macklln, purchasing
agent Consolidated Gas Company of
New York; C. II.

HARVARD UNIVERSITY.

The appointment of George Byron

Professor Roorbach, who was gradu
ated from Colgate In 1903, Is an expert
on world commerce. Ho was for seven
years professor of commercial geography

the University of Pennsylvania and
left this position In 1915 to travel on

commission tor tho Carnegie Endow
ment to South America, where he made
an exhaustive study of trade conditions.

During the war Professor Roorbach
worked on tho Shipping Board in con-
nection with former Dean E. F. Gay.
Since the armistice he has been engaged

devising a new system of trade sta-
tistics which tha Government Intends to
distribute to American business men.
Professor Roorbach was chairman of the
Committee on the Revision and Classi-
fication of Trade Statistics.

The university also announces the ap
pointment of Edward Vermilye Hunting
ton, 95, to the professorship of me
chanics In' the Engineering School.
This appointment corned as a reward for
many years' service on the university
teaching stall.

TnoviDENcr, II. I., Oct 25. Unless
faculty salaries are permanently In-
creased at Brown and elsewhere, the
strongest men will Inevitably drift out
or tne teaching profession," declared
President W. II. P. Faunce of Brown
University In his annual repoit to the
corporation of the university. In dis-
cussing tho financial outlook of tho uni-
versity, President Faunco tad :

"During tho year 131S-1- 9 our financial
deficit amounted to nearly 170,000, and
owing to tho great Increase In every Item
of expense we knew wc must face an-
other similar deficit this year. We there-
fore appealed to our alumni and friends
for a "war emergency fund" of $150,000.
As a result ot excellent cooperation a
total war fund of 1210,000 was secured
and tho university was enabled to meet
all lmmediato obligations, to continue lis
bonus of 20 per cent on salaries for an-
other )ear, to enlnrga the library and
its staff, to strengthen all departments
oi instruction, to establish a summer
session for men who had been away on
service and to lace the future with cour-
age and faith.

'How long will this emergency fund
last? It will carry ua safely through a
second year, the year 1913-2- and leave
a surplus to be applied to the year 1D20- -
l, and then our difficulties will reap

pear. The rising cost of living Inev-
itably Involves a rising cost of educa-
tion. The university Income from Its
endowment will purchase scarcely more
than one-ha- lf of what It would purchase
in 1913-1- The coat of heat, light, re
pairs, printing, service, labor of every
kind, has Increased cnormousb, and an
Institution fairly well endowfiti. a few
years ago Is now forced to rovlso Its
budget with every Item mounting up-

ward. An endowment of $2,000,000 to-

day means hardly more than an endow-
ment of $1, 000,000 five years ago. Put
ting the matter In another way, wo may
say that the war has reduced by nearly
60 per cent, the endowments of tho
American colleges. No wonder that our
oldert and strongest Institutions are now
laying plans for large Increases In per
manent endowment. Unless faculty sal
aries aro permanently Increased at
Brown and elsewhere the strongest men
will Inevitably drift out ot the teaclilng
profession. American wealth, greatly
Increased by the war, will surely respond
to Its obligation and opportunity.

'The plans for a new gymnasium
were laid aside when our country en
tered tho war. They must now be
brought out and reconsidered. The plans
prepared are so large and Imposing as
to open a long vista, of possibilities. That- -

something new must be built before long
ta obvious to all our friends. The pres- -
ont gymnasium, erected In 1891, was in
tended for the use of 250 students and Is
now pathetically Inadequate. According
to tho new plans the present building
wculd ce converted Into offices and
locker rooms and the new structure
would occupy the site of certain houses
now; standing on Waterman street. It
would Include accommodations for base-
ball and football practice In tho winter
months, aa well as for basketball, bowl
ing, wrestling, fencing and track ath-
letics and would furnish for the first
time In twenty years an adequate floor
for the physical training which la re-

quired tor a Brown University degree.
Wa have recognized the department ot
physical training as coordinate with all
other departmenti of Instruction, and
Prof. Marvel's long and admirable ser-
vice, both as teacher and as supervisor
of athletics, deserves the largest possible
recognition by Increase of equipment and
opportunity."
