Anvther remson why some Industrials
especinlly nre firmly hald is because
Jarge  profits  have advanced book
values beyond present prices. in
the absence of money rvestrictions we
w00 mo reason why the market should
have any serious decline at this time."

Lamborn & Co. say: *The recent per-
pendicular and sensational ady in
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gpecialties were loglcally bound to bring
their own corrective. However we would
repeat our advice to exercise discrimin-
ation In commitmenta.”

Advise Profit Taking.

Paine Webber & Co. may: “The ag
gregate of funds required to carry ob
the present investment and speculative
movement 1s very large and If Industrial
and cogrmercial activity increases there
will coms & time when restirictions of
murket activities will probably be re-
quired. BSo long as wtoocks continua to
pdennce, Interost chargea are a minor
e¢lement. This {8 not trus where prices
remaln practically unchanged or are in-
clined to react and such a sltuation
would lead to sales of stocks in greater
pmounts. It must be admitted that cur-
rent mirkst conditions are sxtraordi-
nary and that until some event Induces
liquidation the genernl trend with due
recesslons may continue to be toward
higher levein We are still inclined to
feel that profit taking and reasonable
consarvativm are advisable under all tha
elrcumstances invelved.™
