The announcement ia apt to be of
gpecial Interest in the State of Call-
fornia where, It is knewn, the Republi-
eans rather hoped that SBenutor Hiram
Johnson would have a clear fleld o far
g8 the Pacific coast was concerned,
jn that State, whers Republicanism
pag been revivified by the making up
of old quarrels between the progres-
give and conservative leaders, It had
peen supposed that Senator Johnson
would obtain the support of most of
the delegatos to be selected in States
fouching the Pacific, The Polndexter
snnouncement complicates the situa-
lon and is still another indication that
ghere will be a healthy contest in the

Republican National Conventlon next
pummer. .

Underlying Senator Polndexter's
gatement of the principles upon which
$o will make his fight is the declara-
tion that he cleaves to the principles
of the Constitution of the United States
o5 representing fundamental prinel-
piss evolved by experience and wis-
dom and which cannot be Ignored by
fhe poople or any part of the people
pithout unhappiness.

By Evolution, Not Revolution,

“There is no royal road to happiness,”
e 3enator avers, "either In Govern-
pental or personal affalrs. Success must
ema from A struggle and ‘eternal vig-
fanes.’ It I8 & mistake to nssume that
i remedy can ba found for all the llis
of mankind, Certaln fundamental truths
of Oovernment have been evolved by
sxperience and are fixed as the founda-
tions of our Institutions. To them we

from the Administration. Many of ite
#dvoontes have occupled high place In
the Government. Instead of encourag-
Ing a claws dictatorship it Iw the busi-
fiess of the Government to preserve the
ordersd ilherty of the people, and to pro-
tect by every moeans in its power the
institutions ‘on which (t 18 founded.
Defendors and advocates of thoss whoe
have bheen convicted by due process of
law of erimes of violence, committed In
pursusnce of a revolutionary and com-
munist programms, should be dlamissed
from the Government mervice.

“The process of making a ‘sufireme
sacrifice’ of America and of "Joining our
fortunes with the fortunes of men every-
where' should be wtopped. The opposite
and anclent policy of our fathers must
ba restored-—of saving Instead of sacri-
flelng our great institutions, and of pro-
moting In every honorable way the In-
torests of our people. The process of In-
ternationalizing our fortunes must be
reversed, mnd the separate Interests of
this natlon, with due regard for the
righta of others, must be cherished again,

“Ameriea, In her mighty soparate sta-
tion which the fathers gave her, loader
and champion of the new world, the
friend of the old, must preserve hier sov-
ereign Independence as the one secure
sent and refuge of genuine lberty.”

The Senator then,pronounces for n
policy of wise sconomy to take the place
of extravagancs produced by the war
and the general governmental weste of
the time ; for n reduction of direct taxes
upon Industry and consumption and sup-
plemented by Increased ‘dutles upon im-
ports. Radio communioation between the
Unjted States and the rest of the world
should be under Atmerican cofitrol, he
holds, and the full colperation of the
Navy Department toward that end
should ve assured. He favors also an
ample merchant marine under the
Amerloan. lag and an exteneive system
of national roads bullt on approved en-
gineering principles and located with a
view to military defence as well as eivil
and commercial use.

Treason In Some Leagne Parts.

Ha then states that certain proposals
affecting the woversignty of the United
States and contained in the League of
Nations pact should be denounced as
nothing less than treasonable, The
Benator presants his viewns thus:

“Peace with Germany should be de-
clared at once.

"The peace treaty should be stripped
of the extrancous incumbrances which
have been placed upon it, and which
have so long delayed it, and the perma-
nent burdens which It |s propossed to
place upon the United States In tho con-
duct of European affalrs should be at
once rejected,

“Every American soldier except those
enguged In diplomatie or other penceful
service should be at once withdrawn
from Europe and the continent of Awsia,
und the work of recruiting and trans-
perting military forcea of tho United
States for service In Siberia and Ger-
many, and the plans being made for
sending an Amerlcan army to Turkey,
should be at once suppressed.

“The proposal which has been re-
cently presented to the American peo-
ple that the United Stats should be-
coeme & trustes for the world should be
denounced ar destructive of liberty and
rulnous to the Amrican people, ns well

EXPERTS ARE SURPRISED

Detailed Figures Contradict
Chairman Good's Prediction
of Big Deficit.

Wasnivoron, Oct. 26.—The United
Biates Treasury nhould show a surplus
July 1, 1820, of §185,032,840, as the
remult of the CGovernment financial
transactions during the present fimcal
year, Ropresentative Slemp (Va.), Te-
publiean, n member of the House Ap-
proprintioh Committes, declared in a
ftatemant to-day. This Ia exclusive of
Treasury certifieates of Indebtedness,
amounting te $2,883,000,000, which the

Treamury carried at the begtnning of

the present fiscal year.

Mr. Blemp's statement was a surs
prise to Ananclal experts In Congress
bacause of the recent predictions of
Representative Good (Ia. )., chalrman of
the House Appropriations Commglttee,
that the public debt will be Ineronsed
$2.600,000.000, due to the Ilargs Gov-
ernmant expenditures this year.

Continuance of the present high taxes
through the fiscal yvear of 1921 proh-
nbly will be necéemsary, Mr. Blamp safd.
If this s done, he belloves tha Treas-
ury certificates of indebtedness can be
retired by that time, Congress, ho sald,
deserves the eredit for preventing o
Iarge deficit In the Treasury this year
because 1t decreased the Departmental
estimuates for appropriations by more
than $1.250,000,000, -

Revennes Exceed Expenses,

Mpr, Slemp gave the total Government
revenues for the flscal year na §$6,830,-
000,000 and the sexpenditures as $6,649,-
87,000, He sald:

‘“Wea began the flseal year 19153-20
owing a large amount of bonds of vari-
ous lengths of maturity,. We had also
outstanding treasury certificates of in-
debtednens. Our nstional Indebtedness,
so far as bonds are concerned, will re-
main unthnged. nalther increased nor
docreased, Assuming that we should
have n working cash balance In the
treasury of $300.000.000, we began the
fseal yoar 1015-20 owing, In addtion
to these bonds, certificates of Indebied-
ness in the treasury of $2,083,000,000
Can we meet all of the demands of the
Treasury for the fisonl year 1918.20
without Increasing the amount of out-
standing certificates of Indebtedness or
without Increasing taxes or selling addl-
tlonal bonds? 1 say In all probabllity
we can and should. Thera are some
contingencles that one oan not foreses;
strikes may curtall coal production ns
they have already curtalled steel pro-
duction, thus ndversely affecting rall-
road earnings and ndding to our defleit.”

Buch an attempt to single out rallroad

employees and doprive them of what he
termaed the cconomic right of workers to
strike to prevent Injustice must be mc-
eopted, he sald, In connectlon with other
information whieh the raliroad brother-
hoods have as a foregone conclusion that
the rallronds contemplate a genural re-
duction in wages when the Government
surrenders control and deaire such &
measurs to forestall n strike

“If these Interests or the leglsintors
belleve ralirond employees will unresist-
ingly submit to any wsuch Invision of
thelr rights an cltizens® Mr, Shea con-
tinued, “theéy had better expel that
thought from their minds,

Calls 1t Un-Amerioan Law,

T belleve I sponk for locamotive fire-
men and hostlers at leant when 1 say
that any Inw which deprives them of the
rights of American citizenship would net
bo observed, not because this class of
Amerlean eitlzons nre lawbreakers, but
because such a Iaw would be unwar-
ranted, un-American and contrary to
American institutions,

Mr. Bhea sald such a law was almont
certaln to precipitate revolution and was
in fact just what extfeme radicala and
revolutionary agitators desire, |

“It would give them logical argument
for dlrect action,” he nsmarted, “with the
intentlon of displacing the liberul and
more conservative leaders and thereby
overthrowing the existing social, political
and industrial institutions of the coun-
Ly,

“If an antl-strike law 18 ennocted, the
reeponsiblliity for any upheaval which
might follow, lles with Congress.”

Mr. Shea's statement, more than 2,500
words in lenglh, was prompted by the
publication of his recent testimony hes
fore the Rallroad Wage Hoard, In which
he sald the rallroad employees were pra-
pared to fight for a lving wage and time
and & half overtime, an conditions pre-
ccdent to the return of the ronds to priv-
ate ontrol, He sald his remarks would
bs “extended, to use n favorite Cons
gressional term,” 8o that the public
might understand the position of the
rallroad men.

A week
ago to-day demands which included an
slght hour day, a closed shop and ap-
proximately a 85 per cont. Incrense In
aalary, were submitied to the proprietors
of the 3,700 pharmacies i Gronter New
York, with the upderstunding that an
agroament would have to be renched nt
tha end of eoven days. The FPharmaceu.
tieal Conference, which reptresents nbout
75 por cent. of the drag store employers,
met severnl times last week, but was un-
able 1o come lo any satisfactory agree-
ment,

The United Drug Clerks' Locnl 325
claims to represent 4,000 drug employeos,
which f& about half the total number in
Greater New York, Pharmacists, clerks,
cashlers, soda dlnpensers ntid portars bo-
ing numbered among the members of the
organizgntion. President Sorowitz sald
that the question as to whether a strike
would be ecalled rested entirely with the
members of the unlon, and that it was
Impoanible to make any statement until
after the meeting to-night. He added,
however, that should a strike be called
pharmnaclies for the Aling of prescriptions
would be opened by membera of the loosl
In order that the publie would suffer no
more thsn Wans nocessary.

Willlam €. Anderson, president of the
Pharmaceutical Conference, sald last
nlght: “At the mesting hald last Friday
the members expressed thelr willlngneoss
10 digcuss the question of an advan
pay and a regulition of hours wi
employess, but it was felt that the clos
shop was p matter which could only be

The report says that on the whols
A conservative and intelligent type of
omployes han been welected by the work-
ore nnd that in genern]l a hetter spirit
tetwoen employeraand workers hns bean
promoted. It adds that experience with

the peheéme has heen too hrief to war-
rant fina] conclusions and no recom-
mendations are made

The report denld with 225 committees
of “works councils' in 176 establivh-
Before January, 1018, there

in the country. ‘The rapid growth of
the movement {8 attributed to Govern-

mental Industrinl organizations and to
alinormal war Ume conditions.
The report points out that works coun-

eils nre 'not regorded as substitutes or
alternntives for labor unlons  "While
tha works counoll tends to restrict the
witivity of Inhor unlons in matters purely
local to the individual estublishment the
anlon may still be potent in setiling
probloms common to the entire craft,
industry or locality,” the report says.
