A Centennial Precedent.
In tho despatches from Lisbon, by

wny of London, it Is reported that
Portugal has granted a concession to
tho United States la the Azores for a
naval base.

It Is not asserted that this Is meant
to be a centennial celebration. Yet
It makes two incidents' of n century
ago worth recalling y, when cer
tain and sundry aliens on our soldo
not seem to understand either Ameri
can Government or tne lessons or
American history.

A hundred years ago the idea of
settling the free negroes of America
iu Africa being in v&gue, Congress
favored the 6cbeme of the American
Colonization Society. To insure
safety from the ocean slave traders,
then chiefly Portuguese, the ship Eliz
abeth, with thirty fnmilies of colonists
consisting of eighty persons, on her
voyage to Liberia required a convoy.
The man-of-wa- r Cyane was ordered
to this task. Tho Cyane was one of
the two British ships captured on
February 20, 1815, In one noonllght
battle by Commodore Stewart In the
Constitution.

In honor of President Monroe the
town of Monrovia In Liberia was to
be founded. Tho blossoms of the cof
fee plant brought on board to delight
the eyes of the sailors were hnrbln
gurs of later shiploads of tho berry
out of which the American concocts
a drink which in matutinal hours
excels all others in putting body and
soul together.

Our first colonial venture proved to
be on the whole a success. Liberia,
following the precedent of her protec
tor, severed relations with Germany In
Mny, 191", and on August 4 declared
war on Germany. On April 10, 1018,
a German submarine destroyed her
only war vessel, tho President Grant,
bombarded Monrovia and killed ten
persons only to bo herself sunk later
by a British cruiser. Liberia asked
for a voico in tho Peace Conference.

The two Incidents worthy of recall,
If 'not of n centennial celebration,
wero the honorable, lowering of the
flag and the refusal of an American
ofllcer to disgrace It. For poor old

HIGHER RANK, LESS PAY.

Objection Made to tho New Street
Cleaning Department Schedule, n

To the Editor or The Sun Sir; The
new pay schedule subjects the assistant
foremen of the Street Cleaning Depart-
ment to an Injustice for the last three
months of this year, 1919.

The sweepers and drivers havo Just
received an Increase In salary of $300 a
year, taking efftct October 1 this year,
and making their salaries as follows:
Sweepers, (1,300, and drivers, fl.J95.60.
for 312 working days, with extra pay for
Sunday. The assistant foremen's pres
ent salary Is $1,1S0 a year for 365 days,
Sundays included. The assistant foro'
men have received an Increase In salary
of (300 a year, but their Increase will
not take effect until' January 1, 1920
so that for tho balance of this year, or
three months, their salary is less than
the pay of tho sweepers or drivers, as
follows :

Sweepera, 11,300 a year, or 124,10
for a week ot alx daya.

Drlvera, 1,355.C0 a year, or Kt.SS
for a week of alx daya.

Aaalatant foremen. $1,110 a year, or
i:.8 for a week ot aaven daya. Sun- -

aaya Included.
The boroughs of Manhattan, The

Bronx and Brooklyn are divided into
districts and the districts into sections.
One Assistant foreman 1b assigned to
each section to assist the section fore-
man. The section is divided Into two
parts, one being assigned to an assist-
ant foreman, who Is responsible to the
foreman as well as to the district super-
intendent and the Commissioner for the
character and amount of work performed
by .the sweepers and drivers under hla
supervision, and ho has also to report
to the Commissioner all Infractions of tho
rules of the department committed by
subordinates under his supervision, to en.
force tbe laws and ordinances, and to
seize all street encumbrances.

Mow-- how can Commissioner MacStay,
Mayor Ilylan or the Board of Estimate
Justify paying a supervising officer less
salary than Is received by tho man that
he has to boss? Assistant foremen's
uniforms cost as follows : Vlnter over-
coat, (30, used to be (IS ; coat and trou-
sers. (22, Used to be (11.60; cap, (2.2S,
used to be (1.25.

T would go back to be a sweeper or
driver to get tho higher pay, but the
civil servlco law will not permit me.

Tllny Flsk of Harvey Fisk & Sons
was tbe chief witness yesterday and
John D. Byan will be the prmclpil
witness Mr. Fisk explained
at great length, and not with
out exhibiting more or less Im
patience, when MIer Stelnbrlnk. as
counsel and examlnter, and Repre
sentative James A, Frear of Wiscon
sin (chairman), Walter W. Magee
of New York and Clarence F. Ica of
California (Democrat Inquired why he
was "frozen out" in dealings ha had
relative to the Northwest railroad which
was to carry spruce from tho rich re-
gions in tho State of Washington,

lie Withdrew Suddenly.
Mr. Fish told how John Cain and

Franklin Helm Interested him In the
opportunity and how bs took prelimi-
nary steps to get a War Department
contract to build the railroad and bring
down tho spruce. Suddenly, though, ho
withdrew from all negotiations, and the

Corporation, en-

gineers, went through with an amended
and far more costly plan. Millions of
dollars wero Involved, with profits guar-
anteed .by virtue of the cost-plu- s con-
tract system of tho War Department

tacked.

But despite the profits assured, Mr.
