Thcro Is, a reasonable prospect that
Jack Dempsey, tho heavyweight cham-

pion of the world, will box In a Jersey
ring before the end of the winter. If
tho promoters nnd the boxer can agree
on terms, which appears likely, tho title
holder will meet the best available op-

ponent In January or February.
Jack Kearns, manager "of Dempsey,

held a reception in the Hotel Clarldge
jesterday afternoon a.id listened to the
talk of half a dozen promoters of box-

ing who are eager to Btage n. bout be-

tween the title holder and somo heavy-
weight to bo selected later.

Dave MacKay, who holds bouts In the
First Regiment Armory, Newark, was
the first to arrive and he and Kearns
went over the situation quite thorough-
ly, but did not arrive at an ngrcment,
For tho most part the talk wa'i as to
tho heavyweight who would be railed
on to meet the champion, and the field
was canvassed very thoroughly. Every
boxer from Fred Fulton to Gunboat
Smith was mentioned but no one was
elected.

9.10,000 to Iloi Fulton.
MacKay finally offered $20,000 to

Dempsey If he meets Levinsky on De-

cember S, J25.000 If Mcchan Is the op-

ponent of the champion nnd $30,000 If
Fulton Is selected. It was regarded as
doubtful If Fulton could get over her
from England In time to box on De-

cember 8, and In any event Kearns said
Dempsey would hardly be ready to box
on that date, for after his circus en-

gagement ends on November 13 at At-

lanta he will have a motion picture con-

tract to fulfill, nnd ho would need at
least three weeks In which to train,
llcehan stands tho best chance ot box-

ing the champion.
Kearns made id plain that tho cham-

pion would not go Into a bout with anj
man unless ho was in first class condi
tion and he expressed n preference for a
date In January or February, rinaiiy
MacKav and the other promoters with
drew with the understanding that they
would meet again next Friday, on wnicn
occasion a concrete proposition will bo
made to Kearns. . '

In addition to MacKay's offer, Kearns
received telegraphic proposals from
Philadelphia and other boxing centres.

Since tho receipt of news In this coun-

try that 0, movement has been broached
In Great Britain to standardise golf

balls but little comment by golf officials

hns been tnado on tho subject. How-

ever, golfera have apparently given somo

thought to tho matter. At recent tour-

naments In tho metropolitan district tho

writer has mentioned the subject to
several players nnd almost unanimously
they havo frowned on the scheme.

In discussing' tho matter at the Green-

wich tournament recently a man who
is keenly Interested In golf and has been
a devotee of the game for several years

remarked: "If you want to do the game
of golf a good turn take a wallop at
this talk of standardising golf balls.

That !b one of the most absurd sugges-

tions I have ever heard made In con
nection with the game.

All of this talk of limiting dlstanco
on shots from the lee by restricting tho
ball Is aimed toward taking away ono
of tho strongest appeals of tho game.
Leave tho matter to any golfer ypu hap-
pen to meet and nine out of ten will
agreo that he gets moro satisiacuon
out of a long drive than any other
feature of tho came. I havo studied
tho gamo and players pretty closely and
I flguro it about liko this: Ninety or a
hundred players get their keenest satis-
faction out of a fine drive. Eight of tho
remaining ten pride themselves on their
putting and tho small two per cent,
boast of their short approaches. ,

AetTantage la Hclntlve.
'I may bo a little off In tho percen

tages, but I know long hitting Is tho
keenest lure of tho lot. If you limit
tho development of golf balls you dls- -
courago this fine feature. Furthermore,
what is accomplished by placing limi-
tations? Tho difference In dlstanco Is
relctlvo between a long driver and a
medium driver. Where a ball will give
a nominal 250 yard driver twenty yards
extra dlstanco It ought to glvo the 200
yard man at least twelve to fifteen yards
more distance. Tho only possible argu
ment Is tho fact that readjustment of
cotirseo and the rearrangements or Una
ards to meet new conditions will mean
extra dollars spent on the hundreds of
courses about the country. But so far
aa the enjoyment of the game Is con-
cerned, leave It open to the develop-
ment of the Babo Ruths of tho game."

The decision of John Bredemus, for
mer all round nthletto champion at
Princeton to take up tho work of golf
Instructor as a Tegular diet may come
ai something of a surprise. Although
ho was declared Ineligible to compete In
amateur ranks some time ago, due to his
athletic activities, Bredcmus Is accept-
ing his first engagement as a club In
structor with a California club.

A man waa killed
that way recently.

"Don't shoot at an Indistinct object, even
though It appears to have four legs. It
may be a man stooping over. A hunter In
the Adirondack, waa shot through the
heart while plucking a wild flower a few
day. ago.

"Don't shoot at a movement In the
bushes. Hunters themselves frequently
causo movement, of the bushes, and one
died in the hospital yesterday from In-
juries caused by a careless hunter.

"The only aafe method Is to look before
you shoot and be sure what ytftj are shoot-
ing at," Is Commissioner Pratt'B warning.

Twenty-tw- o hunting accidents have al-
ready been reported to tho Conservation
Commls.lon this season, four of which have,
proved fatal. A. the season advances and
more hunters go Into the wood. It is
feared by careful sportsmen that the total
number of accidents will assume appalling
proportlona It the present hnphazard
method of shooting on the part ol lnex
perienced hunter. Is not speedily brought
to an eaa.
