SEES SMALL HOPE OF
CUTTING CITY BUDGET

Research Bureau Shows Need
of Charter Revision.

After studying' the proposed city bud-
get for 1920 the Bureau or Municipal Re-
search says that no Immediate material
reduction can be made ln the cost of
city government without a thorough re-

vision of tho charter and of the laws
so that city and county governments
could be united. Estimates of the sav-
ing to be, effected from this revision
range trom 46,000,000 to $9,000,000 X

year.
"The taxpayers of New York might as

well recognize," the bureau says, "that
large reductions under existing laws are
well nigh impossible, and that the main
hope of holding down the costs of city
government In the future lies ln accept-- 1

lng the present Increased charges in
volved In the application of the 'pay as
vou no' law " I

The bureau finds that the proposed
budget contains $32,388,000 due to the
"pay as you go" policy, and J880.0O0 for
pensions formerly paid out of excise rev- -

AIR RACE PILOTS
FLY MANY MILES

Five Remaining in Contest
Near Their Coals.

For the first time ln several the
Ave remaining pilots ln army trans-
continental race flew considerable dis-
tances yesterday on the final stretch
of the 6,400 mile trip.

Lieut, W. H. Sheridan, who was com-
pelled to land at Owego, N. Y., It3 miles
from Mlneola. was of the race j
yesterday, for his plane was wrecked

The leading filers now aro Lieut. P
H. Bagby and Lteut.-Co- l. H. E. Hart-ne- y.

Both these pilots left Chicago a
few minutes after sunrise, Lieut. Bairhv
at 6:34 and Lleut-Co- l. Hartney at 6:40
They raced nose nnd nose to Bryan, the
next control station, and then Jumped
to Cleveland. Ohio, where Lieut. Baghv
arrived at 10:52 and Lleut.-Co- l. Hart-
ney only a minute later. From Cleve-
land Lieut. Bagby flew to BufTalo. 180
miles in an hour nnd thirteen
minutes, while Lleut-Co- l Hartney in
his single seated Fokker covered th
distance In an hour and twenty-si- x

minutes. They took off for' Rocheter
within eleven minutes of each other.
Lieut Bagby still holding the lead.

B. Gish, who started from Des Moines,
and Capt. Felix Stelnle, who was at
Rawllngs, are both grimly determined
to the race, despite the misfor
tunes which have beset them. men
have had several smashes, but have nn
each occasion secured another plane to
rnntlnue the race. one westbound
filer still remains In the race.

fight to be declared sane In this State,
announced yesterday that In addition to
bu8tln th lunacy trust on the lecture
platform he will harry It from the stage,
Mr. Chaloner Intends not only to produce
one of his plays, "Bobbery Under Law,"
which he wrote several years.ago as part
of his campaign cf lunacy law reform,
but he Intends to make the acting repu-
tation of John Armstrong Chaloner ln It !

Mr. Chaloner Is not doing this, how- -
ever, with the aim of capitalizing his
experiences and making the public stand
and deliver Just because he wasn't at- -,

lowed here once without a keeper.
As Mr. Chaloner himself says concern-
ing his production : "I would any day ,

ln the week rather see a good play acted
than act In a good play." Though
M.irno.l n. Ill K n ,1 rr. I. fl In th
drama for a consideration, Mr. Chal-- j
oners prime purpose s not to mow nia
own horn with It. but to sound the '

Judgment day trumpet of Gabriel, so to

Chaloner Announces Himself,
All this came to light yesterday when

Mr. Chaloner summoned reporters to
h'm ln hla apartment on the fifth floor
of 80 Washington Square East, which
might be called the birthplace of the
Chaloner drama. Mr. Chaloner read from
a document which was longer than the j

uecuir0.i!on oi independence unu wmcu
had a preamble calling tho attention
of the scribes that this room was hence-
forth to be a meeting place for them. I

having been fitted up so that It called to
mind "the Wltcnngemot, the ancient Anglo-

-Saxon assembly o' the wUe men." I

Then In Washington Square, which has
been the starting point for so many new
movements ln the drama, there was
heard these words:

"The object of this meeting Is to an-
nounce to the country that I have con-
centrated my attack upon tho lunacy
trust by Joining the lecture platform, no
less spectacular nid glittering an ally
than the theatre.

" 'Who's Looney Now' proposes to
make the sweat and blood he shed, so
to speak, for years while beating his
soul against the barn, become a mar-
ketable asset and stand on the credit
side of his manager's ledger tho Broad-
way manager of twenty years stnnd-Ir- g

who Is about to .bring out my play
'Robbery Under Law,' which I wrote In
the summer of 1S14.

'"To avoid all doubt as to my Object
In going on the stage In the leading
role In 'Robbery Under Law' that of
Ituoh 8tutfleld I hasten to say that
neither fame nor fortune neither dmlre
for fame nor an Increase ln my fortune

cuts any figure therein. Far from It.
Frankly, I am passionately fond of the
theatre, and have been all my life but
purely as a spectator. The Idea of
'making up' of plastering my skin with
grease paint and then having to face
the abominable might I be p mltted
to say hellish glare of tho footlights?
makes me exceedingly dubious as to
tho 'pleasure, I shall experience in work-
ing out my salvation on the boards."

Manager Gets His Answer.
When Mr. Chaloner took up the prop-

osition with a producing manager
whom he didn't name he agreed to
have the play, good oa It was, retouched
by a' professional dramatist, but when
the manager asked him why he "didn't
get a really good actor" for the chief
role Mr. Chaloner states plainly that he
sworo a great round oath and declared
no one should play that part but him-
self. Then he let the manager have
tnls:

"If it were a question of my attempt-
ing to act the role of Othello or Richard
III. your second condition aforesaid
would be enthusiastically accepted by
me. But It Is not a question of acting
Richard III. or Othello but John Arm-
strong Cha'oner upon whom Hugh Stut-fiel- d

H drawn nnd no living man can
act John Armstrong Chaloner so well
na I can. I can act John Armstrong
Chaloner to the life."

Thousands of work
people went almost barefoot to
help their well-of- f neighbors
place the Liberty Bonds neces-
sary to make credits for loans
to the nations abroad.

That the Government credits
given remained, to a large ex-

tent, in the United States is
true; but while this benefited
many factories, it only added to
our embarrassments, as it
created a scarcity of merchan-
dise and of articles made in
America, and therefore it re-

sulted in raising the high cost
of living, and it compelled the
raising of wages, which have
steadily advanced the past four
years.

Now, how can the. United
States prosper if these condi-
tions continue? When and
where shall we begin to take
care of America?

With no less good-wi- ll to our
fathers and brethren over seas.
