Turks and Kurds Wait With-

Outrages.

ITow 50,000 or mors Armenian nnfl
Syrian children, stolen by Turks and
Kurds And sold Into harems or Arab en-
campments, are bclnc rescued from cap-

tivity and worse throuch the efforts ot
'lo Xear East Keller, now that the Near
Eit Is under nllled rule, Is told by the
Jlt. E. O. Jago, who has Just returned
from western Asia.

"It Is no uncommon sight in Aleppo,
Syria." says Mr. Jago, "to see scores of B,
children brought In by the searching;
parties. The children nre all dirty,
raseed and starving-- and many of them
have been tattooed by their Arab mas-
ters.

"Broken hearted mothers and sisters
pace up and down the line of the res-

cued hoping to see their son or daughter
r brother, stolen three or four years

ago. Many times there are happy re
unions, but oiten me quest is in vain,

nd broken hearted mothers seem to de A,
spair of ever seeing their loved ones
araln."

An Important feature of Mr. Jagoa
work since the country was resoued from
the fanatical domination of the Turks
has been the recovery of these stolen
children. From parents and friends all
Information possible about the missing
mea was obtained and this was sifted
flown and turned over to the British
commandant of the district, who, in
verv instance where the information

ttu definite, has succeeded In recovering
the stolen children. Among the rescued
are many young girls whose fate in the
harems has been too terrible to describe.

Under the British regime in Armenia
and that of the French In Syria the
Turks are en their good behavior and
In many cases are cooperating with the
Near East Relief workers. Even the
brutal Kurds, long the oppressors of the
Armenians, are quiet, but those who
Snow them best believe they are only
waiting for the withdrawal of the allied
forces for another orgy of murder and
pillage upon the unoffending Christians.

There is more hope for the persecuted
Christiana ofthe Levant In the attitude
ef the Arabs, who hate the Turks, al-

though Mohammedans. The Arab Cen-

tral in charge of the Aleppo district, for
Instance, is showing great Interest in
the American Near East Relief work. He
has entertained the mea workers at din.
ner, while his wife has invited the
women members of the committees to
her home, an event unprecedented In
that section.

GET RECORD WAGE INCREASE.

Shoe Workers In Brockton Benefit
by Conciliation Board.

Brockton, Mass., Nov. 1. The largest
wage Increase ever given a labor or-
ganization here was announced to-d-

in an award to shoe workers by the
Btafe, Board of Conciliation and Arbi-
tration. The prices given by the board
are 143.20 a week for shoe cutters, shoe
sorters and leather sorters. $38.30 for
cloth lining cutters and S3Z.60 for top
entters. The former prices were 185,
130 and 115 respectively. The demand
was made for 148 a week.

The decision will affect 1.100 cutters
In this city and later will extend through
the district, affecting 3,000.
