greatest opportunity for the peace time
effort of the American Red Tho
application of the draft act shoa-e- most
astounding ln relation to tho
manhood or America, m tne n piace,
of those liable for the draft, 35 per cent,
were unfit Dhvslcally.

SWANN IN DRIVE
ON TICKET PIRATES

Managers and Magistrate
Called to Conference.

Edwin P. Kllroe, Assistant District
Attorney in charge of tho prosecution
of violators of the city ordinance on
;heritre ' tlolcet speculation, announced
yesterday that District Attorney Swann
has called a conference for Tuesday
afternoon with the producing manager
the Commissioner of Licenses und Chief
Magistrate McAdoo for a discussion o
means whereby tho "nuisance" of ticket
speculation can be further abated.

Mr. Kllroe, on bohalf of his chief,
entered a denial to the charges mada
several days ago byWIlllam A. Brady,
In which the responsibility for a lack o
enforcement of the ordinance Is put at
the door of the District Attorney's
office. Mr. Kllroe denied also that cither
he or Mr. Swann havo been In receipt of
f.ny letters of complaint ln tho matter
purporting to have Issued from several
theatrical managers, as was clalmel
In Mr. Brady's statement. The arrests
ana convictions of from sixty to sei
enty speculators since the enactment of
tho ordinance were cited by Mr. Kllroe
as evidence of Uie fact that tho Distrlti
Attorney's office has been very much on
tne jod. -

Mr. Swann said last nlcht that the
atrical producers themselves could do
much in tho way of regulating tlcko
peculation, pointing out that with "due

ulllgenco" tickets would not find their
way into the hands of speculators. He
promised vigorous prosecutions of nil
speculators who are found to be charg-
ing abovo the 50 cent margin permitted
under tho ordinance, saying that in fu
ture ho will insist upon prison sentences
for all convictions. Mr. Swann state,!
also that he Intends to askthat th
ordinance be amended so that the Li
cense Commissioner will be given powot
to revoke or suspend the licenses of
ticket agents.

FLOOD TIDE AGAIN

HITS WATERFRONT

Edgo of Manhattan Feels Ef-

fect of Sudden Inrush
of Ocean.

ERIE FEU 11 Y IS HALTED

Tube Station Across River

Saved hy Barricade of
San'dbngs.

Another "flood" tide Inundated cellars
along tho waterfront of Manhattan and

cities of New Jersey, halted traffic on

the Erie ferry at Chambers street dur-

ing tho mornlns rush hours and did
other damage yesterday.

From various places along West
street and along the Jersey shore came
talcs of woe, and at least one saloon,

that at West and Pesbrosses street,
was as wet ns ln the days when tho
news thnt William Jennings Bryan had
predicted a dry nation within ten year
was something to laugh Joyously about

The trouble on the Erie line was not
at Chambers street, but at tho slips on
the other side of the river, where tho
tide had flooded the piers to such an
extent that tho ferryboats didn't begin
to go Inland far enough. Manhattans
nrlnclnal ntibllc casualty was the retire
ment from action of the Grand street
surface cars, which, ordinarily run to
the ferry house. The cars were stopped

at Broadway and storage battery cars
not dependent on the slot in tne street
bravely waddled all tho way to tho
fArrv. At Rome nolnts near West and
Barclay streets the water was more than
a foot deep ln the middle of the street,
and between Murray street and Park
place It rose over the sidewalk.

On the East Side cellars near ruuon
street were flooded, and water aiso
poured Into Ihe cellar of the Old Slip

police station. The basement and en-

gine room of tho Broad Street Hospital
required the services of a pump to make
It habitable.

Over ln Jersey City the water reacnea
(hp -- ntrnnrn of tho tube station, but a
sandbag barricade prevented It from
entering. Tho water covered the wait-

ing room floor to a depth of five Inches
and rovored the tracks In the railroad
terminal so that commuters frequently
left by the rear of trains. Boats or tno
Pennsvlvan a. West Shore nnn jerBey
Central railroads ran on schedule.

In Tlrnnlilvn the tldo at Newtown
Creek and Wallabout Creek rose as high

as on Friday, and while tne ciockh

seemed for a time In danger of being
flooded, the tide ebbed grudgingly In time
to save them. Tugboats loomed high
abovo their accustomed altitudes. Down

at Coney Island the high tide looked

ominous for a time, particularly as a

fairly heavy sea was running, but no

damage to buildings along the beach was
reported to the police.
