The beautiful auditorium provided =
truly Américan setting, while the severe

phere of {formal dignity.

Bvery eeat, both on the maln floor

The first to appear were the gradusate
and undergtaduate staff of George
Washington University Hospital, wear-

mentof Inw, Next came the faculty

of the department of arts and sclences
¥n all about 200 of the 280 membera of
the teaching staff of the university wero
presant. The facuitles were followed
by the members of the univeralty coun-

When King Amhert appearsd in his
motor car he was necompanied by Will-

Entering the
bullding by a side door the King paused
fn an ante-room Just long enough to
don the ncadamic gown bearing the vel-
wot slesve bands Indleative of the doe-
tor's degree. As he appearsd on the
atage accompaniad by the university sec-
retary, Elmer Louls Kayser, and by
President Colller, and followed by the
helr apparant, the Duke of Brabant, In
military uniform, the famous Marine
Band statloned under one of ths bal-
conles played the Belglan national an-
them, the audience rose to lts feet and
at the conolusion of the alr applauded
enthusiastically.

The ceromony which followed was as
simple ae It was (mpreasive. Preaident

lller announced that the university

convened In epecinl oconvoeation,

and standing at right angles to the King
and the audlence, who faced one another,
he delivered the following address:

“Your Majesty: The George Wash-
ington University, which la so highly
honored by your presspce to-day, feals
that its location In the natlon's eapital
and Its posession of the name of the
great founder of this country, imposa
upon It & speclal duty to promots re-
spect for law as the only safeguard of
right, subordination to government nam
the best means of securing individual
liberty, and observanca of justice as the
surest guarantes of peace among natlons
and good will among men.

Washington advocatsd this university
seekn to Inculenta to-day In (ts four
thousand students by precept and by
example,

“In the recognition of men and women
whose services and whose achlevements
In behalf of humanity have besn pre-
eminent an institution of learning, by
the bestowal of approprinte degreos,
honors Itsell ns well as the reciplents;
and by thus hplding up before Its stu-
rents examplea for thelr Inspiration and
smulation it discharges a true toaching
function,

“To-day this university 1s proudly
privileged to confer an honorary degroe
upon your Majesty. In your character
and your conduct we, Im common with
all men, ees that which will always
shine forth aa a beacon lght making
clear the path of honor, The sublime
rootitude of your courss, when to your
Majesty and your Govarnment was pre-
sented the alternative of apparent na-
tlonal extinction or the prexervation of
national and kingly honor, will forever
powerfully Influence men to be faithful
to duty.

“Your Instant and Instinctive decislon,
at the most critical moment In the
world's history, In favor of right against
might, law against violance, liberty
igainst outmge, your constancy and
your fortitude in the protractad years of
anguish of a devastating war, prodlaim
you, In very deed ms well as I royal
title, King. Montaigns has truly said:

“Ta so much to ba & King, that he
only I8 so, by belng sol’

“Lawful king, you are, and rightful
king, of that herole race of whom Julius
Cassar 2,000 yoars ago wrote: ‘Of all
these, the bravest are the Belgians'—
that race whose wvalor and whose honor,
in our own time, by sasing the world
and presorving civilization, have rend-
ared us and all the generations to come
Belgium'as debtors forever,

“Therefore, by virtue of tha authority
given by the laws of the United States
to the George Washington Univarsity
and by its trustees delegnted to me, I
confar ypon you, Albert, King of the Bal.
glans, exemplar of right and defender of
law, the honorary degree of Doctor of
Laws. As evidence thereof 1 hand you
this diploma and 1 present you with the
academic hood, the Insignis of the de-
gres, and I welcoms you Into the fellow-
ship of tha alumnl of the George Wash-
ington University.”

When President Colller used the
phrase "in very deed, as well as (o
royal title, king.” and when he referred
to Jullua Cuesar's statement that “the
bravest of all these are tha Belgiana”™
& storm of applause swept over the
house.

At the conclusion of the speech the

president handed King Albert the di-
ploma rtoll of parchment attesting the
fact of tha degrea, and the secretary
of the university, Elmer Louls Kayser,
hung around the monarch's neck the
purple velvet hood, lined with buff and
blue, the colors of the univarsity. The
diploma was engroased in English on
sheepskin and was contained in a cylin-
drical oass covered with blua leather,
buff at the ends Upon it was stamped
in gold: “Albort, King of the Belglans,
Dootor of Laws, the George Washington
University, 1919,
“I esteem the receipt of this degree
a very great honor,” sald the King, In
part, In responding to ita award. "l
appreciats It highly, not enly on ascount
of {ta own significance but also on Ao~
count of the close association betwesn
the name of this unlversity and that
of the first President of the United
States, an assoclation, It seema to me,
that might be termed ons of history and
learning."

At tha conclualon of the King's brisf
words the band played “The Star Span-
gled Banner,” and the King and Prince
Laeopold, with President Colller, walked
again Into the anteroom at the right

Befors the appearance of tha Belgian
ruler the university secretary read a
communioation from President Collier,
appealing to the audlence on behalf of
the Untveraity of Louvaln, destroyed by
ths Germans, which 1s to barestorsd under
directlon of an International committes
of twanty-nine nations. The American
national committee, sxplained the presi-
dent. has pledged Itaslf to restore, In so
far as this may be possible, the valuable
ltbrary of the Belgian university, and
he asked for contributions to this fund.
He polnted out the fact that this was
a particularly appropriate tima for such
gifts to be made, In order that ths two
countries might bo foraver more closely
linked together, At the conclusion of
the exercises a numbar of young womnen,
under graduates of the local university,
statloned themselves at points con-
venlant for: ths receipt of these gifts,
which, it was announced, amountad to
more than $350 In eash, with a number
of promised subscriptions yst to be haard

After next year the regular yearly
quota for the Tnlited Btates will be
thirty-two, the distribution among the
States belng so arranged thatl each State
will mend one man two years out of
every three. The method of mselection
has been altered In two ways:

The qualitying examination in Latin,
Greek and mathematics, formerly re-
quired of all candidates has now been
abandoned, and committees of selection
are composed of ex-Rhodes scholars not-
Ing under the chalrmanshlp of ons of
the leading educational men of the State.

With tha Rhodes scholars now ap-
pointed and a large number whose tarm
at Oxford was Interrupted by the war
and who are now returning to completa
thelr course, the Unlversity of Oxford
will during the next two or three yeara
have a larger American population than
ever bafore !n its history.

The war record of the Amerjoan
Rhodes schdlars s now belng complled
by Prof. B. E. Schmitt, Weatern Re-
serve University. Botween 200 and 300
of the 400 Rhodes scholars who are
gone to Oxford since the scholarships
began in 1004 were in military or Gov-
érnment service during the war, most
of them in the American army, and a
few In the Britlsh and French. Twelve
American Rhodes scholars lost thelr
lives In mervice

tion total has reached 5,083 men, & num-
ber far In excess of that placed about

weak ago by tha registrar, who had made
plans for no more than 2,800, A ait-
upatlon Is belng confronted simllar to
that which existed in the old bulldings
on Boflston streat and Trinity place be-
fore the Instituts moved to the present
site in Cambridgs. Thirty new officea
and class rooms have been fitted out
with new equipment to relleve the atrain,
but even &0 it will be gome time befors
matters will be stralghtened out well
enough to take care of all, The greatest
previous year ways that of 1910-17, when
1,961 students attended throughout the
yoar, Last year there were but 1810
snrolled.

Bursar Horacs B, Ford has ordered
200 new wsteel lockera for the Walker
Mamorial Gymnasium for use of the
freshman olass and 500 more full length
lockers for student use In the Institute
buildings,

When the new Institute was bulit the
needs of future expansion were provided
for and the present structures reprosent
but half of the number of bulldings
to b erected. In the $£10,000,000 alumni
drive, which Is now on, the alumnl are
of one mind regarding the need of larger

tacllities, and they plan to use a large
part of the money raised In the building

of naw buildings in the rear of those al-
ready standing.

All of the Technology dormitories are
oecupied, the rooms being taken be-
tore tho closs of the lnst school yeuar.
This fact left many men without pros-
pects of obtalning suitable boarding and
lodging !n Boston. The Téchnology Chris-
tian Assaclation wag on the job, howsver,
and before the opening of registration,
had complled a list of over 1,000 reliable
houses In Boston and Cambridge whers
the students might obtain rooms. This
greatly relleved the strain, as did a sim-
llar list, supplementary to the first, with
800 new rooms,

Fraternitien at Technology are hard
hit by existing conditions Fraternity
man In tha past have returned to school
without the prospect of having to look
for rooms, but this year there are hun-
dreds of old men returning to fnlsh
courses Interrupted by the war, and
