Tho Issue was in doubt to the very last moment
There was a profusion of long runs, completed forward passes, punts and
drop kicks, line smashes and about everything else that goes to make the
complete football game from tho standpoint of the spectator.

play, but because the Tigers could not tacklo.

Wo grant that Eddie Casey of
Harvard Is a fast man and a hard ono to catch, but we doubt if he would
havo mado that series of sprints which led to Harvard's touchdown If the
Tigers 'had shown even a semblance of ability to go at n runner anywhere
except around his neck. From a Princeton standpoint this was the most
discouraging featuro of the Tigers' failure to hold a hard and well earned
advantage. If Princeton hopes to win over it will havo to make it
tremendous Improvement in that highly Important department of football.

It will be the twentieth gamo between
Colgate and Syracuso. Of this number
Colgato has been returned the winner In
twelve gamea whllo Syracuse has been
on the long end of the score five times.

Syracuse has scored 165 polntB.

The first game was In 18S1 and the
