Wasnmxareyx, Nov. 10,—The Senate
devoted the entire day to a discussion
of the reservation of the Forelgn Re-
Intions Committee to Article X, of the
covenant of the Leagus of Natlons
without arriving at a vote, Amend-
ment  after amendment was  voted
down, however, and when adfournment
was taken it was appiarent that no
breale In the committee programme
would mark the decislon; the reserva-
tion will be adopted as it eame from
thir committes unless the decldedly un-
expected happens,

The discusslon brought Article X,
which pledges member States to pre-
strve 88 against external aggression
the territorinl Integrity and political
independence of all other members,
into the spotlight as “the heart of the
covenant,” ns President Wilson has
characterized It It was attacked al-
ternately by Administration supporters
and by the "battalion of death” oppo-
nents to the treaty. Amendments to
it came from all sides, and wWhatever
lhelr/ course all In turn were voled
down.

Text of Reservation,

RNeservation No, 3, reported by the
Foreign Relntions Committes dealing
with this article, reads:

The United Stutes apsumes no ob-
ligation to preserve the territorial
Integrity or politieal Independince’
of any other country or to interfere
in controversies between natlons—
whether members of the league or not
=—under the proviglons of Article X.,
or o employ the military or naval
forces of the United States under
any article of the treaty for any pur-
pose unless In any particular case
the Congtess, which under the Con-
stitution has the sole power to de«
clare war or authorize the employ-
ment of the militnry or naval forces
of the United Statea, ehall by act or
Joint resolution so provide”™

Senator MeCumber (N. D) early In
the discussion of the treaty offered a
mbstitute providing that the league's
suggestions fbr executing this article
should be advisory only and that Con=
gress must authorlze the employment of
the military or naval forces for the pur-
poses of the artlele.
