had passed an ordlnanco prohibiting
them from operating Under an Increused
tare of 6 cents, with a 2 pent additional
chargo for transfers.

They had tasted the troubles of a car.
less town on Sunday, but It waa this
morning's business jaunt that gave them
helr nil, and sentiment ran so high

against the company that, nlthougn tho
City Council was called together this
evening to voto on tho question of re-

pealing tho nowly passed ordinance. It
was said that public opinion would not
permit n move In the railway company's
favor. Tho Council, however, voted 13

to 2 against repeal of the ordinance.

A novel situation wus presented when
employees of tho Toledo Hallways and
Light Company circulated about In the
crowdB aBltlng signatures to petition
for tho rcneal of tho new ordlnanco,
They wero rebuffed by the crowds gen
erally, and were made tho targets m
many n grouch by footsore worker
Attorneys for tho company stnteil that
It would rcqulro 8,800 slgnatuiii' o

force n new vote on the quehtimi, aim it
was ovldent that theso signatures were
t.ot easy to obtain.

City otliclnla, whose "backs are up"
against the company, are Itrying to ar-
range with other car corporations to
como Into tho city and rcplaco thoeo
with whom they nro having the trouble.

Indignation was aroused by a report
th:in Henry L. Dohcrty of New York
head of the company, had stated in
Kansas City that Toledo would liavo to
"beg to get its cars bark."

I never conrented to stopping tnem tin
