same neglected wife of an ambitious
husband that we saw last night found
herself surrounded with heads of cor
roratlons. party leaders, potential Sen
ators, and as she has been konwn to
call them herself, "men who did things."

Character In the riay.
All the personnel of this type of stage

romance wandered about the boards of
liaxlne Elliott's Theatre last night. The
overwhelmingly ambitious politician who
landed the Governorship uullteu and neg
lected tho loving wife who had lost her
baby but still had a soft spot In her
heart for the young District Attorney
she had known In her youth. He was
provoklngly cramped as to his style of
love making by tho possession or a wue
with a taste for drugs specifically one
that kept her HI, but nevertheless suf
ficiently alive to be In tho way.

All these elements gradually coalesce
Into a melodramatic closo for the third
act of the play. The neglected wife
elopes with her District Attorney, but
leaves him before any ha'rm has been
done. The suicide of his spouse lands
him In Jail, the wife Is suspected of
Infidelity by her Gubernatorial husband,
who Insists that she use her influence
to save him from tho results of his
political dishonesty; the death penalty
and Impeachment Impend, and

only by tho noble conduct of
the Governor's lady. Such Is "The Un
known Woman." Again one observed
the consequences of a too chivalrous
lover unwilling to prove his Innocence
by naming the woman In whose Boclety
he passed the time of the crime.

Ilrr Smite AVIim Audience.
Miss Rambrau could not, of course,

be In such surroundings the ray of burn-
ing sunshine that she resembled. She
had to be "eniotloiial" nnd dramatic
uhen she is niostcharmlng in her lighter
moods. Experience of her talents seems
to show that she Is at her best cither

STUDENTS DEAD IN
BOAT ADRIFT AT SEA

Longport, N. J.,fBoys Carried
Off Shore Made Hard Fight.

downward In a rowboat In the Atlantic
Ccean three miles eifet from Cold Spring
Harbor, Cape May, the dead bodies of'
John Ledbctter and Raymond Izzard,
sixteen-year-ol- d students at the Win-
chester school at Longport, N. J., were
recovered They had perished of
exhaustion after a tight against cold
winds and high waves which began Fri-
day morning when tho tide forced them
out to sen while they wero chasing a
wounded duck across tho Inlet between
Longport and Ocean City. They were
without food or drinking water. One
o! tho boys in his struggle to keep Iho
boat right side up and In balling water,
had stripped himself nearly naked.

The- - boat was found by a fisherman
foity miles from whero It was swept
from tho Inlet. It Is believed to have
been blown toward shore by a change
of the wind after the boi. died be
cause observers In swift seaplanes from
tho naval station here searched tho
waters off tho coast for fifty miles north
and eoutli on Sunday. The boys were
alive until lato Sunday In the opinion
