The most Impresslvo ceremony was

the solemn memorial mass at tho Church
of St. Paul the Apostle, Sixtieth street
and Lexington avenue, for tho men of
tho 107th Infantry who gavo their lives
Jn .France. The Rev. Owen A. McGrath,
formerly chaplain of the 345th Field
Artillery, sang tho mass, assisted by the
Jrtov. Joseph McSorley, chaplain of the
Fifty-secon- d Pioneer Ipfantry, as deacon
and tho Kev. Thomas V, ."C. Moore, who
eerved as a Major In tho Marine Corps,
as n. Tho Rov. Peter K. Hoey,
chaplain of the 107th, delivered tho ser-

mon.
The church was crowded with former

"members of the regiment and their
families and trends. The procession of
clergy and altar boys was halted during
the recessional beside a great catafalque
at tho foot of the altar while In tho
rear of tho nave tho field music of tho

reilmont sounded "taps."

this anniversary brings to us," Dr. Man-

ning said. "Tho first Is one of thanks-Klvln- g

for the victory granted to us and
to tho cause of right and for deliverance
from the most monstrous and wicked as-

sault ever mado agajnst tho world an
assault rom which It Is still staggering
and only slowly recovering.

"Tho second is one of gratitude, of
Grateful remembrance for all those who

laid down their llvos for our defence

that Justice and liberty might live.
"The third thought brought to us in

the duty and obligation which rest upon
thoso of us who have been spared to bo
worthy of those who gave themselves
for us. i

"The fourth, thought should remind us
of the sacred, bond which binds ua to our
Allies, to all those with whom we fought
for justice and freedom. Tho worst
enemy of America and of mankind to-

day la tho man who by tongue or pen
will 6eelt to creato distrust between us
nnd our Allies in the war."

nue. A prayer of thanksgiving for the
peace was recited and the chimes wero
rung from noon until half past 12.

BRITISH THRONGS IN
ARMISTICE TRIBUTE

Silence and Song, Mark Anni-
versary of Nov. Il, t918.

London, Nov. Britain to-

day d tho flst," anniversary of
umlstlco day w(th Impresslvo cere-
monies. Tho foremost, apd striking of
thcaa camo In rcsponao"to tho appeal of
King George to commemorate tho event
by a universal simultaneous suspension
of activity throughout tho country and
tlje observance of sllenco for two min-
utes at tho moment corresponding with
thq 'signing of the armistice tho elev-
enth hour of tho eleventh day of the
eleventh months

Before 11 o'clock thousands of persons
stood outslda tho Mansion House and
sang "God, Our Help In Ages Past"
until tho clock struck tho hour. The
Lord Mayor was on tho balcony. Presi-
dent Poincaru spent tho period of silence
wth the King In Buckingham Palace.

The orders for mlcnce and tho stand-
ing at attention for two minutes wnich
wero prescribed for tho British navy
wero adopted also by all tho American
warshlos In British wuters
tions issued from tho American naval
staff here. Tho military arrangements
wero similar to thoso of the navy. There
was a general suspension of Industrial
and commercial nctlvltles and a cessa-
tion of traillc by railroads and tram-
ways.

Anion tr other celebrations In London
was a procession organized by "the Com
rades of the Great War" aim otner pa-

triotic associations to tho cenotaph In
Whitehall which commemorated ''the
glorlons dead."

Around tho cenotaph thousands had
gathered from early morning, most of
them bringing wreaths. A minute be- -

foro 11 o'clock Col. Blavlcr, representing
President Polncarc, placed a wreath on
the cenotaph and stood at salute.

Premier Lloyd George walked bare
headed from Downing Street nnd placed
another wreath on tho cenotaph.

make up "Tho Magic Melody" at the
Shubert Theatre last night led the au-

thor and composer to call tho work "a
romantlo play with music." Such a typo
of musical entertainment has not been
seen here slnco 'The Maid of the Moun-

tain" was at tho Casino. That highly
colored British product had nothing In

Its appeal to the eye on what was to be
seen at the Shubert Theatre last night.
Frederick Arnold Kummer had two acts
and a prologue In which to work out his
scheme,

There was a reception at a Russian
Prince's hotel In Paris, strikingly bril-

liant In a color schemo of yellow and
s'old. Then before that came a vividly
colored fishing village 'In Sicily' to show

the mistako of a Jealous husband which
concerned the characters In the play.
Out of the swift changes of time and
placo with the aid of the magic melody

which gives this singular piece Its title
emerges enough facts to orientate the
spectator as to what he Is watching.

A mother haa been separated from
her son, who was carried away by his
father. He Is in Paris trying to dis-
pose of an opera written by this father.
Ho sings a bit of the score. So does
tho mother searching for her lost son.
Thus arc they united. But It takes this
young man longer to persuade tho proud
marquis that ho Is the right man for
his daughter. Nobody quarrels with the
delay, however, for It Is posslblo to
enjoy a number of diverting variety acts
during tho interval, as well as a cos-

tume show a la "Chu Chin Chow." This
nuslan prince, llko many of his
predecessors, believed In entertaining his
gueits with more or less refined vaude-
ville. Bertee Beaumonte's marvellously
plastic danco In Egyptian dress was
perhaps the most striking or tnese num-

bers. It was certainly the most ap-

plauded by the audience and was vastly
superior to most of the rhythmical
writhing that masks as Egyptian danc-
ing whatever that may be In Its genuine
estate. Fay Marbe did a beguiling
Spanish fandango and Lois Leigh with
Earl Benham was seen In some steps
the" programme called eccentric, although
they seemod the most ordinary of, the
lot. Miss Leigh is, however", a remark-
ably graceful dancer, although her smtlo
scorns, alas, indelible.

But all this dancing as well as the
parade of tho mannlklns was no more
than garniture to the dramatic discovery
of Julia Dean that the tenor who hap-

Renee Deltlng sang tho
all Important song nearly as well as the
son of Its composer. Earl Depharo was
a glib war correspondent ana carmel
Myers a piquant Salt Lake City ,belle,
accompanied of course by her parvenu
mother. These atenclls remained In spite
of the novel elements that Mr. Kummer
had put into the story. 'All tho char-
acters moved to tho melodious music of
gigmurid Romberg, '"who has already
proved hla skill as a composer In the
Viennese modes. Last night his waltzes
llpgered longest In the memory of the
audience.

Willy Pogany designed the costumes.
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Which were among the most original
seen lri New York this winter. Bizarre
they often wero In color, but never
harshly Inharmonious and always origi-

nal and taking in design. The color
scheme was at tlmos barbaric, but It
waa at least unusual nnd the hand of
an artist waB everywhere visible. Then
the second act, which allowed a ball
room composed of druperlos oX various
tones of purple embroidered In color and
contrasted with hangings of yellow nnd
orange, was the most striking of the
young season. Mr. Pogany covered him-

self with glory.

BARS ALL POLITICS

Delegates nt Minneapolis l'ass

Stand.

spcM Vtipatch to Tub Sin.
MiNNEAfoMS, Minn., Nov. 11 --Tho

American Legion at tho opening session
of its first, national convention to-d-

passed a resolution that It la hoped will

forever bar civil' politics from distract
ing Its affairs. Tho resolution follows ;

While requlrWg that each of Ha

members shall perform his full duty
as a citizen, according to his own
consclenco and understanding, this
organization shall bo absolutely

and shall not bo used for
tho dissemination of partisan, prin-

ciples or for Uie promotion of tho
candidacy of any person seeking pub-
lic office or preferment, and no can-

didate for or Incumbent of a salaried
elective public office shall hold any
oftlco In the American Legion or In
any branch or part thereof.

On a roll call tho reeolutlon had a
majority of about 100 of tho CS4 votes.
It dods not debar tho legion from seek-

ing to lnlluonco legislation that comes

obviously within Its sphere. Tho com-

mittee on legislation to-d- recom-
mended that the national commander ap-

point a committee on legislation to rep-

resent the legion at Washington. The
committee recommended that treatment
of disabled soldiers shall bo considered- -

by the legislative cdmmltteo without
delay.

A resolution was passed Indorsing a
programme of universal military train-
ing, with a small standing army and no
compulsory military service In time of
peace. Tho resolution recommended that
tho citizen army bo placed under local
control and administration, subject to
national regulations.

By a unanimous vote a resolution wns
adopted demanding that tho proper Fed-
eral authorities begin a proceeding to
'Vancel tho naturalization as a citizen of
Victor Berger of Milwaukee, Congress-
man who was convicted of violating .no
espionage law. and subsequently to de-

port him. This resolution was sub-
mitted by Jack Sullivan of Seattle,
chairman of the propa
ganda committee. The Wisconsin dele
gation was active In voicing Bupport of
tho resolution.

A companion resolution demands that
the Houso of Representatives expo! Rep-

resentative Edward Volgt of Sheboygan,
who supported Berger In the House, If
after Investigation. It is found that he
has been disloyal.

Indianapolis was chosen as tho per-

manent national headquarters. On tho
first ballot Washington. Indianapolis,
Minneapolis, Kansas City and Detroit
stood in the order named. H was then
moved to restrict tho choice to the llrst
two. All of tho Michigan delegates save
one nnd all the Minnesota delegates
swurri to Indianapolis.

Cleveland was chosen as tho 1920 con-
vention city as against San Francisco.

Certificates engraved by the French
Government for tho families of every
American soldier who was killed In
Fr nc? wen1 presented to the convention
It was requested that they be presented
to thoso who wero entitled to them with
appropriate exercises on Washington's
Birthday. February 22, 1S20. The com-

mission. was accepted by tho convention
for the T,egIon.

A proposed amendment to tho con-

stitution caused i ivnrni debate. The
proposal was to open the membership to
oldlers In the American or allied armies
who acquire citizenship by naturalizat-
ion. It was defeated. t

A message of sympatic with the hope
for his speedy recovery was sent
to President Wilson.

Economy in expenditure will prove an important
factor in the reduction of the cost ofliving.
