Bern, Nov! 13. The National Council
to-d- continued Its discussion of the
question of the entry of Switzerland
into the Leaguo of Nations. Tho Catho,
lio Conservative member,- Strong, eald
that his party was divided. He per-
sonally was opposed to Switzerland'
entry,' believing it would compromise
Swlss 'noutrallty. The adhesion of tho
United States before hand, howover,
would Increase tho Swiss people's con
fldence.

The Radical Democrat, Louis Ferrer,
a former President, supported tho entry
on tho ground of International solidarity.
It was impossible; he said, to Isolate
Switzerland in the economic domain. Dr.
Felix Calondor. President in 1917, pre
sented long arguments in favor of
Switzerland's entry. Ho declared that
as another world war would ruin Eu
rope, any attempt to replace tho regime
of balance of power by international
legislation must be received most sym-
pathetically.

"Our adhesion," he added, "docs not
imply approbation of tho conditions lm
posed on the conquered."

Tha Socialist opposition, Dr. Calondor
said, was due to their preference which
the Swiss peoplo did not share for
world revolution, rather than a society of
nations. Ho was convinced tho day was
coming when tho central Powers would
be admitted to this society, "our neu-
trality," he said, "rests on guarantees.
The Federal Council has obtained assur
ances from the contracting parties, which
will tako our special position and con
dltlons into account"
