Mr Ilvnn'a latter to Mr. Frear Is an

answer to various charges made by the
eomlttee concerning the handling of
pruce production lor airplanes, nnu

tho building of a logging rail- -
line lone In thfi State

of Washington at u cost of about $4,000,- -

OflO. These accusations wero bci iori w
a telegram signed by tho chairman of
the committee and Representative W. W.
JJagee of New York and addressed to
Secretary Baiter.

"The telegram contalna such an Inter-
mingling of alleged facta, hearsay mis-

statements, Insinuations and prophecy
that It Is somewhat difllcult to make spe-

cific answer to Its contents," Mr. Ryan
says. "An examination of the message
discloses that It Is more by way of In-

nuendo and euch insinuation than by
direct charges that reflections of the
gravest character. Involving my personal
integrity and official acts, arc made.
No fair minded pereon, without Informa-
tion other than that conveyed by the
message, could read It and come to any
other conclusion than Uiat It was In-

tended as an Indictment of my personal
and official Integrity, notwithstanding
the statement of Mr. Mageo, made dur-

ing the course of the hearing In New
Tork, to the effect that no euch purpose
WM lntondcd."

Charges 'Absolutely False.'
Mr. Ryan then takes up the text of the

loner tolegram in detail, quoting a para-
graph or sentence and then making com-

ment upon It. Some of the comment Is
vigorous, such as "wholly and unquali-
fiedly false," "wholly false, Incomplete,
absolutely false, no foundation." In
each case, howevor, Mr. Ryan explains
In detail tho true state of affairs.

Concerning the expenditure of $4,000,-00- 0

for the railroad thlrty-sl- x miles long,
Mr. Ryan points out that not only docs
this Bum cover the cost of the thlrty-sl- x

mile; but also expenditures made In con-

nection with terminal facilities, yards,
sldttracks and appurtenances of overy
kind except rolling stock.

Much- - space In the letter Is devoted
by Mr. Ryan to tho intimation of the
committee that his connection with the
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Rail-

road, of which he was a director, may-hav-
e

had something to do with the build-

ing of tho spur railroad which connected
With their tracks.

Mr. Ryan quotes tho following para-
graph from the telegram:

"Tho railroad contract dated May 18

was handed to John D. Ryan, Director of
Aircraft, who approved tho $25,000,000
apruce contract dated May II, for which
the railroad ostensibly was to be built.

iHe refused to sign the railroad contract, ,

I giving as a reason ins connection witn
the Wllwaukee road. Mr. Ryan was a
member of the executive committee of
the Milwaukee Railroad, and tho Se-

cretary of War excused h'm from sign-

ing his approval, which formality was
'performed by Mr. Stettlnlus at the Sec--

Concerning this statement ho says : j

"This Is tho statement to which I nau
particular reference when I character-lie- d

at the hearing tho action of the
signers in sending the mKsage and
causing its publication throughout the
country as scandalous, outrageous and
n gross nbuso of their Congressional
privilege. It Is true that I was a di-

rector and a member of the executive
commltteo of the Chicago, Milwaukee
nnd St. Paul Railroad. It Is true that
X" did not sign the railway contract. It
Is true that Mr. Stettlnlus did sign the
contract.

Impression 3Iallclons.
"Aside from these naked facts tho Im-

pression Intentionally conveyed by the
language used In tho message Is malici
ously fa se and constitutes a gravo ac
cusation Involving my personal Integrity
and official conduct Tho language em-
ployed In this connection Is susceptible
of no other construction than that I,
being an official of the Milwaukee rail
road, which it la auegea was interested
In the transaction was In fact respon
sible for tho railway contract, and, In
order to evade direct responsibility,
covertly Induced the Secretary of War
to Becure the formality of Mr. Stettlnlus'a
signature to tho contract.

"Neither my attack on the commit'
tee nor tho committee's attack upon me
Is as Important as a disclosure of the
facts and circumstances In connection
with the matter. I was and had been
a director and a member of the execu-

tive committee of the Milwaukee rail
road years before tho war began. That
fact had no connection with my appoint-
ment to official position, but Immediately
when Col. Dtsqua brought to my atten-
tion the fact that that railroad company
might bo directly or Indirectly Inter-
ested In a contract which might be nego-

tiated by tho United States. Government,
that moment I decided that I could and
would under no circumstances havo any
official participation In any matter di-

rectly or Indirectly Involved In the nego-

tiation or execution of the contract
"I did the only thing that It was pos-

sible for a man to do under the cir-
cumstances, to wit: Went Immediately
to my superior officer, the Secretary of
"War, Informed him of my corporate con-

traction and of the entlro situation and
requested to be relieved from an? re-

sponsibility In connection with the mat-
ter."

"The utter recklessness' with which
the telegram" was sent to Secretary
Baiter is, In Mr. Ryan's opinion, shown
by the concluding paragraph, which
states that ''further Investigation may
disclose conditions upon which a recov-
ery can be had against John D. Ryan
and others who are responsible for this
wasteful expenditure of public funds."

Mr. Ryan's comment Is that this Is
probably the flrst time In history that
tho majority of a committee vested with
judicial authority has endeavored to
""bolster up In public- opinion the Im-
pression that there had been a grave
dereliction of duty by Indulging in
prophecy,"

BIG SUM FOR PLANES

Bill Provides for Purchase of
490 Army Machines.

of 490 new airplanes and 600 motors forthe army air service c.t a cost of
Is provided a bill Represent,

tiro La, Ouarrtla (., y ), President-elec- t

'ef tho New York Board of Aldermen, In
troduced In the House Tho bill
Is for the same amount that has been
cut out of two recent appropriations us
a result of which all army aviation work
is practically at a standstill.

i Mr. La Quardla claims that the reason
tho appropriation has failed In the past
Is that It has not been Itemized, and he
proposes that the sum be spent as fol
lows: Two hundred bombing planes,. 60
observation planes, 100 pursuit planes,
140 training planes and GOO Hlspano- -
Sulia motors, 300 horse-powe- r.

"As every ono knows, I have been
fighting appropriations for the air ser-
vice because every request that has come
from tho War Department to date has
been for lump sum appropriations," nop-

rcsentatlve La Guardla.sald. ''The House
Is In no temper to make any lump sum
appropriation for aviation equipment,
having still In mind the unhappy expert
ence of the $640,000,000 appropriation
and subsequent lump sum appropriations,
It was for this reason that tho Item of
$15,000,000 In a doflctt bill was rejected.
My bill will show exactly how many
planes are to be purchased and also
specifies the typo of plane, so ,that there
can be no possibility of using these
funds for other purposes or for buying
swamp lands or giving It to favorite con-
tractors for further Junk."

"I am Bure that the House will pass
the bill with tho appropriations so lim-
ited. We have now the personnel, and
this equipment Is absolutely nocossary.
We could havo had the appropriation In
the army appropriation bill If the air
sen-Ic- e would have Itemized what It
needed tho same as the navy."

RESERVE BOARD NOT
TO ACT ON N.Y. RATES

Gov. Strong la at Capital for
Prince of Wales Dinner.

Washington, Nov. IS. Tho Federal

Retcivo Board contemplates no further
notion In regard to rediscount rates or
the money situation In New Tork. The
board, It can bo said on good authority,
Is satisfied with conditions and feals
that a real danger in the shortening of
the reserves of the New Tork Bank has
btcn passed.

Benjamin Strong, Jr., governor of the
Federal Reserve Bank of New Tork, was
In Washington but It can be
positively stated that his mission had
nothing to do with the financial situation
In New Tork. Ho came purely on a so
cial errand to attend a reception to the
Prince of Wales to-d- and a dinner to-

night He had no formal conference
with the Federal Reserve Board or Its
members though ho outlined conditions
for their Information at an Informal
meeting.

The governors of all the Federal Re
set vo banks will meet In Washington
ne. week, and events which led to the
slump In the New Tork stock market
coincident with the advance In money
rates will be discussed but no action Is
anticipated.

It Is known the Reserve Board viewed
with concern tho constant Increase In
speculative activity and Issued many
warnings against It before changes In
red.scount rates were made.

Hotel Men Cheer Hiukcll.
A thousand members of tho New

Tork State Hotel Men's Association
cheered the words of Reuben L. Haskell
of Brooklyn at a dinner In tho Hotel
Commodore last night as the Judge.elect
stood up and explained that he would
fight with his constituency against na-
tional prohibition. The members were
told In some detail of Mr. Haskell's cam
paign and found comfort In tho notion
that Brooklyn nt least was with them
In leaning against the dry ban. Other
speakers wcra the Rev. Charles A.
Eaton, Murray Hulbert. Dock Commis-
sioner, and the Rev. H. A. Mooncy of
Buffalo. Edward M. Tterney of the Ho-
tel Ansonla presided.

And It was Just that stuff that tho

members of tho State Chamber of Com-

merce shot at when, wlth tho guests,
they sat down last night to the 151st
banquet of tho famous old association.

Evory speaker Nicholas Murray But
ler, Dr. Charles Alexander Richmond
and Sherman Rogers, among them vi
brated to the Bolshevist peril of the
times; denounced tho foreign born agl
tator whoso cunning misleads American
labor, recommended measures of sympa
thy, Justice and kindliness for the correc-
tion of real Industrial wrongs, and, In
stancing the vast and solid body of
American citizens whoso hearts are In
tho principles of Lincoln and Roosevelt
preached a sort of triumphant optimism
for the country' futuro that made tho
grand ballroom of the Waldorf-Astorl-

resound with fine cheering.
Oniy tho Governor of tho State was

absent from this patriotic symposium,
but everybody knew what Gov. Al would
havo said had not the serious Illness of
his mother forced him to broak his
engagement with the Chamber that lie
might hasten to her Brooklyn homo to
sit by her bedside. Alfred 13. Marling
hit that key as did Dr. Butler of Colum-
bia, subsequently, when he said:

"In view of the recent stnnd he took,
showing considerable strength and cour-
age and backbone to stand up against
what some of us feel Is a sinister in-

fluence in this country, I think It would
be a good thing If we nroso to drink
to the health and prosperity of Gov.
Smith,"

Tosat Dmnlc In Water.
Up sprang the banqueters, and though

thoy lifted beakers of lco water, the
spirit was tho same as If they had been
quaffing the sunshine that Is stored In
tho cellars of Rholms. Many men of
note Joined In this toast and responded
most heartily later on to the save Amer-
ica addresses by Dr. Butler, Dr. Rich-
mond, president of Union College, nnd
Mr. Rogers. At tho guest tables, with
Mr. Marling, were Lieut-Ge- Robert L.
Dullard, Commander of tho Eastern De-

partment of the Army; Bishop Charles
S. Burch, Sir A. Herbert Dixon, Senator
William M. Caldcr, A. Barton Hepburn,
Rear Admiral Robert E; Peary and E.
H. Outerbrld-je-, and upon the main floor
wero hundreds of merchants hankers
and professional men who lead tho
prosperity of New Tork.

Mr. Marllng's preliminary address,
giving the patriotic lteynoto of the din-
ner and conveying something of the
facts of the solidity of the chamber, led
to Dr. Butler's long speech aimed
against (triarchy. The President of Co-

lumbia said at the outset that ho par-
ticularly regretted tho .absence of Gov.
Smith.

"I regret It," he said, "for two rea-
sons, flrst for tho cause which has de-

tained him and, second, because I had
anticipated the pleasure of telling him
to his face what sort of public servlcf

he accomplished In saying the things he
recently said.

"The aspect of the present day ques-

tion which I wish to present Is this;
Shall wo have the patience, the courage,
the deep human feeling and sympathy
and tho constructive statesmanship to
meet and solvo tho new problems which
our life prcsentB without destroying or
overturning tho foundations of our Gov-

ernment?"

Square Deal for Labor.
Dr. Butler answered his own question

In tho affirmative. He pictured the
Frankenstein of labor created by the In

dustrial and Eoclal conditions of tho past
century, but ho thought It was a being
wh ch. wero kindliness and fair dealing
and llrmness, too, employed, could bo
mraa to labor for and not against the
wolfaro of the whole people. Ho ap-
pealed to the great array of business
men present to recognize a now fact In
tho life of the nation, that men who
labor with tholr hands hereafter muiit
be treated not as cogs In a machine but
as human beings worthy of tho beBt op-

portunity can give.
Dr. Richmond, speaking In the samo

vein, but with even moro emphasis, said
In part:

"Wo are confronted at this moment
by the monstrous proposition that a few
hundred thousand syndi-
calists, I. W. W., whatever they may
call themselves, represented by leaders
who Impudently claim to speak for tho
workers of the country, but who do not
ehall dominate this nntlon of one hun
dred millions, paralyze our Industries,
bring suffering, ruin and even death j

upon tho Innocent, threaten the Govern-men- t,

terrorize peaceful communities, In
short, to bring about a kind of revolu-
tion which would destroy all this great
structure of our national life which has
cost us so many years of painful strug
gle and so great a sacrifice or niooo
and treasure. The programme has been
condensed Into two lines:

"The proposition of radicalism in this
country Is simply this: Thnt the Idle,
tho Incompetent the vlolont the men
who proved themselves Inefficient Inj
managing their own affairs, tne men
who are not ablo to control their own
passions or subordinate their low desires
to tho rule of hlch principles; that these
men ehall be permitted to manage our
public affairs and to control the life and
fortunes of all tho rest That you my
call an Insane proposition. It Is Insane,
but, stripped of all Its tawdry disguises,
this la what Is In the mind of some of
tho loaders whoso Influence
over the masaes of Ignorance Is as great
as It Is evil. Rather than llvo In such
a country any man would
prefer to talto his chance In the next
world, however slim they might be, for
no hell he might have to llvo In could
possibly be worae."

Calls Closed Shop
Sherman Rogers denounced tho closed

shop Idea as absolutely
and asked the business men to renew
their faith In the American iaborlng
man as "the biggest squarest two
fisted worker In the world." The point
was, Mr. Rogers said, to get the truth
into his head and that was a hard Job
becauso so many malicious llarB were
at work on htm. He appealed to the
business men to drop apathy and get
really Interested In tho welfare of their
employees, and he promised that labor
would rcclprocato If that was done.

"When tho railroad brotherhood off-
icials went to Washington on the eve of
war." said Mr. Rogers, "and theoretically
pointed a pistol at the head of the Presi-
dent by threatening to call a paralysa-tlo- n

btrlke If their demands wero not
granted Immediately, tho President's re-

ply should havo been: 'Go ahead and
strike.' And If Theodore Roosevelt had
been President at that time that would
havo been tho answer.

"I assure you that had the Adminis-
tration met tho railroaders In a courage-
ous, decisive manner nine-tent- of the
present labor troubles never would have
existed. Tho action of the Administra-
tion gave courage to the leaders of every
-- ndlcal organization In the country."

OUT 'RED' FIREMEN

"VVholcsalo Transfers Aro First
Stop to End "Station

House Soviets."

COMMISSIONER AROUSED

Declares llo Will Rcorgtmizo

Entire Department to End
Insubordination.

Wholesale dismissals nnd tho sup

planting with former servlco men of
every member of Jersey Clty'o uniformed
flro department If necessary aro threat-

ened by Commissioner Charles F". X.

O'Brien, Director of I'ubllo Safety, in

his campaign to eradicate tho spirit of
Bolshevism from public eervlco organiza-
tions under his jurisdiction.

Merely as a preliminary to what Is

about to follow, Commissioner O'Brien
said, ho ordered yesterday tho transfer
of two captains and sixty-seve- n of the
rank and file of tho department as tho
first step toward breaking up the "sta-
tion house soviet," whoio agitators
havo so undermined the moralo of tho
firemen that thoso In authority, It was
said, wero openly, ridiculed and ordera
from superiors were deliberately diso-
beyed, even In times of emergnecy.

Slnco forming a union two months ago,
the men took the attitude that they were
In control. They defied their olllcors to
make complaints against them, and In at
least ono Instance Commissioner O'Brien
found on Investigation, an oillcer sided
openly with thoso In his station. It Id to
this union, which la said to havo atllll-atc- d

with tho American Federation of
Labor, and conditions which havo been
an outgrowth of Its organization, that
tho Tubllc Safety Director Is determined
to put an end.

Many ChmiKci Planned.
Capt Richard Green of Engine Com-

pany 19 and Capt. John Segalo of Engine
Company 2 were the first officers af-

fected. They will change stations. Oth-
ers scheduled for charges In orders
which will be Issued Include
Capts. Frank Ertle, Cornelius O'Keofe,
Rudolph Braun, John J. Hyan, George
Murdock and William Deacon. These
aro all old members of tho department,
who are accused of taking passive rather
than active parts In the events leading
up to tho general upheaval.

Neglect to use disciplinary measures
to quell In ltd Inception tho general
spirit of rebellion which has developed
In the "best paid fire department iu the
world" during tho past two months li
the causo for complaint on tho part of
Commissioner O'Brien against tho major-
ity of the officers, but In tho caso of
Capt. Green ho was moro outspoken. Ho
said this officer appeared to havo taken
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a stand In support of tho gonera! diso
bedience of orders and carelessness oi
his mmi. nnd that In this case the trans
for was to bo looked upon as a demotion
and a publla expression of tne commis-
sioner's 'disapproval.

The general shakeurj came with an un-

expectedness which took Jorsey City by
surprise. It was not oven contemplated
by Commtsloner O'Brien himself when
he took up the routine business of de
partment trials In his City Hall offleo
Wednesday. Benjamin Wlckhm of
Hook and Ladder Company 9 pleaded
guilty to misappropriating 5884 of tho
funds of tho Firemen's Mutual Benefit
Association, an organization which was
tho forerunner of the present union. Evi-

dence concerning tho formation of a
union during the absence of Chief Roger
Boylo was forthcoming.

Then came tho trial of Fredorlck See-be-

of Englno Company 9, who was
charged with tho loss of a fire nozzle,
general carelessness and neglect of duty.
The trials of Ernest Engelstadlcr of
Hook nnd Ladder Company 6, charged
with Insubordination, sleeping on duty
xnd swearing at a superior officer:

V. Illiuni Connollon of Hook and Ladder
Company 1, charged with neglect of
duty, and others followed in o.ulck suc-
cession.

II Ik Shnkenp Likely.
Evidence tending to show lack of dis

cipline was brought out and the cr

acted Immediately when officers
commanding station houses confessed to
their Inability to control tho men under
them. Orders followed In rapid suc
cession. Few of tho 340 men In tho de-

partment will not bo affected before the
mfittet Is disposed of, and In addition to
a number of dismissals numerous volun-
tary resignations aro expected from men
who do not care to take tholr chances on
puMlc hearings of tho charges against
thctn. Commissioner O'Brien said yes-
terday:

'There Is evidence that the entire de- -
trr.rtmcnt has been swayed by a little
cotcrle of men and overy one of these
must go. I require that all men In the
department must be firemen first. They
can be lawyers, agitators and politicians
after that If they wish, but there Is no
place In this department for 'fire station
statesmen,' and I don't want their politi-
cal friendship. They will recelvo no
prelection here."

There was a trace of tho disappoint-
ment he appeared to feel In "his fire de-

pigment" when the Commissioner told
of his efforts on behalf of tho men. Ho
said :

"They have the two platoon system,
tho first .department In America to y

this. They recelvo full pay for days
off and In times of Illness, and the scale
of wages la higher than In New York.
First year men receive l,tv0 a year.
econd year men $1,500 and fourth year

men 11,600. At the next Legislature I
Intend to Introduce n bill providing a
pension fund and half pay for life or
until otherwise provided for for widows
and children of firemen. I took great
pildo In the department and Its ef-

ficiency and I will contlnuo to maintain
that standard of efficiency If I have to
reorganize It from top to bottom. Con-
ditions which exlbted In Boston will not
be permitted to exist here, nor will there
bo meetings of the men to decide whether
or not thy shall turn out to fight a
fire."

Expenses and Sought to

Save 3Ioncy for City.

The oxtraordlnary Grand Jury, which
has diverted Its probo of the Interbor- -

ough Btrlko Into a froo lanco Investiga-

tion of tho doings of various publla oft!

clals, became deeply Interested yestcr
day In an automobile trip which David
Hlrshfield, Commissioner of Accounts,

made to tho Catskllls during tho last
summer.

Mr, Hlrshfield took with him on this
trip, according to his own statement, two
of his nieces, and the obvious object of
tho Grand Jury In taking up the matter
of this excursion yesterday was to ascer-
tain Just how much of tho bill waa paid
by Mr. Hlrshfield.

It was for tho purpose of being en-

lightened upon this point that the Grand
Jury sought information yesterday from
Mr. Hlrshfleld's chief clerk whllo the
Commissioner of Accounts rested com-

fortably for more than an hour In un
anteroom. It waa also with this end In
view that the Grand Jury aubpoenaed a
statement of the Catskill trip, a list of
hotels where the party stopped and the
vouchers for the money expended upon
tho Journey.

Just what Mr. Hirshfleld said to the
Grand Jury Is one of those official se-

crets which outsiders dare not Inquire
Into, but what he said to reporters about
his trip after leaving tho Grand Jury
loom throw much light upon that Cats-ki- ll

pilgrimage nnd revealed that Mr
Hlrshfield was Innocently sleuthing for
apples which ho thought should go to
ho city Institutions Instead of Into the

stomachs of little boys In tho Cats- -

kills ; also that ho paid the expenses of
his nieces himself.

Since I came to this office, he ex
plained, "I have been advised that there
were many buildings along the Ashokan
watershed nnd reservoir occupied by va-
rious peoplo and that the city did not
recelvo any Income from the same.

"I was also told that thero were
apples enough throughout that reserva-
tion, If they wero picked, to supply nil

Mr. Hirshfleld 6tated that tho wot.iSr
of these two girls, Mrs. Mary Grand of
326 West Fifty-fir- st street, hail received
two Grand Jury subpoonais for their ap.
pcarance.

In addition to trying to rtolvo tho my,
tcry of the Commissioner's npplo hunt
the Grand Jury displayed fomo concern
regarding wire tap activities of the po-

lice; the demotion of "Honest Dan'T'oj.
tlgan and proceedings iignln&t a certain
hotel, which was raided as a rtlsor.
derly house. Commissioner HlriohfleU
wus naked to bring with him before
the body tho report on this hotel.
