BLOSS STABS lTOIt VICTORS

Scores Two Touchdowns, tho

First After an End Run

of 55 Yards.

Tha undefeated Stevens Institute team
w TTnhnhKn vesterdav added the metro
politan football championship to Its
other honors. The Jersey Engineers met
the New York University eleven on Ohio
Field and 'the Violet did quite a great
deal of shrinking before the fourth pe-

riod was over. Stevens won with yards
to spare, Its margin being 2 to 3. Tho
largest crowd that has attended a game
en Ohio Field for years was out for tho
fray.

The only balm that N. T. U. could ex-

tract from the situation was that It wns
the first to draw blood. The 3 Violet
points came after the game was only
five minutes old. It was only the second
time that Stevens his been scored
.gainst this season. Early in the season

Rhode Island hung up 2 points on tho
Hoboken boys on a safety, but no team
hu pushed the ball over the Stevens
goat line this year.

New York proved no match for Ste-

vens and only the great defensive play
of Centre Archie Brln prevented Stevens
from winning by a greater margin. De-

spite the fact that Archibald was a
crtttr battered up boy at the finish and
enoe required Red Cross aid he fought
to the end. Time alter time ne smasnea
through the Stevens line and smeared
plays, but the rest of the Violet team
had little success In stopping the rushes
of the hefty Hoboken backs.

Stevens la Great.
Stevens has a regular team, no ques-

tion about that. A quartet of backs
such as Bloss, Deghuee, Ooodale and
Ford would make trouble for any oppo-
nents. Bloss especially was brilliant
He scored two of the three Stevens
touchdowns, the first after a sensational
run of fifty-liv- e yards. Ho did some
wonderful dodging on a broken field, Hiid
It was uncanny how he could find open-
ings. His running back of punts was
one of the features of the gome.

Ford, the big fullback of the Engi-
neers, preferred bucking the lino and he
tore through It for big gains. In the
latter part of the fourth quarter the Vlo-l-et

players were pretty well used up and
Stevens tore off one first down after an-
other.

The ball was almost constantly In
New York's territory.

New York availed itself of Its only
real chance to score In the first period,
when Captain Howard Cann kicked a
beautiful field goal from the Stevens 47
yard line. Ooodale tied the score for
Ftevens shortly after when he kicked
a geal from the 40 yard line. Both were
pretty drop kicks.

However, where Goodale started off
with a goal kicking averago of 1,000
his percentage kept melting until little
of It was left. After his ono successful
feld goal Ooodale missed six others.
Three of them were blocked by alert
N. Y, U. forwards.

That seemed one perceptible weakness
of Stevens, Its Inability to protect the
man who was kicking. In addition to
blocking three attompts at field goal, N.
Y. U. also blocked three Stevens punts.
Usually it was Brln who "broke through
and did the work. While Ooodale sue.
ceeded In kicking only one field goal out
cf seven attempts he kicked all three
goals from touchdown.

N. Y. U. made only two first downs
from scrimmage during the afternoon,
the second being made on a forward
pass In the last minute of play. This
tt&s tho only successful forward pass
that New York put over during mo
game, though many were tried. Ste-

vens's forward passing did not net
much either, but a pass did aid materi-
ally In tho last Stevens touchdown.
The Scarlet made thirteen first downs
from tcrimmage, six of them coming In
the fourth quarter.

Cann, who with Brln starred for the
University Heights team, electrified his
followers when he carried Carlson's
kickoff from his own 10 yard line to
Stevens's 35 yard, a spring of fifty-fiv- e

nrd. It was the biggest thrill that
the New York University rooters had all
afternoon. After Cann and Tyne gained
eight yards In two rushes N.Y. U. lost
the ball on an unsuccessful forward pass.
Ford made a poor punt, the ball going
out of bounds In mldfleld. After several
short gains and a grounded forward pas3
Cann dropped back, to the 47 yard lino
and drop kicked a beautiful goal.

Stevens Ties Score.
8tevens soon tied the score. The En-

gineers were aided by two offside pen-
alties and Ford's line plunging. The
Violet stiffened on Its 30 yard line and
Goodale dropped back to his 40 yard line,
from which he also drop kicked the pig-
skin squarely between the uprights.

Stevens scored a sensational touch-
down late In the second quarter after
Ooodale had missed three tries for field
goals. Nothing could have shown the
uncertainty of footbaU better than this
unexpected tally. In exactly two plays
Stevens advanced the ball from Us own
5 yard line to a snug spot behind N. Y.
U.'a goal.

Cann punted to Stevens's G yard line
and Ford promptly returned the punt.
It was muffed by Ollloon on 'Stevens's 48
yard line, where Deghuee fell on It for
the Jerseymcn. On tho next play Bloss
skirted right end for flfty-flv- e yards nnd
cored a touchdown. His dodging of

Violet tacklers once he got clear was a
work of art Goodale kicked the goal.

Stevens made three first downs, the ball

Lehigh,
In defeating Muhlenberg: S3 to 7,
did not find tho Allentontans easy op-
ponents. Every Inch of the way was
found hard by Lehigh, and as the game
progressed tho visitors seemed to grow
stronger and presented a defence that
held the Brown and White to one touch-
down In the third period and none In tho
fourth.

Lehigh had four chances to score in
the fourth period. Once Herrlngton
travelled over the goal line only to havo
the ball called back on a penalty. Then
n'gain a forward pass grounded over the
goal line and another time Lehigh nas
held for downs. Just as the game was
ending Lehigh pulled off a corking for-
ward 'pass and was In a fair way tot
score when the whistle blew.

Three of Lehigh's touchdowns came in
the first period, nnd so rapidly that
Muhlenberg seamed dazed. They were
due to fast work of Herrlngton, Rote
nnd WysockL

Muhlenberg scored through a fluke.
In the third period after Lehigh had
started a procession down the field Pons
made a bed pass over Rote's head.
Crawley was Johnny on the spot for
Muhlenberg and grabbing up the ball
was down the field like a flash. He had
a clear field and a good lead, but speedy
Carlson started after him like a flash.
Carlson caught up to Crawley on the 10
yard line. On the first play Smyths,
found Lehigh's left end to his liking
and around It he went for a score.

Dawson's Men Show Need of

Training: in tjio Funda-

Wesleyan defeated Columbia rather
handily In the annual clash at South
Field yesterday afternoon, winning by
tho score of 28 to 13. The Mlddletown
elovon scored four touchdowns and made
all four goals from field, while the best
that Columbia could do In the scoring
lino was two touchdowns and one kicked
goal.

To Capt. Harman of the Red and
Black eleven went all the credit for his
team's victory. Tho fleet nnd powerful
halfback was a veritable .tornado as he
swept down tho field for gain after gain.
He scored all four of Wesleyan'a touch-
downs, ono In each of the first and third
Dorlods and two' In the last quarter.
Harman never failed to gain when called
upon to carry tho ball.

It was not until after tho tnira quar-
ter began that tho Red and Black cap
tain really began to show to advantage,
but that was because he had few chances
to carry the ball during tho first two
nerlods. Ho gave an Inkling of what he
could do In the opening quarter, how-ove- r,

when he ran forty yards for a
touchdown, going through tho entire
Blue and White back field after skirting
tho Columbia left end. Twice later In
tho game, Harman tore loose for runs of
more than twenty yards, and ho was al-

ways good for four or five yards, malt-

ing first down after first down tor his
team. Ho used a straight arm that
soemed to paralyze Columbia tacklers
and he frequently dragged three or four
tacklers for several yards before being
dragged to the ground.

Wesleyan Not Strong.
Aside from Capt. Herman's wonderful

lino bucking ability and spectacular runs
tho Wesleyan eloven did not loom up as
a strong machine. The backs fallod to
make nny big gains until after the

collapse In the third quarter,
when J. Peck, Webb and Meyer alter-
nated to give Harman a breathing spell.
Boote kicked all four goals, but ho twice
failed at attempts for field goals, and a
blocked punt when ho was slow to get
the ball off the ground resulted In a
Columbia touchdown. He had tha better
of Shaw In punting, however.

The score In a measure does not do
Columbia Justice, for the Bluo and White
played the best football the eleven has
shown In a month. During the entlro
first half nnd for tho first five minutes
of the third quarter the Blue anu wnue
clearly outfought and outplayed Wes-

leyan. For the first time this season
Columbia uncovered a powerful attack
despite the absence of QUarterDacK .a-d- le

Qulgley and former Capt. Canapary.
Within five minutes after tho opening

The Blue and Whlto continued to show
strength throughout the quarter and all
through the next period, keeping tho ball
In Its own possession most of the time
and well Into enemy territory.

Both teams
resorted almost entirely to straight,

at which both proved success-
ful than In the forward passing game.
Columbia completed three passes out of
ten attempts, malting one first down by
the aerial .route, while wesleyan com
pleted but two pacses out of seven at-
tempts. No forward pass figured In tho
scoring.

Columbia's weakness, which did not
become apparent until tho second half,
when Wesleyan held the ball most of the
time, appeared to bo elementary. The
Blue and White could not seem to tackle.
The secondary defence men In particular,
although showing good football In sens
ing plays, failed to stop the wesleyan
backs, particularly Harman, after set-
ting themselves for a tacklo.

NAVY TEAM, 121 TOO

Midshipmen Scoro at Will
Against Much lighter

Spsctal Dispatch to Tna Set. 'Annapolis, JId.. Nov. 15. Colby's
light team, poorly supplied with substi-
tutes, was hopelessly outclassed by the
midshipmen here this nfternoon, the
score being 121 to 0. Tho greater por-
tion, 88 points, of this great score wns
mado In the first half, 39 In the first
quarter and 49 in tho second, Colby
making a better stand In the second
half. "

In tho first half tho visitors made al-

most every possible mlsplay calculated
to help the midshipmen pile up a record
score. StcarnsV punted poorly early In
the game, but Jater did soma very good
work In this line.

Little line could be secured on the play
of the Naval Academy on account of the
weak opposition. The Navy started the
game with as strong a team as could be
picked for the day, Including Capt
Ewen at right end, the Navy leader hav-
ing been out of tho gamo for three
weeka He stood the grind y with-
out difficulty.

WUke, the 201 pound wrestler, was
tried both at guard and tacklo and did
such good work that ho Is likely to be
found In the lineup when the team starts
against the Army. Every position was
changed one or more times during the
game, but most of the regulars were
kept in until near the end of tho game.

The back Held showed a great deal of
speed and accuracy In several kinds of
formations and forward passes. With
the latter the Navy team gained more
than In any previous game, but the op-

position, of course, was weak, and tho
fact could be taken for no Indication
that the Navy team la forging to the
front It was doubtful If tho team prof-

ited much by game, owing to
the weakness of Colby.

Colby was very poorly supplied with
nnhatltiitivq. nnd tho earns was delavod

no suitable substitute was at nana.
