Finally, the Franco-American treaty
of alltance, which la nlready formally In
tho Senate's hands, has to be consid-
ered. It haw had very little serlovs con-
slderation thus far, because tho fealing
hias bean that It could not be debated in-
telligantly unt!l the German treaty was
cut of the way,

Oma thing however, l» now quite ap-
parent. The Franco-American alliance
will not be ratificd In its present form.
Tt provides that the alllance, by which
the United Btates agrees to support
France agalnst unprovoked attack, shall
continue untll the League of Nations de-
termines that it |s no longer necessary.
That will not bo accepter., It ls alto-
gether (oo Indefinite & commitment. If
the alllance Is ratifled at alk It will be
for a fixed period, perhaps five or ten
yeara.

BOLIVIA RATIFIES

‘La Paz Begins Parleys With
Chile Over Sea Outlet.

La Pas, Bolivia, Nov. 18, —Bolivia has
ratified the peace treaty of Versallles,

on each reservation or proposal affecting
the tgeaty and the net result of the
eloture rule will be that tne long winded
ones will be confined to a slngle hour
In each oratorical effort and each Ben-
ator may speak byt once on any one
proposition,

Fillbustering has Beon succesafully re-
sorted to on many occasions, some of
which have attained fame. It I8 pomsl-
ble to “talk a bill to desth” only when &
especific thne has been fxed for consld-

“I think we can do it
We will try to accomplish this by concll-
intory conferemcez, and If this doos not
work we can tacklo somo other schema™

The Governor has talked with gome
operatora, who are prepared to allow the
Btats to take control of the mines and
pay a tonnage bails for the actual coal
taken out, This would be done through
a recoelvership from the Kansah Supreme
Court,

“The matter now hangs upon the at-
titude of the miners," sald the Gover-
nor, “If they will work for the State
Wo oan come o an agreament as Lo
wages, hours and dayp”
