Cuevenanp, Ohlo, Nov. 32, —Charges
that the conl miners' oMcials’' compliance
with the court order to call off the strike
was not ssued In good falth were made
here to-day by George H. Cushing,
managing director of the American
Wholesale Coal Assoclation, In an ad-

The withdrawal order submitted to
the court by the miners, hs sald, was
not on the ofclal letterhead of the
union containing the officlul seal and
wius not an officin] withdrawal, but "a
trick to decelve our Federal courts.™

Mr. Cushing declared that If the de-
mands of the miners were met an in-
creasas of 125 per cent. in the cost of
coal to the consumer would result. He
read fgures designed to show that a
six hour day and five day week would
wipe out the productive capacity for &
year of 210,000 men.

ASKS LABOR'S VOTE

Cooperative Programme Goes
to Federation.

Cuicaso, Nov. 28—Government cofs
trol of fnance, the rallroads, the meat '
packing industry and active participa-
tion in politlcs were tha principal polnts
in a cooperative programme for farm-
ars and workers as adopted to-duy at the
Anal sesston of the confercnce of repre-
sentatives of farm and labor chlefly

sponsored by the Farmers' Natlonal
Council. A committes was appolnted to
pressnt the programme to tha American
Federation of Labor and rallway bro-l
therhoods at thelr conference (o be held
In Washington December 15,

Resolutions declaring tha confarence
would support “the best man for the
oMce"” regardiess of pariy and non-partl-!
san position In pollitics and calling for a
two year extension of Federal contrul
of the rallroads to provide time for "a
falr and Ameriean plan” of ultimate
solution of the problem, werd adopted.

The legislative programme called for
enactment of the Kenyon-Anderson bill
for Federal regulation of the packing
industry ; legialation *“compelling the
financlal beneficlaries of the war, ns
far as posalble, to pay for the cost of
the war” by high taxation on incomes,
estates and war profits; legislation “‘to
end the concentration and control of the
oredit and fnancinl resources of the
esountry In the hands of a few private
{ntereats and to muke the Anancial and
crodit mystems of America the servants
of the people through cooperative credit
and through retzining In the hands of
the Qovernmant the right and power lo
utilize or direct the country’s financial
resourcas so that credit shall Be avall-
abls to farmers and ail other cltizens on
squal terms and to the people In ae-
cordancs with thelr responsibility and
oharacter.”

Mr. Besler’s Cenclusions.

The conclusions reachad by Mr. Bes-
ler were summarized by him as follows:

The relations between the rallroads
and thelr smployees are per se gencrally
satiafaclory, or can be made so.

A large majority of the rank and file
desire to have the raflroads returned
to thelr owners and former relations re-
stored,

The charge that railroad men are
profiteering s no more deserved than a
psimilar charge against practically every
cther class of labor might be.

To do thelr part toward reducing the
high cost of living the employees in rall-
road service ashould cooperats actively
in thosa efforts and measures which will
increase the volume of tranmportation
produced without further increasing the
cost of  production,

The brotherhoods, under conservativa
leadarship, can be mads the madium for
constructive effort to the mutual advan-
lege of the company and its employses.

The labor provisions of the Esch biil
are impractical and impossible of accom-
plishment.

All class laws should be repealed.

Tha Government ghould keep hands off
and confine Itsalf to its proper function
of governing.

tion, dishonest fnancing, and illegal
practics, they have grown so powerTul
as largely to gontrol law and govern-
ment.”

Oeorge Foster Peabody, banker, was
another supporter of publlc ownership
Mr. Peabody In the discuseion following
the reading of papers pointed out the
danger of a possible panie If the rall-
roads, the finances of some of. which
are In a precarious situation, are thrown
back Into private ownership abruptly.
