HAS STRONG TONE

Light Boccipts, Atlvanco in

Hogs and Situation in Coal

Responsible.

RECOVERS PART OF LOSS

Oats Firm and Rally Noar

Close, While Provisions Aro

Quiet and Ease Off.

Light receipts, higher hogs ami
of tho coal situation caused yes-

terday's strons tono of the corn market
Prices wero up 2 to 3 cents a bushel, but
Bold off In the afternoon on profit taking

by tho longs and cash market's falluro
to follow tho ndvanco of futures. Tho

market regained part of tho losses
through covering. A part of the ad-

vance was due to reinstatement by longs
of lines which they took In on .Saturday
when they feared that some depressing
news might come from Washington over
tho week end. Receipts aro small, and
no Improvement Is expected In view of
tho serious coal situation in tho West
Some railroads are said to bo going
through a hand to mouth existence so
far as coal is concerned. Curtailment
of service, which would In turn result In
decrease of shipment of corn and other
igralns, Is 'likely. Industries may bo
forced to close down, thus talcing tho
leading source of demand out of tho cash
market Farmers are declared In some
places to bo showing an unwillingness to
market corn at present prices and will
wait for 11.50.

Tho car shortage continues and Is one
of tho leading factors in bulling corn.
Advices from Iowa declare that there Is
not an empty box car In that State.
Reports from other sections tell of great
car scarcity. Trading is confined to
professionals, outside Interests being
rather small and preferring to await de-

velopments. Supplies are large, and as a
result of tho break in Argentine freight
rates there Is no present prospect ol
heavy foreign buying. Tho visible supply
this week also showed a small Increase.
Sentiment Is rather mixed owing to un-

settled conditions in tho outside world.' No
new feature appeared in Argentina.
Prices there remain heavy despite pur-

chases by foreign Interests.
Oats wero firm, casing off In tho

afternoon under profit taking, but re-

gained their losses at the close. There
wero reports of 200,000 bushels being
worked for export, the report saying that
they wero for Antwerp. The casji mar-
kets wero dull and Arm. Deliveries on
December contracts were about 75,000
bushels. Although the coal strike will
restrict tho movement from the country,
lt will tend to cut down shipments from
leading Western markets. .Provisions
were quiet and firm at the opening on
the rise in hogs and grain, but eased off
with slow demand and scattered realiz-
ing.
