Ruthenberg and Ferguson
Wanted for Criminal An-
archy Are Captured,

BOTH VIOLENT RADICALS

Malone Gets Stay in Martens
Case—Berkman and Gold-
man in Windy City.

Charles E. Ruthenberg and I E.
Fearguson, two national londers of the
Communlst movement, were arrested
yesterday in Chicago by Detective Ser-
geant James J, Gegan and other mem=
bera of the New York police bomb
squad, who had trailed them from this
eity.

Both men are named In indictments
which were returned to Supreme Court
Justice Bartow 8. Weeks last Wednes-
day by the Extmordinary Grand Jury
and are charged with criminal an-
archy. It waa stated by local officlals
that they will be brought back to this
¢ty at the carllest possible moment.

Ruthenberg ls the executive secre-
tary of the Communist party of Amer-

jou. He is a writer of violent radical
literature, an Inflammatory orator, and
{s one of the organizers of the na~-
tlonal Communist movement. Fergu-
gon formerly was sccretary of the “left
wing” of the Sociallst party, which
broke awiy from the parent organiza-
tlon and becamoe the Communist party
at the convention in Chicago in Sep-
tember,

Complicity Also Charged,

Both men are specifically charged In
ths indictment with having participated
in the writing of the “Left Wing Manl-
festo,” which sets forth the policies
and aims of that party, and which has
been held by Chief City Magistrate Will-
fam MeAdoo to be a eriminally anarchis-
tic document. They ure charged with
complicity with James Larkin and Ben-
Jamin Gitlow, two agitators now awalt-
iog trinl, who published this man.festo in
their paper, the Revolutionary Erva.

Ruthenberg delivered &n address at
Madlson Square Garden last June, in
which he denounced the officlals engagid
in the campaign agalnst Bolshevimm,
The rent of the Garden on that occason
was pald by 8 check slgned by Dr.
Michnel ?lml; of 166 East Elghtieth
ptreat, an’ acqualntanse of Leon Trotzky
and an Intimate friend of L. C. A K
Martens, the self styled Bolshevik “am-
bassador’ to this country.

Dr. Mislig admitted before the Lusk
Legisiative committee on Bolshevism last
week that on two other occaslons he had
drawn checks aggregating several hun-
dred dollars direct to the order of Ruth-
enberg.

1t was & colncidence that another de-
velopment of yesterday's proceedings
agninst Red disturbers should be the ls-
suance of formul orders for the deporta-
ton of Alexander Berkman and Emma
Goldman. A demand that this pair sur-
render at Ellis Island on Friday morn-
ing was gerved upon their lawyer, Harry
Welnberger, within a few hours after
tha death of Henry Clay Friek. whom
Berkman tried to assasainate twenty-
seVen Years ago.

Will Fight to a Finlah.

Despite the fact that this notorious
pair have spent the greater part of their
lives In abusing this country and all of
ita Institutlons, and that they now pre-
fesd (o regard Soviet Russia as the only
fdeal government In the world, thelr at-
torney made it known that they Intend to
fight deportation to a finlsh,

Although amsured they will be sent
through to Bolshevik Russia and wiil
not be allowed to fall into the hands of
the “White Quards,” who, it is belleved,
would put them to death, Mr. Weinber-
ger wired to the Department of Labor
yesterdny urging a delay untll Monday
in order that he might have time to ap-
ply to the courts for writs of habens
corpus in thelr behalf. He sald that a
previous plea for o stay of proceedings
had been #purnced by the officlals who, It
appears, have been spurred to action by
the Congresslional Committee on Immi-
gration, which has exposed the lax con-
ditions that heretofore have permitted
Reds to defy the laws.

Hoth Goldman and Berkman, Mr,
Welnberger sald, are in Chicago, which
yecently has become the stamping
ground for many of the dangerous and
notorious anarchista and Bolshevikl of
the country. 1f nothing occurs to block
thelr deportation they probably will
leave this port with a number of other
Reds who have long been a disturbing
menace here.

DEPORTATION LAXITY
TO BE PROBED DEEP

House Immigratoin Commit-
tee Makes Decision.

Bpecial Deapateh to Tum Sux,
Wasninaron, Dée, 2~—To detérmine

responsible for the fnllure of the Govern-
ment to deport allen anagchlsta, revolu-
tlonists and other undesirables, the
House Immigration Committee decided
to-dny on a complete investigation of the
peracnnel and work of the Department
ns related to deportation procesdings

The submission to the full committes
of the report of the sub-committee’s In-
vestigation of Ellis Island so aroussd the
meémbers that Ropresentative Albert
Johnson (Wash.), chalrman, was in-
stricted to request Secrotary Wilson to
send the commitieo the complete rec-
orda of all the 807 persons arrested on
depertation warrants ln the last two
Yoara,

Thess rocords will be reviewed by the
committes to determine the reasons for
delays In deportation and the causes for
dismissnl of many cases. The next step
will be to call officinls who have besn
In charge of deportation work. The first
will be Secretary of Labor Wilson, As.
sistant Becretary of Labor Post and
Anthony Caminettl, Director-General of
Immigration, These will be fellowed by
Department attorneys,
thoss direotly responsible for conditions
ut immigration stations,

Should the investigation show that
blamo for fallurd to rid the country of
radienl allens rests almost entirely with
the Departmant of Labor, Mr. Johnman
predicted that the committes Immedi-
ateiy would report leglslation trans
ferring the deportation work to the Iy
partment of Justice, The committes niso
obtained conseént to withdriw from the
House calendar the Immigration blll
previously reported for the purpose of
making some provisions more drastle,

“MANIFEST0" AIDED ANARCHY.

Judge Attacks Book, but
Youih Whe Sold It.

BosroN, Dec. 2.—Judge Murray In
the Munlcipal Court ruled to-day that
“Tho Manifesto,”" which he describcd as
a “small, red bopk setting forth the ob-
Jects of comimunism,” came under the
act to prevent the promotion of anarchy,
“in that It tends to Incite peopls O
overthrow the Government by force or
violenoa,"

ature. While Rossman's father was ab-
gent from hif store the defendant, who
was amsisting him temporarily, sold a
copy of "“The Manifesto The court
found that “Rossman had no knowledge
of the contants of the document.

COLUMBIA TEACHERS
GET PAY INCREASE

Tuition Fees Also Advanced
by University Trustees.

Trustees of Columbin University an-
nounced last night substantial Increases
for membera of the teaching saf and an
advance In students’ feen, The latter
will ba offeet, for the benefit of deserving
students of good academic record, by ad-
ditions to the scholarship and loan
funds,

The new salary scale follows: For
full professors, §0.000 to $8,000, with
tha expactaiion of paying $10.000 to a
limited number of tesachera of eapecial
distinetlon: for amocinte professors,
$4.500 to $6,000; for mssistant profes-
pors, $3.000 to $3.800; for Instructiors,
$2,000 to $2,400; for asslstants §L000
to §1,200, .

The new scale, operative July 1, 1920,
will Involve an Increase In the university
fee of from §5 to 6, or 20 per cent. and
in tultlon fee from $6 to §8 a point, or
33 1-3 per cenl.

It is calculnied that salary Increases
‘will ralsa the budget to $300,000 A year
and that thig will be fully met by the
additional Income through fees.

“Bacause of the necessity of coneider-
ing the peace treaty and the League of
Nations covenant, the Senate unfortu-
nately did not have time to devole ltaeif
to the Investigation which would have
resulted In my vindieatlon and in the
gonfirmation of my election,

The general feeling that the attack on
Senator Newberry Is inspired by pollti-
cnl considerations wad emphasized to-
day when Senator Moses (N, H.) In-
troduced a resolution looking to the ap-
polntment of a joint committes of Con-
gress to Investigate the genaral question
of sloection methods In the States of the
Upnlon.

Wassixgron, Dee, 2-—~Export freight
shippera of the country are to be relleved
of the burden of demurrage charges at
Atlantle ports for which they are not
responsible under an arrangement com-
plated to-day between the Ralirond Ad-
ministration and the Shipping Board.
Bteamshlp companles not under direct
Shipping Board jurisdiction are urged
to conform to the new regulations.

While the suspension of the Injunytion
gave Government agents Lhe puwer to
arrest any person caught selling liguor,
inciuding 2,76 beer, and although Henry
Mooney, United Btates Attorney, In-
structed those Agents to enfirvs (he
law lmmediately, no Aarrests were re-
ported to-nlght,

What acuon will be taken against
saloon keepira who have been open 2ince
last Wednesday, under cover of the Fos-
ter Injunction, rests with Mr, Mooney,
who sald he had not arrived at a de-
cliion,

Evidence against all of the saloons
which wera open during the city’'s brief
period of dampness has been gathered
by revenus oMcers under the dirction of
Rufus Fontenot, Internal Revenue Col-
lector. The use that will be made of
this evidence, Mr. Fonlenot, sald, is for
Mr. Moonay to declde.

IN MASSACHUSETTS

Party Lines Not Drawn in
Municipal Fights.

BostoN, Dec. 2—A marked feature of
the municipal electiona in twenty Masaa-
chusetts citles to-day was the fact that
every one of them cast a majority of
voles In favor of granting lguor llcenses,
It wia well known to the voters that In
view of the coming natlonal prohibition
the balloting was a mere formality.
Htats legal authorities, however, had
ruled that as the Stats local optlon law
had not been repeaed the guestion muat
appear on the ballots.

The vote ou the license question was

Morris
CGest, who with F, Ray Comstock pro-
duced the plecs, Immediately oftered to
éliminate mnything His Honor should
find offensive,

Mayor Iylan opened a controversy
which promlses to become ad conspleu-
ous na that centring around “Sappho™
yvoars ago by sending the following com-
muniestion to John F. Glichrist, License
Commissloner : ’

“Press accounts to-day condemn s
Indecent the production ‘Aphrodite,
which opened at the Century Theatre
In this clry. last night.

“Consequently I belleve that an Im-
mediate Inquiry should be made into
the character of thiy performance, and
If it is found to be offensive to the
pulille taste some way should be found
to suppresa [t. Immoral piays must not
be flaunted In the face of the New York
public. There I8 always ample support
for good, wholesome productions hers,
but 1 am absolutely certain that the
peaple of this city will not tolerate any-
thing that barders on leentiousmness.

“You will please cooperate with the
Police Commissioner In  prosecuting
your Investization, which I desire you
to make immediately."”

Similar Letter Sent to Pollee,

A §imilar letter pequesting coopera-
tlon wes sent to the FPollee Department,
Though officiala thers had nothing to
sy @about the matter, It was under-
stood  they would send detectives and
plaln clothes men to tho Century last
night to make o report on the produc-
tion,

action he may take depends primarliy

If the magis-
trate convicts the manager but does not
revoke the license, the License Commis-
slorer can begin proceedings for & revo-
cation In the Supreme Court. The pro-
codure is based on Chapter 3, Sectlon 3,
of the clty ordininces, which reads:
