HIS PITTSBURG HOME

City in Mourning as funeral
Train Arrives With Party

From Now York.

PALLBEAltEltS CHOSEN

Death Ilovcals Existence of
Naughton, Ironmaster's

Confidential Agent.

Pittsburg, Dec 4. A special train
tearing the body ot Henry C. Frlck,
members ot tlio family una a row Inti-

mate fr!cnls ot the lata financier ar-

rived from New York at 10:15 o'clock
this morning. The train, 'consisting of
three privato cars and a bacguso car
filled with flowers, pulled Into the Dallas
uvenuo nldlnir of tho Pennsylvania
Ilallroad In Homewood. The funeral
parly proceeded at once to Clayton,
tho I'lttsbun? homo of the Frlclcs. The
coffin was taken there at tho same
time and was placed In tho muslo room
on the tlrnt floor.

Mr. Krlck's body was borne to Fltts-bur- u

In his private car, Westmoreland,
which he always had used In recent
years In maklnu trips between New
York nnd this city. It stopped at the
lama place where it usually did on tho
financier's visits. Accompanying- - the
body In tho Westmoreland were Mrs.
Frlck, Jllss Holen Frlck. both heavily
veiled, and Mr. nnd Mrs. Chllda Frlck.

Thero Is ono man In ntUburs who
knows more about H. C. Frlck's finan-
cial and Industrial affairs than perhapa
any other Individual. He In William J.
Naughton, the late multimillionaire's
confidential financial secretary, Mr.
Naughton has bceM referred to as "Mr.
Prick's right hand man" nnd "Frlck's.
sphinx," and well it might havo bton
said of him, for Mr. Prick's tntlmato
friends doolaro that Mr. Naughton
handled every penny of tho stool mas-
ter's great fortune, variously estimated
at 5100,000,000 to 5500,000,000.

It is said on authority that can hardly
bo doubted that Mr. Prick held, tho
greatest variety of Interests of any othor
mnn In tho world nnd Mr. Naughton,
managed them all. Mr. Naughton Is not
yet 35 years old. Ho Is of modest dis-
position, unassuming nlmost to tho point
of diffidence. It will newe to many
ot Mr, Prick's Intimates that tho finan-
cier ever had such ft man In his employ.

Mr. Naughton spent his tlmo between
Pittsburg and New York. He) frequently
had been seen in Mr. Frlck's company, but
'fow guessed who ho was. Mr. Frick
"thought tho world of Mr. Naughton,"
to use tho words of a Pittsburg banker.

"Thero Is only one other man more
sphlnxllUo than Mr. Frlck hlmBolf," ob-

served an acquaintance y, "and
that Is the financier's confidential man,
Naughton."

Of course any
one who wishes to do so can find In
It casual resemblances to i"ur Franck
and Wagner, and Tits Sun'b reviewer
even noted one recalling Dvorak's
American symphony. But .nevertheless
this symphony Is tho portonal product
of Chausson's Imagination nnd It Is
good to hear.

The playing of the symphony was not
as good as the music for Pierre Hon-teu-

conductor ot tho Boston Symphony
Orchestra, Is an enthusiast In fortos. He
Indulges In a piano sometimes, but ho
seems to be happiest when ho sets the
trombones and trumpets raging and the
tympanl Imagining a vain thing. Home-thin- g

more of refinement would have
helped both the symphony and Mr.
GriffeEfs poem. The American com-
poser was present and visibly received
the honors heaped upon him by tho
audience.

In tho afternoon In tho same hall the
Bymphony Society gavo its third mat-
inee. The programme consisted of 'M-
ozart's "Jupiter" symphony, Grieg's piano
concerto with Percy Grainger as the
solo player, Elgars Introduction nnd al-

legro for strings and Mr. Grainger's
march, "Over tho Hills and Far Away."

Tho Elgar piece had not been heard
since 1905 and the repetition served to
arouse wonder that It had been left in
sllenco for so long a time.
