The nf tlx evening concert of the Now

Symphony Society took place at Car-nu- le

Hall last night. The programme

embraced three numbers, the 13 minor

symphony o Brahms, Henry Hadley's

tone poem, "Salome." and Wagner's "Fly-In- r
Dutchman" overture. Tills reads like a

(licit programme, but it required the
usual time In performance.

Mr. Hadley's composition occupied a
rood or bad half hour, according to
the hearer's point of vlow. But gen-

erally tpeaklng no nudlence will listen
patiently to any Instrumental work

thirty minutes without pauso.
Occasional Intervals for rest and re-

freshment aro Just as Important to tho
hearing of muslo. as to Bunthorne's
jcherae of existence.

Jlr. Hadlcy conducted his own music.
He has had abundant experience as a
conductor and he obtained results gen-

erally good. But his composition Is
somewhat too ambitious. He tries to
tell most of tho tragedy, and it Is "somo
tragedy." There is a vast plenty of
eMail and the hearer Is at times be-

wildered. Otherwise) tho work is well
fashioned and tho orchestration Is bril-

liant and replcto with pictorial color.

Eoilansky's Heading Liked.
Mr. Bodanzky had a Very fine time

with the Brahms symphony. Tho adul-eiic- e

manifestly liked his reading, which
was ehrowdly tempered to tho quality of
his orchestra. One thought at times of
old Lear declaiming on tho heath, "Blow,
grinds, nnd crack your cheeks," and
ajf.ln of tho skipper's version, "Blow,
good devil, and you shall liavo the
cook."

Finesse Is not yet within the vision of
this young and burly body of musicians.
Vigor abounds and the atmosphere under-
goes a joyful disturbance. But of the'
more delicate nuancea of music one yet
hears little. Doubtless these will come
In good time. Orchestras are not born
full grown. Mr. Bodanzky is a con-

ductor of enthusiastic influence and al-

ready his orchestra shows Imorovement
In precision and balance. Perhaps

The third movement of his quar-
tet Beethoven himself thus explained:
"Thanksgiving to God after recovery

from illness, in tho Lydian mode. Re-

turn to strength."
The four Letz players did some of

their best work, no doubt, In the Mozart
quartet. They gavo with fine rhythm,
correct pitch, precision and clarity.
They havo .ndvanced In tho matter ot
homogeneity of tone. They show thus
tho benefit of njoro rehearsing. The
players still have little more elegance
In stylo to acquire, but their delivery
always enjoyable for Its spirit. Their
assistants In tho Ravel number were
Carlos Salzedo, harp; Roscoe Fossell,
flute, and Georges Grlsez, clarinet.

BOUGHT BY HEARST

Afternoon Sale of the Pares
Collection Nets $32fi7S.

William H. Hearst was one, of the
principal buyers at the sale yesterday
of the Emll Pares collection at the
American Art Association and ho ac-

quired some of the most important of
tho ancient carvings that were feature
of the sale.

Mr, Hearst paid $2,100 for No. 297,
carved colored and glided group In wood
from the cathedral of Calahora, Spain;
$550 for No. 301, an early French statue
In wood; $150 for No. 302, carved and
gilded celling pendant of sixteenth cen-

tury Spanish work; $550 for No. 340,
Roman panel in mosaic dating from the
third century, and $2,050 for No. 339,
Spanish Gothic carving from the Egllsia
de Sides, Navarra, Spain.

Mrs. T. Van Veen gave $625 for No.
246, an early Romon carving; $2,000 for
No. 333, Delia Robbla relief, and
$1,200 for No. 334, fifteenth century
Italian polychrome relief. V. L'Hote paid
$700 for No. 247, nronze suuue mo
second century B. C; W. W. Seaman,
agent, bought No. 260. French foun-

tain group, for $700; Leono Rlccl gave
$680 for No. 295, four carved panels;
W. H. Harding got No. 332, six stone
brackets, for $420; Mrs. L. Lcwlsohn
gave $520 for No. 357, two Iron potences;

of French art.

ing made for the pictures and are under
tho Impression that the collection will
not bo long away from tho museum. It

said that one of the Mrs. Vanderbllts
contemplates giving danco and the
pictures aro to bo used In decorating
the ballroom.

In the meantime the pictures will be
greatly missed by student, particularly

tha famous canvases by J. F. Millet.
