All of which is Illuminating und is no
moro than waa to be looked for with the
sanction of legality placed upon the indis-
criminate slaying of .brood djes. I am
extremely sceptical, howover, In respect
to the authenticity of the prevalent re-

ports quoted by my good friend to the
effect that Innumerable female deer were
wantonly or heedlessly shot and their
carcasses abandoned In the hunting: ter-
ritory under the workings of th former
act.

It Is my firm conviction that uch
of lawless doe shooting have been

grossly exasperated and that tho reports
have largely emanated from ulterior
motives. And I base thh conviction upon
circumstances which are a matter of flrat
hand observation of eye with me.

To my certain knowledge the law In
force up to the tlmo of introduction of
the present monstrous enactment waa
omlnently satisfactory and ns conservative
of a continued deer stock and of human
life In Its provisions and administration
as It la possible for any statute to be in
New York State In these days of ready
accessibility and Intensive pursuit of deer.

Marauders Have Broken Back.

Yes, Uncle Henry, It will be necessary,
aa you say, "either to shorten the seseon
or to close It," for the marauders have
broken the back of the gooes that Ions;
haa laid the golden egg and the output of
tho patient fowl henceforward Is golnB
to be sadly curtailed.

Now with us In New York Is beln
enacted on a lesser scale the prodigality
of our natural resources, which ever has
characterized with a blight our broad
land. Ours near at hand is a repetition
Ar th htitArv nt our herltara of timber;
of the passenger pigeon, the bison, the
moose, the caribou, the elk; nf the heath
hen, the ruffed grouse, th woodcock; In
marine parts, of the Atlantic salmon, of
the sturgeon, of the ahad, of the brook
trout. In a limited sense of tho ''rlped
bass and the predecessors of the striped
bass, the sheepshead, the black drum and
the red drum of Long Ialand Sound waters.

As In the foregoing examples limitation
nf function virtually amounting to the
Inhibition of tho generative Impulses will
be manifested In the case of the Adiron-
dack deer herd. Following this year's
cataclysm, the balance of the sexes of
our deer no longer maintained, barrenness
will result, like under much the same
provocative features extinction of tho
others that have gone before reaultod.

The Lesson of Maine.
Dut after all tho main factor In the

decimation of tho country's game has
been Inherently biologic In character. The
Inroads of civilization do not go hand
In hand with the continued existence of
tho untamed creatures sought of man that
formerly, unhindered, occupied the earth
and the waters surrounding tho earth.
There Is not place both for the field of
man's activities and the habitat of the
lower genera. There Is cramping of the
repectlv lives and clash In tho living.

Throughout the eons of the universe it
has been the edict of biology that the
llttest shall survive. And man Is the
fittest. Left to herself nature slowly and
mercifully but Inexorably and along her
own ways and byways would adjust wild
life to human occupancy, as in vry
age ahe has done that which Is needful
for the lesst of her subjects.

Man, Impatient with her deliberate
methods, is but haetenlng the scheme or
nature. We have seen this spirit of the
higher animal admirably exemplified with-
in a fortnight among Maine s already
doomed remnant of moose, even as It
earlier had been with the caribou of
inai pouniuui nimc.

Thus It will be observed that as. under
unrestrained nshing ana me pouuuon ui
feeding grounds and spawning centres, the

practically is at a standstill, so the fact
cannot escape realization uiot our cherished game fauna has
assumed a retrograde phase. What smair
means in the way of staying this retro-
gression lie at our command will be found
In the fostering of to
which, as a last resort should the effects
ot Inbreeding render tho contlnuanco ot
