3y, Perling dellvered nn address on
the “Man of the Future” before the Insti-
tute of Arts and Sciences at Columbla
University last hilght. He explained that
tho progresa of solence and mechanics
and not the disturbance of war was re-
gponsible for the many questlons which
people are asking to-day, and that =
world in which delay nnd distance had
peen practieally annihilated could never
go back to old conditions,

“iWhat we need {n this country* de-
clared Mr. Porkins, *is the closdést possi-
ble eooperation between the men of oul
educational institutions, the men of our

industrial Institutions and maen of public
afsirs, These three great branches of
our eountry's activitie have been widely
apart (n recent years; they have had
very liitle intercourse with one another
and In place of cooperation thers has
often been sharp antagonism betwesn
them.

“The man of the future in ench of these
thres classen must give more ‘thought to
our eountry's walfare, to the interests of
our peopls as a whole, for modern meth-
ods of transportation and Intercommunlis
catlon have drawn us all so closely to-
gother that what affects one parson or
ons community almost Immediately af-
#octn all others. In short, we must learn
to get together, or we will go down to-
gether. The man of the future must
1sarn how to cooperata In most of the
astivities of 1ife rather than continue
under the old method of competition.
Whether we like it or not, modern in-
ventions have not only made coopera-
tion possible but neccasary.
