will open on April 1, ana continue, wun
occasional breaks, until virtually October
1. The track and field championships,
including the marathon race from Brus-
sels to Antwerp, the feature event of
the games, will cover a period of nine
days, from August 15 to 23. The dates
for the different events touow :

Plans for the formation of the Ameri-
can team are rapidly advancing and ar-

rangements for the housing of between
150 and 200 contestants from the United
States are well under way. Owing to

the low altitude of Antwerp, it has been
decided to quarter the team at a

'distance from the scene of the
Sames proper ana transport the en-- i
tranta from day to day to the stadium as
required by the programme. This was
considered to bo a wiser course than to
oermlt the athletes to be quartered arnld
the noise and confusion of the city and
in dose proximity to the damp air of the
salt meadows.

Marathon Over nUtorlc Course.
It also was pointed out that the course

for tho Marathon race from Brussels
to Antwerp will be over historic ground
and along the same roads over which
'he German army advanced In Its Initial
attack on Belgium at the beginning of
tho world war in- - August. 1914. The
runners will pass through Mallnes. I

famous for the determined stand of
Cardinal Morcler and the cathedral
which the Germans used as an observa-
tion post In their attack on Antwerp.

All along the twenty-fiv- e miles wilt
be evidence of the bitter fighting In the
earliest days of the war, Including the
completely wrecked outer rim of forts
at Wavre, destroyed by the shells of i

the big Berthas, and the hundreds of
graves of the fallen combatants.

Brown Is one of the best known race'
track men, In the United States. He Is
Kbout 60, old and has been a track
legular as an owner of horses, owner of
(racks, bookmaker, starter and gambler
for thirty years. Tho nickname of Cur.
ley. was given to him because of his
shock of black curly hair. He sold tho
beautiful course at Havana In Septem-
ber to a syndicate headed by John

the manager, and Charles A.
Stbneham, the new' owner, of the New
York Giants, fox" a. price 111 tho neighbor-
hood ofl2.000.fl00.

Until ten years ago. Brown was'known'
to racing men as the owner of a string
of cheap horses which he moved
track to track with the seasons.

Brown built a track at Jacksonville,
Fla. H ran It free from Jurisdiction of
the Jockey Club and was manager,
starter, clubhouse proprietor and direc-
tor of tho betting ring. Affairs at the
track eventually caused tho Legislature
to ban racing in Florida, but not until
Brown had made a good start toward
the fortune he now hs.

Brown and operated tracks at
New Orleans, across from Detroit at
Windsor, Cam, and at Laurel, Mil, be
fore 'going to Cuba three years ago.
