Reindeer, Elk and a Biological Practice,
About thirty years ago our Governmant

began Importing reindeer from Mberla and
elsewhere for the benefit of the Eskimo
on tne sowaru peninsula in Aiasxa. in an
about a thousand animals were brought In.

That natlvMN nn1 mattXarm hlVn hefln eat- -

lnj reindeer meat ever since, and y

carloads of cold storage reindeer are being
snipped to tne larger cit es 01 tne unueu
States. The food aupply ot the country has
been sensibly augmented and all tho while
the numbers of the living reindeer have
Increased till there are now, according to
Governor Rlggs, 120,000 reindeer In Alaska.

This Is not tho way Americans are ac-

customed to protect their wild game. When
the settlement of the country began the
Wapiti dter, or elk, one of the finest game
inlmnls In existence, occupied the country
virtually from ocean to ocean. Melon esti-
mated their numbers at 10,000,000 head.

y Graves ami Nelson stale there are
70.000 elk In the United States, of .which
about 40,000 are In or about Yellowstone
National Park and practically all the bal-

ance are ezlatlng under similar condltlona
of protection. If It ware not for the refuge
afforded the elk by the sanctuary of a
Federal or State park, where they cannot
be shot, It la safo to say there would be
few If any alive.

Why la It that the reindeer are more
abundant than the elk? Primarily because
their owners followed the simple biological
practice, which Is baalc with the stock
ralaer everywhere, of taking for meat
chiefly the surplus malea, which were me
animals which could best be sparod from
the herd.

Had they killed the bearing anlmala In-

discriminately, as was done for years with
the elk. the reindeer In Alaska would have
uiitn it n much n minus rtuantltv aa are
tho elk In Michigan and other States of
former abundance. And yet nearly halt
the United States sttll permits the killing
of females of big gnme animals.
