Eastern refiners are rushing to mar-
ket the sugar they have been able to ac-
quire in Cuba, as s shown by tha re-
ceipt In Atlantic ports of approximately
§0.000,000 pounds during the past weelk.
This represents a quantity almost four
times as great as recelved during the
previotls week and more than tlree
times that recelved for the corresponding
weekt & yenr ago.

The Cyban market ls beginning to
show & slight decline on raw sugar quo-
tatlons. Early December sugar, such an
the cargo brought here early in the week
on the steamer Matanzas, was purchasad
at the rate of about 14 cents a pound,
while sugar for 1ate Decamber clenrance
from Cuba was quoted at 121 rents, A
limited quantity, January delivery, has
been quoted to johbers at 10% cents
Speculators agpear 1o be holding off ex-
pocting & further break in ths price,

Despite the large receipts of raw su-
gar, which can be refined and put cn the
market in the course of a f(ew days.
housewlves are finding It Increasingly
difficult to purchase granulated sugar of
any kind at thelr grocery stores, and the
price on what they are able to obtaln
yanges from 23 to 27 centy a pound. This
uspally Is sold under the name of Java,
Brasilian or vaguely deslgnated as “im-
ported' nlthough o one Appears to
know where from.

There was & Christroas Bva celebra-

tion at one of the cottages and the fun
€rew uproarious, so the ofMe¢'als declare.
Anna, they assert, became unruly and
called upon the other girls to disobey all
orders. The festivitlen cume to an ab-
rupt termination and the women were
ordered to thelr rooms.  All obeyed save
Anna.  Then, nccording to the guards,
she began an abusive harrangue. Mlss
Minogus and Burke were sant for and
attemptod to reason with tha girl, but
tha refused to listen or to retire to her
room and was ordered to the disciplinary
bullding.

“You have run us just about long
enough,” screamed Anna. "From now
“n us Inmates are golng to have somes
thing to say about running this place.”

Burke, who had stepped up behind the
excited girl, selzed her, and she began
fighting, klcking and hiting savagely at
both the guard and Miss Minogue, who
sought to ald him  After a struggle
Anna's arms were pinioned to her &lde
and it appenred that she had been over-
powered. Suddenly her head went for-
ward and her teeth closed upon one of
Eurke's fAingers. The guard shrisked
with paln and Mism Minogue forced her
to releass him with difMiculty. As Burke
stepped backard Anna leaped for Mles
Minoguer and caught her hand In her
teeth, biting mavagely. The alarm had
been given and at thie Junecture a foree
of guards arrived, Anna was overpow-
ered and locked in a cell,

Prohibitionists Defiant Over
Jersey Governor-Elect's
Nullification Plans.

Tha determination of Edward I. Ed-
wards, Governor-eleet of New Jersey,
to agk the Leglalature of his State to
fass a law legallzing the sale of wine
and beer and otherwise to atlack the
Elghteanth Amendment to the Federal
Constitutlon by appealing to the BSu-
prema Court does not worry the Jersey
prohibitionists at all. They say thal
Mr, Edwards Is blufMing; that he Is

merely trying to make good hils cam-
palgn promises, andl that New Jersoey
has aboft as much chance of going wet
as Mr, Edwards has of gelting the Su-
preme Court to nullify the natlonal bone
dxy laws.

"We think it's just a bluf,” sald G.
Howland Monroa, counsel for the New
Jorsey Antl-Saloon League, vestarday.
“Mr. Edwards Is simply atltempting to
make good some of the rash statements
he made during his campalgn. Tt is ex-
tremely doubtful whether Mr. Edwards,
n Democrat, will hava the support of our
Hepublican Leginiature In his fight on
the ¢onstitutionality of the dry law.

“If such a Aight ts started it will be
up to the Government tn defend It just
a5 It has in other cases. The Antl-
Saloon League will take no part In the
fight except that our National counsel,
Wayne B. Wheeler, 1 presume, will be
permitted to file a brisf as he has done
In similar attacks/ Wea are hoping that
the Supreme Court will pass upon these
attacks soon, It may be that such de-
clslon will be handed down before Mr.
Edwards starta his proposed action. We
don't regard his bluff us at all serfous,
except that It shown that the Governor-
elect and his followers are ready to go
the limit to nulllfy the law of the land."

Mr. BEdwards made known his pro-
pomal to fght prohibition while address-
ing a gathering of Democratic Assem-
blymen and Senators on Tuemlay night
In Newark. It is belleved that his fight
will have & representative and not a
merely party advocacy.

AIR MAIL SERVICE
FINDS CHEAPER FUEL

“Alcogas” Passes Six Weeks
Test With Good Results.

A fuel more economlical than gasolene
and leas hard on the motor has been
tested muccessfully in the alr mall ser-
vice, nccording to an announcemant
made yesterday by Otto Praeger, Second
Assistunt Postmanster-General In charge
of the air mail

The tests, which were made on the
Washington-New York routs between
August 4 and September 19, Indicate n
saving of 3.3 gaullons of fuel In favor
of the new synthetle fuel. It la known
commercially as aloogus and Is com-
posed of thirty-eight parts of alcohol,
nineteen paris benzol, four parta toluol,
thirty parts gasolens and seven and one-
haif parts ether. The remaining one
and one-hall part Is not explained.

Mall plana No. 35, a Curtlssa machine
equippéd with a high compreasion motor,
was the machine nn which the new fue!
was tested. A check plans of similar
mode]l flaw the opposilte way. during
most of the trips made, using high test
aviation gasolens. The aleogas ship
made thirty-one fNights and the gasolens
#hip nineteen. Liberiy twelve molors
wore used on both planes, but the aleo-
gas ship was high compression style
and the other low.

A saving in lubricating ofl also was
Indicated by the tests. The average for
the new fuel waa 4.4 quarts an hour as
against 4.98 quarts an hour with gaso-
lene. The o!ll saving Is thought to be
dua to greater thermal efMeclency dis-
played by alcohol fuel an aguingt gaso-
lene, After 123 hours In the alr the
molor om~the alcogan machine wan torn
down and found to ba In fine condition,
with less carbon deposited than In the
motor using gasolene. At 1475 revolu-
tloris & minute twenty-four gailons of
