PALMER SEEMS IN LEAD

Candidates’ Chances Seruti-
nized as National Committee
Meeting Approaches.

There will be no race for the Demo-
eratlc nomination for President in
1820, Rather will'it be a scramble,

This is the opinlon of men actively
gonnected with the contest in 1013,
who have Leén analyzing tho present
altuation with some degree of care.

In the very nature of things the 1020
fight for the honor of heading the
Democratic national tleket cannot be
otherwise than as charactarized above,
these men hold.

The first and most potent reason for
this Is the uncertalnty as to whether
President Woodrow Wilson will be a

candidate to aucceed himself, Becond-
ly, the chances of Demoeratic success
next vear hava not been consldered
bright enough to lead to any natlon-
wide campalgn of stuch an extensive
nature as was conducted by the friends
of several candidates In 1012, .

A leader, Intimately familiar with the
political situation threughout the coun-
try and who has just returned from a
trip through seven or slght Western
Btates, sald In substance ybesterday :

That the business men In the West are
not Interested in the Leagus of Nations
That they belleve it In dend and that
the uncertain buainess conditiona have
been due to the stubbornnesa of Preal-
dent Wilwon in trying to fores the peace
treaty through without change.

That Democratie leaders have come to
the concluaion that whereas President
Wilkon might have forced his renomina-
tion for a third term had his health re-
malned, he now will ba unable to con-
trol the conventlon to such a degres,
oven should he decide to make ¢ fight
on the League of Natlons platform.
“That there are seventeen Democratic
Senators who must go before thelr party
for renomination and before the people
for reclection next year, That thess
Senators, reallzing the falling power of
tha President over his party, undoubtedly
will devote themselves to making alll-
anced which wil) be llkely to further
their own fortunes.

Clenar Allgnments Doubtfnl,

« Inevitably, it (s held, this will lend to
& great division of support for different
asplrants for the Prealdential nomina-
tlon.  Varfous groups may be formed tc
back candidates to head the national
ticket molely with a view to pecullar
local conditions, The result will be a
lack of clearcut alignment for certain
candldates, an there was in 1812,

W. Underwood and Gov. Judson Harmaon
of Olo. For all of them intensive, wefl
directed campalgns had been in progress
for not less than twelve months prior
to the conventlon, This yenr the altun-
tlon is entirely different.

President Wileon haa been made the
¢holes of the Denpcratls proposal con-
wventlon In Bouth Dakola, largely on tha
theory that he might want 4 renomina-
tion and because the organization was
fiot sure of the candldacy of any other
member of the party to tie up to such
a man defnltely,

Sonth Dakota's FPrimaries,

Although sll othars who wish to be
contenders for the delegates from South
Dakota at the Democratic primaries
thera in April must Ale a parsonal dee-
laratlon to that effect prior to January
1, only ‘one person has entered the race
o far. He & James W. Gerard, former
Ambassador to Germany, who says he

did so slmply bhecause he had doubts

that President Wilson would declde to
run again and he did not want the
delegation to go to soms other man
by default.

Through the office of Allen Property
Ctstadian, which he held during the war,
Mr, Palmer wans able to make valuable
frisnds In every part of ths country. Ha
has not Jessencd his influsnce sinpce be-
coming Attorney-Oaneral.

Those who know say that Joseph P.
Tumulty, the Presldent's sacretary, is an
ardent mupporter of Attorney-General
Palmer.

Barpard Baruch and Thomas L, Chad-
bourne have for some time bean engaged
In & movement looking to the namination
of Willlam . McAdoo, The Iatter's
frisnds declare, however, that so far he
has sternly repulsed all suggestions that
he maks a public announcement of hia
oandidacy. They any he has not made
up his mind whether to be a candidate or
not, and some go 8o far as to predict
that In the end he will not be found In
the race.

The play has been to keep the advan-
tage Mr. MeAdoo obtalned with Iabor
when he was Director General of Rall-
roads and to add to that sentiment. The
lettor he wrote advooating Increased
wagea for the coal minera waa In line
with  this polley.

I'viends of Mr. McAdoo were promi-
nent In the organization of the Ameri-
can Labor Purty in Chicago, There are
those who assert that the support of
this group could by had for Mr, MeAdoo,
it he should be nominated by the Demo-
cratle convention, They ere planning
to plek their candidate In July.

Although Champ Clark has sald
nothing to Indlcate that he had dropped
his ambition to run for President, the
general Impressaion s that he would be
too old for Presldential henors In 1920,
On March 7 he will bes 70 years old, an
ngt at which Justices of the Supreme
Court In thia State must be retired. So
far as can be learned Jullus J. Binder,
who recently announced he had storted
a nation-wide movement for Mr. Clark’s
nomination, has no direct authority to
do go from the former Bpeaker.

Underwood as Posaibility,

Although he now lives in Missouri,
Mr. Clark wus born in Loulsville, Ky.,
where Sanator Underwood was born
fifty-seven years ago. Bince the proml-
nence galned by Senator Underwood
through his stand that aoma compro-
mise shopld be made, If neceasary to
procure the passage of the peace Lreaty,
and the subsequent possibility that he
might becoms the minority leader, there
has been talk of his candidacy for the
Presidency next year. Howaover, there
are those who hold that Mr. Underwoad
s In o less favorable position now than
in 1912, when he wns ona of the lead-
ora in the House of Representutives. e
has not stood out in the Senate aus he
did tn the House,

Attorney-Cenera] Palmer (s 47 years
old, the youngest of &!l those spoken of
for the nomination, The next youngest
ia Gov, Cox of Ohlo, who s 49. He is
& newspaper proprietor and has been
widely referred to an the type of man
who should be nominated. Most of the
others spokan of are JAwyers. -

The fact that Senator Pomerens, from
Gov. Cox's own Btate, Is an active can-
didate has weakened the chances of the
Governor. The Saenator hns a  pross
burean at Canton actively engaged In
sending Pomerens  cheer all over the
country.

Many Demoerats like Herbart Hoover,
because he Is regarded as s superiative
administrator. Iecently a story was In
eirewlation that certain reprasentations
had besn made to Mr. Hoover that he
could have the backing of President [Wil-
£an for the Demooratic nomination. The
story was that Mr. Hoover had nesumad
a favorable attitude toward tha |dea,
1t is belleved, however, that If there was
ever any foundation for such a report,
the movsment has evaporated. The re-
port is that the President was not alto-
gother pleased with the attitude sald to
have been taken Ly Mr, Hoover that u
compromise on the Leagus of Natlons
should be sought, If It were necessary,
to pass the peare treaty.

Although, In common with men wie
have been more or less wanderers over
the face of the earth, Mr, Hoover hns
bad the opportunity to vote seldom, he
is known to have cast his lnst ballot
tor President for the Republican ticket,
Alva his ancestors were Republicans,

It is not nt all unlikely that some
dark horses will he uucovered at tha
meeting of the Democratie National
Committes in Washington on January &,
and at the Jackson Day dinnar, the big
ovent on the Demouratic enlandar, which
s scheduled for that evening, Mr,
Hryan and Mr. Gerard are among those
who are expected to gpeak,

Cyr's conditlon was very parious, Very
Littla hope s hald out for his recovery,

Mr, and Mrs St Cyr came 'o New
York last October, stopping at the Ritz-
Carlton Hotel, where they Intended to
remain until the mrrival of Mrs St
Cyr'a daughter, the Princess (e Bra-
ganga. Sha waa 1o have salled from
Lisbon at that thne, but was delayed
and left Cienon threg weeks ago on the
steamship Plearro of the Itallan Line,
scheduled to arrive In New York next

Saturday. Mr, St Cyr, It was sald last s

night, had not besan well for some time,
and had sufferad four attacks of appen-
dleitls, The Afth eame upon him sud-
denly early Batyrday morning, and he
was lmmadintely rushed to the hospital,
whare the operation was performed, Dr.
Gibson baing attended by the Bt Cyre’
family physiclan, Dr, ¥, H. Tyson.

Because of the seriousnesa of Mr,
8L Cyr's condition when the operation
was parformed It s expected that {f he
rocovers nt all he will be confined to the
hospltal for severnl weska longer than
1n usually the case in operations of this
sort and will be unable to traval untll
the latter part of February or tho first
of March, He and his wife and Mrs.
St Cyr's daughtar had Intended to leave
soon for Callfornia, where Mre S8t Oyr
has an estate, but this trip will now be
delayed for some time. The Princess
de Braganza, It wig suld last nlght, s
bringing with her to Americe her throe
children. .

Her husband Ia {1l at a health resort
In Switzerland, and his father and his
wife, whom ke recently warried, are
occupying the magnificent house built
for the Princess by Mrs. 8t Cyr, then
Mra, Smith.

The marriage of Mr. St. Cyr and the
then Mrea. James Henry Smith rather
startled Amerlenn soclety when it oe-
curred In White Sulphur Springe, W, Va.,
on April 25, 1915. His wife, who had
heen Mrs, Alexander Redield of Hart-
tord, Conn, had died but o few montins
previously, and Mrs, Emith had been a
widow since 1807, Mra. Redfisld, who
wis Miss Caroline Peck befors her
marriaga to the Hartford banker, waa
0 yveurs old when sho married St Cyr,
while he wng in the early twentles, Ho
wan £8 when he married Mra. Smith.
She was much older; indeed, her daugh-
ter s severnl yeara plder than St Cyr,

Very little in known of Mr. 8t Cyv's|

past. He camae suddenty Into New York
soclety when he married Mrs, Hedfleld,
who was a woman of oonsidernble
waoalth, and most of which he inherited
when she dled. He has let it be known
that he 18 a Frenchman and that he
ecame from the town of 8L COyr, In
Franca, but three or four years ago a
newspaper printed what purported to be
a history of 8t. Cyr's IMfe, in which 1t
was sald that he was raally named Jack
Thompsen of Wato, Toex, and that he
had pssumed the name of Bt Cyr and
causad himself to be known as & French-
mun to further his plans of breaking
Into soelety and contracting a weialthy
marriage.

Mrs., St. Cyr I8 the daughter of the
Ints Gen. John A, Armstrong of Bal-
timore and §s the eldest elster of Mrs
Anthony J. Drexel, She was married
to Willlam Rhinelander Stewart in 1879,
peveral years before her present hus-
band was born. They had one son,
Willlam Rhinclander Stewart, Jr, and
one daughter, Miss Aniia Stewart, who
became the wife of the Prinee de Bra-
ganzn, son of the Duke de Flraganza,
nne of the pretendera to the throne of
Portugal. She was divorced from Mr,
Stewart In 1906, and a month Iater she
wis marrled to Jameés Henry Smith,
who was wldoly known In Wall Strest
and Anancial clreles. Thelr marriage
took place In Newtonmore, n Scotland,
the home of Anthony J. Drexel. Among

Army engineers are making and have
made successful testa nlong the wires of
the Harlem division of the New York
Central. It is now likely that the method
will be placed in commercial operation
betwesan Now York and Albany,

Briefly the method of transmission
consists of passing a direct eurrent
nicdulated by a microphone through an
Audion dstecter, which transforms It
into a high frequency current which
may have L1000,000 or more cycles a
recond. Thias current then will follow
A wirs, not actually passing through It,
but travelllng in the direction of Lhe
wire through the ether. It [s posaibla
for ten and probably many more cur-
rénts to use the same wire at tho yame
tima as thelr gulde, and tha distance
they may travel In this way Is sald to
bo practically unlimited. Thes expense
of ardinary telephony between New York
and San Fyancisco is heavy because only
ane conversation may be carried on over
the wire, but under the now system tnis
one elrcuit will be avallable for a num-
ber of other conversations without In-
terfering with the opdinary method of
telenhoning.

The theoreticgl truth that high fre-
quency currents might be used in this
manner has been known for yesars, but
the cost of n generator which could
creata currenta of such high frequency
has provented its use, The Audion bulb,
whicn creates ‘the high frequency cur
rent  Inexpensively,  has  contributed
largaly to the shccess of Gen, Squier's
methoda.

Just when Gen. Squler will announce
the perfection of his method Ia not
knowrn, but it will probably be moon.
Much of the work was done in a CGov-
arnment oxperimental car statloned at
Millerton, Dutchess county. Gen,
Squler patentsd his method In 1811, but

gave it Lo ths publle and prabably
thereby  rellnquished a buge sum of
money, He la a West Point gradunte,

and alwo studled sclence at the Johna

Hopkins University.
