"'L'Olseau Bleu," lyric comedy In four
acts and eight tableaux, the text by
Maurice Maeterlinck, the music by Al-

bert Wolff, was performed at ths Metro-

politan Opera House last evening for the
first time on any stage. By the opera-

tion of many potent Influences public In-

terest had been prreatly stirred, and
the prices of orchestra chairs

had been advanced to a high figure the
theatre was completely filled. This was
especially gratifying since It had been
determined that four worthy charities
were to benefit from the receipts the
QUeen of the Belgians fund, the Mllle-rah- d

fund for French orphans, the Big
Sisters and the MI1W for Children of
America fund.

The numerous audience watched the
unfolding of the splendid panorama of
etlge pictures with deep Interest Who
were In the assmbly and what Incidents
marked the evening wll be recorded
elsewhere. The first attention must be
clven to the event Itielf. the revelation
of a new lyric worlt of which the poetic
basis created by a man of genius was
already known to the world.

Unless one has been lost In the po-

litical mist or has slept In the crevices
of a mountain with Blp Van Winkle he
knows the tale of the blue bird. Every
one who was any one visited the Cen-

tury Theatre and the others probably
read Maurice Maeterlinck's poetic vision
as crystallized In the frosts of cold type.
For the sake of the dramatic experts It
may be revealed that some of the poet's
creation has been omitted as unsuitable
to the purposes of the composer and
others because music propels her celes-

tial feet mora slowly than speech. Trans-
fers have been made of some scenes, but
after all the principal episodes of the
drama remain." The children leave their
home with Light and wander through
the Land of Memory, the Palace of
Night, the Garden of Happiness, the
Cemetery and the Kingdom of the
KUture. In the end they give their own
doVe, magically turned blue, to the
mqther of the afflicted child, who mlrac-lousl- y

recovers, and In the last moment
the. much sought bird files away.

ProdlfO' f Production.
As a prodigy of production "L'Olseau

Bleu" will add to the lustre of Mr. Gattl-Casazz-

reign. Of Mr. Wolff's music
anon. An Imposing and luxurious spec-

tacle of which music was but a com-
mentary waa spread before the audience
of last night, and It Is as such thit "L'Ol-

seau Bleu" must be viewed. It would be
futile to undertake In a morning news-

paper a description of tho splendors of
this production. The Metropolitan has
seen many, but no other so opulent In
scenic wonders.

Boris Anlsfeld Is the wizard whoso
magic wand called Into existence the
Borgeous scenes and costumes. People
will talk much about the grand hall In
the palace of night and the still more
majestic gallery In the kingdom of the
future. The garden of happiness must
of necessity recall the Elyslan fields of
"Orfeo," though the painter has con-

ceived them In an early Italian style
rather than the new classic of Puvls de
Chavannes employed In the Gluck opera.

To a musician the flights of Imagina-
tion made by the poet may well have
seemed to cry for Investiture In the In-

tangible garment of tone ; but the com-
poser who sets out to write opera should
not forget that he must ever be a practi-
cal man of the theatre. An opera book
cannot always bs successfully drawn
from a good play. In the case of Mr.
Maeterlinck's drama the thought courts
music, but the dramatist's form makes
broad lyric flight Impossible.

It Is a pity that Mr. Wolff did not
realize this before entering with so much
devotion and laboring with so much feel.
lrg and ingenuity upon his formidable
task. The nature of the dialogue which
occupies so much of the unfolding of the
play Is hostile to musical treatment. For
Instance, what can the composer do with
All TvllvVa questions nnd Light') ex-

planations in the Kingdom of the Fu-
ture?

Burden on (Je Orchestra,
Endless dialogue In short speeches In-

evitably throws Hie burden or exposition
w.ton the orchestra, and once more wo
have the pedestal on the stage, the
fctatue with the Instruments. In this
score there Is only one real song, TyltyVa
Oharmlng chanson In the penultimate
s:ene, "Nous l'avonn chorche, nous I'a-ve-

trouve." The grandfather lias a
xhort bit of excellent arioso In the sec-
ond scene, and there are other bits
scattered through the score, but no out-
pour of the solo voice, that medium of
expression which Is the opera compos-
er's best and the public's deasest. Is
possible.

This being the case, all other consld;
cratlons arc of no great Import The
skilful employment of all the musician's
means: tonalities, harmonies, rhythms,
tempi, Instrumentation, and the rest,
can achieve but little. And It must be
confessed that In the matters of tempi
and rhythms tho character of the play-ha-s

severely restricted the compoaer.
The music moves slowly and placidly

through long spaces In which there Is
iiothlng to demand the attention of the
public ear, nothing to Invite the reflec-
tion of the trained mind. It Is good
music, made with craftsmanship, drawn
In such outline an the occasion allows,
colored with a delicacy and Ingenuity
transparent enough to permit of a clear
jnderstandlng of the dialogue and gen-
erally aristocratic In style. Bjt It has

nothing to say which Is not batter said
by the text without Us assistance., It
clogs the whole movement of the dia-
logue and pours Its sweet opiate through
page after page of the poem.

When Debussy set "Pelleas ot Mell-cand-

he was happy In his poem, for
dark anil dreary' as the tale Is It none
the less Is heavy with the throoa of
human tragedy, and tho muslcli.n ere-ate- d

for It an Interpretation perfectly
In accord with the drama and Its lit-

erary style. In "L'Olseau Bled" tfo
In vain for such an Intimate and fecund
union of the arts of drama nnd music.

Tho Challenging Features.
A strange procession of Dantesque

marionettes, weaving futile arms In Im-

potent gestures, rubbing shoulders with
dancing creatures clad In garments fa-

miliar to the ballet from time Imme-

morial and with leaping children awk-
wardly Imitating the capers of tho adult
dancer, but all grouped In picturesque
order and lighted with the cunning of

the electrician, aro among tho chief
and challenging features of this sym-

bolic show. These rather than the
music cling to the memory.

Let not the ardent worshipper of
operatic celebrities weary herself In
search for deml-god- s In the cast, Ray-mon-

Delaunols performed the princi-
pal slsyphan labors of the evening. She
was a charming little Tvltyl, and when
she was once graciously permitted to
sing (In the chanson already mentioned)
she seized the opportunity eagerly and
made much of It.

That artmlrabb artist. Florence
Easton. was equal to the declamations
of Mother Tyl and her celestial replica.
Mr. Bothler naturally delivered well the
summons of Father Time to the unborn
babes, while Frances Ingram sang with
correct manner the speeches of Night.

Flora Perlnl walked solemnly and
unmoved through worlds and epochs ns
Light might be expected to do. Many
of thn later additions to tne rosters ot
the Metropolitan Opera House were
heard In this work. Some of them dis-
closed good voices. Almost every one
6f them also disclosed an amazing Ig-

norance of the art of making a good
voice sound good. Mr. Wolff conducted
his own opera with enthusiasm and
great activity.

AUTHOR NOT" CONSPICUOUS

Only tho Stage in Metropoli-

tan Shows "Blue Bird"
Decorations.

Bh'i Bird decorations, which have
been flaunted constantly before Maurice
Maeterlinck since his arrival here until
they might almost be expected to cause
tho poet a temperamental reaction, were
confined to tho stage of the Metropolitan
Opera House last night From a box
seat almost In the centre of the great
horseshoe, with the mightiest of the
city's social world about him and In the
other parts of the house content to
stand after the seats wero gone. Mr.
Maeterlinck assumed an Inconspicuous
part

There was a great beating of applause
when Albert Wolff, composer of the
opera lyrics, appeared In the orchestra
pit to conduct the music for the premiere.
Mr. Maeterlinck attracted no great at-

tention when he entered, although he
was recognized from the boxes that
bordered his. It doubtless seemed good
to him In this first reception of his
"Blue Bird" by the world as opera to
sink his own personality In the occasion
that the work might speak for Itself.

The house had been sold out many
days before the performance, but there
were some latecomers lor standing
room. Seat! sold for 12 and the box
quotations were correspondingly high.
Gattl-Casaiz- director of the Metro-

politan, estimated soon after the cur-

tain had gone up that thu house had
been sold tor $40,000.

TOe performance began about S

o'clock, preceded by the demonstration
for Conductor Wolff, which lasted sev-

eral minutes. Tho audience did not In-

dulge In prolonged applause or excessive
noise, but It was a gTeetlng that never-
theless coirpelled a dozen deep bows
from tho conductor. Mr. Wolff then ad-

dressed himself to tho orchestra, and
the French, Belgian and American na-

tional anthems were played. When this
applause had died down the conductor
led the orchestra Into the first movement
of the opera score and the performance
was on.

The proceeds frofn the premiere will
go to charity, divided among the Queen
of the Belgians Fund, tho Mlllerand
Fund for French Children, Mtllt for
Children of America nnd the Big Sis-

ters. The performance was given under
the auspices of the Interallied Arts As- -.

Koclfttlon. with the patrons the King and
Queen of the Belgians and the President
of the French Republic.
