CHEER PADEREWSKI

Former Premier Is Popular
Despite Defeat. '

Warsaw, Jan. 2 (delayed). Ever

since M. Paderewskl's resignation there
has been an active movement afoot to

demonstrate how crest is the confi-

dence in him throughout the country In

spite of his political defeat. To-da- y a
great demonstration, was organized to
give the people of Warsaw an oppor-
tunity of expressing their gratitude for
the services Paderewskl has rendered
Poland.

A cortege of representatives of numer-
ous patriotic, religious and professional
associations paraded with banners under
his windows, at the Hotel Bristol and
presented addresses, while a crowd of
more than 10,000 persons waited in the
rain to cheer him when he apeared on
the balcony. Paderewskl made a short
speech In which he declared that he
served no party, that his party was the
people. The crowd showed great en-

thusiasm.
There Is no doubt that his poularlty,

particularly In the country, Is still very
great. The trouble Is ,that while he
himself strives to unite all parties, at-
tempts are repeatedly made to use his
personality and popularity to further
ends which are more partisan than
national.

Washington, Jan. 3, A copy of a
mcret Turkish clrSulnr, dated November,
28, addressed to the provincial authori-
ties and bearing the seal of the Min-
ister of tho Interior, reached Washing
ton y ordering the forcible con-- 1

venuun to isiam or me rew
Armenians and thoso who hnve

escaped massacres and death by priva-
tion and sickness.

'The Armenians nnd
those whose deportation has been
stopped and who have returned to their
homes are to be made converts to Is-

lam," the circular says, "and such Ar-
menians who have thus been converted
may get "back the property which has
been confiscated from them.

"All houses of which the Armenians
have been dispossessed should bo con-
veyed to those Armenian women nnd
girls who during the deportation period
have been married to Mohammedans.

"All Armenians who havo thus been
converted en masso should be allowed
to settle In 'Mohammedan villages and
cities where they should not constitute
moro than S per cent, of tho local Mo-

hammedan population."
