BKED if the law proseribing all
beverages containing aleohol eould,
in his opinion, be enforced, John I
Kramer, the flrat prohibition commissioner
ever to be nppointed under the Govern-
ment at Washington, moved to the edge
of his chair, straightened up and began
earnestly to talk.

“Thers is not a particle of doubt about
it,” he said. “The law will be obeyed in
cities, large and small, and in villages,
snd where it is not obeyed it will bo en-
forced. Thers are laws against theft
and murder and yet men steal and kill
one another,

“Wa look for violations of the liquor
law and are getting rendy to deal with
such cases, Gradually, however, the vio-
lations will deereass in number and in
two or three years prohibition will be
permanently established in this country.

“Oriee prohibition is fairly tested by
n community it is approved and eenses to
be a debatable question. My home is in
Ohio, The peopls of Ohio are like those
who live in the other States of the Union,
Practically, we have had prohibition in
Ohio since last May.

“No matter whal may be said to the
contrary, prohibition has been a success
in my Btate and the sentiment for it is
becoming stronger day by day, Cinein-
nati, onee called a German city and al-
ways a brewing centre, will cbey the
national prolibition law, and so will the
other large cities, including Boston, New
York, Philadelphia and Chicago.

“We have decided that national pro-
hibition shall go into foree on Saturday,
January 17. On that day, and thereafter,
the manufacture, sale and transportation
of liguor for beverage purposes will be-
ecome unlawful. If will be unlawful in
tha forty-cight States of the Union, in
all the villages and cities thereof, and on
the mountain tops and in the valleys, in-
habited or uninhabited. Also it will be
unlawful everywhere in Alaskn, Hawaii,
Porto Rico and the Panama Canal Zone.

“Forty-five of the forty-eight States
ratified, by the votes of their legislutures,

Ha will
ba a man of standing among his fellow
citizens and will be paid s salary of from
$3,000 to 85,000 yearly,

be ealled the educational branch of our
work.

Old Time Revenue Officers.

“They will be required to make the se-
quaintance of the leading men and women
of ull clnsses and particularly of editors
and writers, Naturally, they will be
cheerful and energetic and in sympathy
with the law. Communities that are hos-
tile to prohibition will be vigoroualy eam-
paigned and the sentiment changed wher-
ever possible,

“What ean be fermed the eriminal
branch of our work will be assigned to
an entirely different type of men. The
country, in that eonnection, has been di-
vided into ten districts. There will be an
experienced prohibition agent in each dis-
trict and he will have a8 many assistants
as will be required.

“The duty of these men will be to see
that the law is obeyed. They will be the
internal revenue investigators: who have
heretofore hunted for moonshiners in the
South and violaters of the liquor law in
other parts of the country,

Who Is John F. Kramer?

Every American understands that the
President is obliged to put the laws of
Congress into excention, This power and
duty, in the main, is delegated to others.
Collecting taxes on liquor, being a finan-
cinl matter, was given into the hands of
the Seeretary of the Treasury and by him
turned over to the Commissioner of In-
ternal Revenue, who happens at this time
to be Daniel C. Roper of South Carolina.
It was Mr. Roper who chose John F.
Kramer for the office of Prohibition Com-
missioner.

The First Legislation.
From 1805 until 1910 the battle be-
