DBut in this
drama Davis |s made tg say that aa
long as Lincoln is permitted to lve
tha cause of the South {s lost, and
he asays to Wilkes Booth: “Who will
get rid of this man for us®" “T will”
replies Booth.

The fatal fourteenth of April, 1885,
furnishesa the muterinl for the ffth
and sixth acts, and the drama ende
In the murder of Lincoln, aa Booth
jumps from the box of tha theatre
hrandishing a poniard and shouting,
“Hie semper tyraanis!”
