SUGAR PROFITEERS

Doubt on Enforcement of
Other Features.

Lamblorn & Co., unfler date of Janu-
Ary 2, comment as follows on the Cuban
wugar Bltuation ;

“The McNary sugar control bill, con-
tinuing tho United States Eguallzation
Board through 1930, has been signed by
President Wilson. Acoording 1o the
Prealdents secretary, Mr. Tumulty, it 1s
douhtful whether (¢ will be practicable
or wiss {or the President to exercish the
power conferred by the law, so far as the
purchinse and distribution of sugar ure
concerned, In a statement lssued by Mr.
Tumuity it was pointed out that lnus-

much as some of the Cuban sugar hus al-
rendy been purchised and thers ls no
cenitral control over sugnr In Cuba as
there was last year, It might therefore
be Impossibie [or the Government now
to step in and purchase sugnr without
Inereaving the price to the consumer,

“Tha licansing power incorporated In
the blll, however, may be used (o amsint
in controlling profileering among dis-
tributers. Actording to the Secretary's
statoment, Indications are that prices
haye reached their peak and that thare
will bo & tendency for them to fall i the
next fow weeke

“‘Cuban advicen indicate that favorabla
woather conditions and the high prices
that ars prevalling have Zztimulated
grinding, One hundred and elght cen-
trals are now In operation, whersas at
this time last season ninety-one mills
wors working. Some of the centrals now
In operation are tho largest producers
on thae leland, The active grinding eam-
palgn in being reflocted by the Increased
movement to ports.  Necelpta are the
largest on record for this time of the
season, totalling H7.088 tons during the
woeek, as compared with 13,404 tons the
praviots weelk and 21,515 tona the same
weelk last yeor.

“Although experts are moderate, they
are Increasing stoadily, 22,708 tons hav-
Ing becn shipped out last weel, while
only 8,840 tons wera exported during
the same week last year. The visible
production to date Im 106,233 tens
ngninst 44,514 tons up to the sorrespond-
ing date of Iast year. The total stock
fa 75,711 tong, compared with 42,272
tona the same time last ysar,
