PLAYS SPLENDIDLY

John Aldcn Carpenter's Worlr,

Is Ono of Programme
Features.

BEWILDERING VAUIETY

Tl)a (proyranmie offered by
the Symphony S,oc)ety In tha afternoon
In Aoollan Ia) wa opo nytlns aomo
consideration, though perhaps IU promfsa
was larger than tt fulfllmen. Tha

Pianist waa Jienno MolslewltKh.

Mr. Carpenter'3 pympfiony was pro-
duced on June l. 1017. at tha Norfolk
festival. Tha quotation nt tha head of
tha CCOre la from tho I fit nt "As Ymi
Ike Jt" and Is Intended, through refer-
ence to lis context to cpnvey to tha
hearer the generally optimistic charac-
ter of the composition. Dr. Olio Kln
keldcl, whq now makca tho programme
noies iqr mo pympnony Society, fu,r
nUlie? a good analysis of tho work nnd
he calls attention to tho fact that It la
not In tie strict form of tho symphony.
Also ho notes the recapitulation In tho
f)nalo of thematic Ideas heard In tho
preceding two movements,

ah pf this mut have been obvious to
any practised listener. The svmohonv.
howeyer, may fairly claim symphonic
character, It Is In threo movemonts. a
largb, an allegro nnd a finale marked
mounraio. Tna muuiie movement Is a
scherzq In which danco rhythms run
riot. The composition na a whole be-

long to tha categpry of things clever
rather than genial. The principal theme
of tho work has a certain largeness of
styie an in wmo passages it id treated
with dignity and even eloquence.

Dexterity In Oiitstaiiillnir Trnit,
Hut dexterity Is the outstanding trait

of this symphony. There is a bewilder
ing variety of rythms and fragmentary
transformations, while the multitude of
orchestral effects Is1 astonishing. soos,
deftly harmonized passages for small
grou;3 of Instrument?, pUz(eatl In every
conceivable shapa and degree of rapid-
ity, points by celesta, spare drum, cym- -
D3IS, gong, small bells, triangle anu
harps dot the score. '

Sometimes the effects nre beautiful
nnd sometimes merely grotesque. Hut
ye are accustpmod to'ths type of writ
ing, ror a iamonauie amount or recent
muslo Is mere phrase making. Mr, Car-
penter's symphony Is better than that at
any rate, and what It presents In excel-
lence makes the Judicious hearer regret
that the composer had not contented
himself with aiming at the noble sim-
plicity In which all truly great Ideas
have been garbed. Tho work waa splen-
didly played.

Tha middle movement of the Tcherep-nln- o

concerto, which Is romantlo, Is good
mu&lc, and In It the best qualities of Mr.
Molslewlthch's art were exhibited. Tho
rest of the concerto, js chiefly passago
work for the piano, and In this the player
could chow only his highly developed
technical skill, His performance was of
Buch brIHan;y that It evoked long and
loud applause.

Whether comparison Is criticism or
not, we must reiterate tho vainly re-

peated desire that conductors would not
play the same things no often. Of
course, there Is always the time honored
answer that they aro to be heard by dif-

ferent audiences. However slnceMr. Dam- -

ro.ich did conduct the Smetana overture
vfhleh distinguished visitors from the
nelghborhnqd of the Spring 'Gardens
playod pnly a few days ago, let It be re-

corded unto our local gjory that out
orchestra played It far better.
