That Lincoln never missed a bet the
Judge was wont to assert. He tells a
tale of Lincoln's fondness for a joke.

In n log eabin just outside of the town
of Ottawa lived a quesr, rough mort of
a man named Weloome P, Brown. He
was half lawyer and haif farmer, and
altogether careless and shiftlesz  One
day he came Into Judge David Davis's
courtroom wearing a palr of ragged
trousers with a great hola In the seat.
As he leaned over 1o spenk with the
judge on the bench the rent was very
copspleuous. f

It happened that Abraham Lineoln
was &t the moment sitting writlng at a
table inaide of the bar of the court. To
him came a waggiah young law student.

“Mr. Lincoin,” sald tha young fellow,
“we are getting up a subscription to
buy ‘Squire Brown a new palr of
trousere. Look and ses If you don't
think he needs them.'

Mr. Lincoln ralsed his eyes until they
rested on the hole. Then without a
smile he picked up & sheet of paper and
wroté on it:

“I cheerfully contribute to the end In
vigw ths sum of 25 cants.”

From His Collection.

90 COROTS EXHIBITED

Poet-Painter Seen at His Best
—Monticelli, Cazin and
Rousseau Represented.

Maasterplaces of French art from the
colleotion of ex-Senator Willlam A.
Clark have bean placed on axhibition in
the gallery of the Lotos Club and wers
viewed last night by the club members
and Invitsd guests, Thare are groups
of weorks by Corot, Cagin and Monti-
celll, und with them ts shown one mag-
nificent landscaps by Theodors' Roua-
rean. .

Beymour ds Ricol, who writes ths in-
troduction to the catalogue for this ex-
hfhlunn. holds that the French regard
Corot as the greatest palnter of the
ninsteanth ecemtury. Certainly his fame
has been extended throughout the world
as well as mny man's, and tha namae
*Corot” is 2 household word. His palnt-
Ings, however, are not general house-
hold ponssessions; aupd It will astonlsh
those, who Inapect this collection to find
that Benator Clark owns twenty-two
examples. It ls undoubtedi® true, as
Mr. Riccl says, that this group of Co-
rots muat rank next in importance to
the great group of ninety in the Louyre.

Mr, Clark's group shows the poat
painter ot his best. from the tims of the
enrly Itallan views to tha Iater great
canyases that emerged from the studio
of Villa 'Avray, Barly in the serles the
famous pearly gray tonem begin to as-
sert themselves in tha artist’s palstte
and the atmosphera which Corot is sald
to have “invented” is apparent in all
Among the great canvases are the
“Rondes des Nymphea," *La Danss'’ and
severnl wogks like “La Bord de la
Riviers," In which the favorite device of
looking dhrough arched tree trunks at &
broad river is employed. Thero are In-
cluded & number of Corot's much nd-
mired figure pieces, headed by the “La-
veuse,” a superb reclining, outdoor, nuda.

The Monticelll puintings In the Clark
collection excel even those of the Louvre,
and it s & rare privilege to study them.
As n the case of Corot, all evolutlons of
the painter's style nre presented. There
are sarly panels in which thera Is plenty
of realistic light and shade and later
worka in which reallam s flung by the
board for the sake of a riotous revel in
color. These often take on the quality
of enamels and seem to have been fused
Into harmony in & farnace. Monticalll's
am in some ofthess Instances (s wholly
abstract,

The "Fete au Parc” and “George Band
