AMENDMENT TEST

Judge in California Decides
in Wine Case.

San Francisco, Jan. 27. California
wlno Interests lost y tho first
skirmish In their legal fight against tho
Eighteenth Constitutional Amendment,
when Judgo Frank II. Hud U In of the
Federal District Court denied u petition
for a writ of habeas corpus In tho case
of J. J, Dillon, autnmobilo truck driver,
arrested willo transporting liquor here
nfter January 16,

This was Isafd to bo the first test of
tho national prohibition amendment In
tho country.

"I n"m of tho opinion," said Judge
Iludkin, "that tho amendment In form
and HUlmtnnco was entirely within the'
competency of Congress and tho sovernl
States to propose and ratify, and that
both tho amendment and tho national
prohibition act wcrq In full forco and
effect on tho day In question."

Tlio attorney for the wlno Interests
! contended that an amendment to the
Constitution must change somo part of
tho Constitution rather than add a new
article to" It.

Judgo Hiulkln ruled that Article V. of
tho Constitution gavo Congress and thu
States tho necessary authority for add-
ing tlio amendment.

effect on .tho amendment, Judgo Iludkin
held. The Constitution Is not subject to
local referendum actions and an amend-
ment can bo overturned only by the
employment of the same machinery that
made it bpcratlvc, according to the
decision;
