THE NORTH POLE,

Two French gentlemen recently exs
plored the Island of Spitzbergen inamun-
ner never before done, They haye meas-
ured the mountaing, mapped the whole
const, examined the vegetablo products,
the geologienl composition, cte., of the
fsland, They found that the long day,
oxtending over severnl months, during
which the sun never sets, heeamne ins
tensely hot after o month or two, by the
unceasing heat from the sun, In this
perlod vegetation springs up in great
luxurianes and abundance.  The North
Pole 1s only & matter of six hundred
miles from the sland, and it 18 thought
by the twoexplorers, as by many others,
that the pole itself, and the sea which 1s
supposed to surround it, could be reach-
ed from Spitzbergen without any great
difficulties belng enconntered. A sin-
feular fact noticed by the explorers in
connection with this Island, is the enor-
mous quantities of loating timber which
literally covers the waters of the bays
and erecks. A careful examination of
the eharaeter, condition, and kind of
thoseloating logs would, no doubt, lead
to u conclusion wg to whenee und how
they enme, and probably suggest new
theories for the solution of goographicsl
problems conneeted with thoe Arctic
Sens.
