Inreply to amassertion that General
Lo, st the boginning of the Wildernes,
campalgn, had only 50,000 men under
his eommaud, while General Girant had
three times that namber, Gioneral Ba-
deau has written o letter to the Londoy
Standard, the paper that made the stale
ment. Ho says that wll the original
documents, still in existence which
onee belonged to the Southern War OF
feey dre in the possession of the Unlted
States Government, having by the ox-
press diveetion of Jefferson Davis been
surrendersd by Genernl  Joseph E,
Johnson to Lieutennnt General Shor-
man. Fromn protracted nnd careful
exumination of these captured docu-
ments, and of the private and ofcial
piipers of General Grant, the following
stitemaents have been oollated of the
forces engaged In the Wildorness cam-
piigns,

The field returh of General Loeo of
April 20th, 1804, glves 53801 men pres-
ent for duty, but dees not inglude the
