APES,

GINTWNE, CHINMPARZELS,
GO LLASR,
Thereare four known existiog generi
of authropolidl apes; npmcly, gibbons,
orangs, chimpanzees snd gorillng, In
structure they nre wll four present re-
mrkable points of resembiance, They
are all without tails,  They all possess
the same number of (eeth, pamely,
twenty milk teeth, and thirty-two per.
mnnett oues; and be it observed, man
frorsisases thio snme number of teeth,
both fivst and seeond sots,  Like mon,
wlso, and unlike the lower apes, thelr
nosteilsare divided by n partition, and
lnok downwards, Unlike mian, thelr
wrmsare looger thun their legs. The
great toe of the ot of these apes, In
common with the lower apis, I4 smaller
andl fiar ware movesble than in man, so
that it ean bo used Hke s thumb.  Tho
populir helief that thelower extromities
of apes torminate ia o hand, I3 erron-
eoud,  Carelul dissection shows that the
fuot of the monkey 8 true foot, with
avery moveable great toe. T to be
regretted that that  great naluralist,
Cavier, ndopted the term quadraman-
ous, or four-handed, and applied it dis
tinotly (o apes; for the terin §s caleula-
tid, a8 woe hiave Just explained, to dis-
deminate incorrect views, Indeed great
mobility of the great toe, and the power
of opposing It—{hat Is; of placing It op-
posite to the other tocs—Is by no means
vonfined tothoape tribe; the artisans of
Bongal weave with their toes, and the
Chinese bontmoen are abilo to pull an oar
when grasping It with thelr feet,
A very comumon trick of John China-
wan's Is to tho a string to the under side
of a seale, and when weighing artieles
of connperee, to turn the seale by pull-
ing the string with Lis foot, 1o clvillz-
ed life, we muost romember, the toes wre
thrust into  leathern  sheathes, and
erampeid from childbood vpwards ; but
In barsfooted people, where the natural
play ol the parts 15 allowed, the great
toe i3 very mobile, The four kinds of
mantke aped ditfer msterially from
eavh other in their habits snd modoe of
life,
The gibbons , of which there wro sov.
eral specics, wre all mountaln  apes,
dwelling in the tall trecs on the slopes
awnd ridges of hills. In the evening
they descend In sl groups to the
open ground.  Thoy are, however, pro-
etmlnently qualiticd for wrboreal life, 1t
is nlmost vopossible to deseribe in words
tho grace sand rapidity of thelr won-
drous Kormendy-like movemonts, Us
Ing only their hunds and arms,or rather
holding by one hand only, the gibbon
lnunches himself by an energetic move-
mwent to & distant brauch,  There, how-
ever, his hold s less than momentaey ;
another branch Is simlorly almed ut by
the other hand, nnd %0 on g spaces of
twelve, clghteen, aud even, it is siid of
forty feet, being easily cleared at s sio-
gle bound. The exertion is often kept
up uninterruptedly for hours without
the animul's matifeating fatigue, Some
times they will throw somersanults in
thelr course, waking n pivot of one
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band only, and swioging uround with

such velovity ns nlmost to decelve the
oye. Wo quote the followlng ancedoto,
In order o glve an idea of the strength
of the gibbons, and at the same time of
the extraordinary dellcacy and procis.
fon of thelr movementa,

A femnlo gibbon has been known to
thraw herself at o window across o pres-
nge twelvo foet wide, and eatehlng the
narrow frame-work between the panes
with her fingers, to spring back ints her
enge, wnd this without any Injury to the
glnse.  Though gibhons rofuse most an-
lmal foord, they will ent inscits; they
drink by dipping their fingers Into
lguid and then Heking them. 1t is
aflirted, but the statemeont requires
verifieation, that the females earry their
Youni to tho watersido in onder to wiash
thuir faces,  The young ones nre kild to
cry and resist the operation, an evont
not at wll uncommon among the Juven-
Hes of the highest vertebrata, o the
Wishing story true or not, this i certain,
that young gibbons In eaptivity nre gon-
tle and affectionnte, and, when teassd,
ery like children. They have also n
sort of conselonee § thus, It is related of
i bame gibbon that he was very fond of
deranging the knicknacks in his mas-
tor's cabin, like a kitten playing with
u ball of string. When corrected ho
would do it on the sly,glancing furtive.
ly about to seo whether ho was boing
walehod, The momont he found he was
observed, e would replace any artiele
ho had in his hand, and protend, ke
the boy laden with snowballs in front
of & broken window, that it wasn't
him."

Gibbons take readily to the erect pos-
tare; when creet, they keep the elbows
und wrists beat, and the arms raised 1o
tne baek of their heads, to throw the
contro of gravity back, or they hold
thelr arms uplifted and thele hands
pendant, to balance themselves, as o
pole balunees a vope-walker, They walk
with o quick, waddling galt, and ot
higher spoeids they place the knuckles
of their enormously long arms on the
ground, using them like crutehes, and
rithier swinging forward than running,
They pace the whole length of the sole
of their feet flat on the ground, and
have consequently no elasticity of step,
The orang.outangs live In the dense
and must sombre forests, They are gen-
erally met with in twos and threes, ex-
cepl the old males, who live alone. In
their movements they are as unlike us
possible to the gibbon, They nover
miake the smallest Jamp, are slow anid
slugglsh, and ure only stirred 1o exer-
tion by the presence of hunger or of
danger. When not disturbed they re
mainin one spot, for hours together,
wind inhablt one tree or many duys,
When they move they crawl rather
thian elimb from one tree to another,

muoving slawly and cantiously, climb-
ing hund over hand ke u man, and
drawing buth feet together after them,
In elimibing they take the greatest eare
of thelr foet, nuy Injury to that port
seoming to aflocet the anlmal s riously.
Even when closely pursued, the phileg-
mafie eircumspicetion of the orang docs
not desort him ; ho shakes the branclies
to ssure himself that they will bear
himbefore venturing to trust his weight
to them. The orang is immensely pow-
erful. He I8 said to fight croeadiles,
beating them o death and rippiog up
their throats by pulling thelr juws us-
sunder, "This iz probiuhily n fletion, par-
allel to the native stary, that the gorilla
has pugllistic encounters with elophants
in which tho elophant comes off' second
best,  Notwithstanding  bis  great
strength the oraog rarely defends him.
self especially ifattacked with firearms.
He seems to holil tho opinion that dis-
diseretion Is the better part of valor,
ad endeavors to cseape from man by
hiding himsell,  Whoen brovght to bay,
however, he bocomes very energetic
he flies into & despernte rage, uttering
loud, pumping gronts, and throwlng
down branches and other misalles at his
pursuers, One animal, on belng hunted
inton durian tree—a troe hearing heavy
gpined  frults a8 large ns thirty-two
pounders—threw thess at his porsuers
with such precision and foreo us effeet.
uully to make them keep clear of the
trec he was on,

Like the gibban the orang desconds
lite in the day tothe ground, roturning
o his treo to sleep,chioosing n fivm pluce
amony the lower branehes, ten or twen-
ty feet from the ground, for lils bd,
Here he constracts s sort of large nest,
two or throo feet in elreumference, with
stuall boughs, drawn together and bent
aeross each other with leiyes for o niat-
Lress to make the bed soft und comfort-
nble, This Is the hut which these ani-
mals are sid to bolld; it is nothing
more than o bed of leaves, having no
perpendicular walls, and no roof, On
cold nights the orang covers his body
witls leavies, and Is especially eareful to
wrap his hesd in thom. The motto of
the orang seems (o be varly to bed and
late to rise; he relires to hiscouch nbout
five w'elock in the afternoon, and docs
ot got up il nine o'clock next morn.
ing, by which time the sun hus dissl.
pateidl the mists. This fact will no
doulit earry great comfort and consaly.
tion to people who am fond of Iying in
buxd in the mornlog, Some folks con-
slder it unhealthy and unnatural, but
that cannot be when animals in & stite
of nature do not eise Ll the day is alred.
In confinement, the orang Is Gilsoand
wicked to the last degree, though, when
tnken very young, he ean be domestl-
cated, ond made to bebave tolerably
well to persons ho knows. Ow the ap-
pearancee of strangers, he will slowly
approich them snd insineate his band
with apparently friendly ntentlons,
throwgh the bars of his ecage. On o sud+
den, he will extend his long arm, and
mnkg o gripe ot any portion of the
dress or person of the beholder that
happens to be within reach, tukiog the
fiuce for cholee, Oraugs never bite, their
orguns of offence are the hands; in this
they differ from the gibbons, who bite,
but do not pinch. The orang goes most-
Iy on ull fours,  1le cannot pat his foot
tat on the ground, bub supports It on
the outer edge, Hke an accpmplished
skatgr, He is obliged to help himself
slong with his hands, supporting hime
solf, singularly onough, by their edge

only. His walk is consequently lnbor-

fous and shaky ; henever stands on his
hind legsalone.

The ehimpunzee Is the first of the

mat-like npes that was ever brought
alive to Europe. One, supposed to be
A satyr, was presented to the Prines of
Orango about the year 1640, Chlmpan.
woes resemble gibbons In some of thelr
hinbits, and orings in others,  They oe-
caslonnlly stand and walk ; but whon
thoy see & man they take to all-fours,
no doubt to increwse thelr pace, and floe,
The position sssumed by the animals
When standing Is not ereet, but leaning
forward, with the hands clnsped at the
biek of tho head or neross the loins,
which seoms nocossary to their bnlanee
or case of posture, The toes are strong-
ly Nexed and turned inwards, showing
that the full- expansion of the foot
necessury for walkliong Is not untural to
these animals, The chimpanzoes are,
in fact, treo npes, swinglng, like the gib.
bon, with astonishing agility. Like the
orangs, they construct nests.  They nro
generally seen in compinics of four or
five logether, though it is sald that they
oerasionally assemble in luege numbors
for the purpose of amusing thomselves,
The entertalnment at their pleasure
partics conalsts for the%nost part of hoot-
Ing and serenming, and dromming with
sticks on old logs of wood, for which
purpose they use thelr hands nnd feet,
They never attack man ; and when plar-
sued they geldom defend themselves, 11
tompelied to do so, they use their teoth
like the gihbons, They exhibit a re-
mrkable degree of intelligence; thus,
when in danger, they havebeen known
to motion to the hunter with the hand
to goaway, in the manner of o humnn
belng,  When wounded, thoy press
thelr hands to the part, and apply grass
and leaves to staneh the flow of blood.
The natives have tradition that they
were formerly men, who were expelled
from thele tribe on secount of their des
providd Tubits,
— - -
Tue recent circulue addressed by M.
Jules Favro to all the representatives
of the Freneh Republic o foreign couns
tries, besides giving an expluuation of
the various causes that led to the insur-
rection In Paris and the reason why
this was not suppressed sooner by the
Versuilles Government,contains a short
history and definition of the Interna-
tional Society, the members of which
M. Favroe designates as *' carieatures of
Jacobins.”

Europe. * We demand,” they say, In
their ofMein] circulae of May 25th, 1869,
" the direct legislation of the people by
the people, and the mbolition of the
rleht of individon! Inheritaneo, either
i eaplial, sofl, or in the Instruments of
Inbor,”  The soclety hns itsell declared
that it * seeks the abolition of worship,

Goodanatured persons snap their fin-
ger and thumb every few stops,

The sucecss of compulsion
s not observable In Switzerland,  1d-
ucation is ns nearly universil in the
cantons of Genevay Swits, Urd, sand Une
terwalden, where the voluntary system
prevails, us in the other cantons, Mr,
Waonver next contrasts the school atten-
danee of New York and Prussia, He
presents statistios showing that in 1870
“more than cighty (¥) per cent, of all
chilidren within the State, belween the
ages of five amd twenty-one yoars, al-
tendid some public or private sehool,
and those enrolled In publie schools at
tended for nn uverage of four months,
Ho estimntes the attendance of youth
In Now York, between six and fourteen
(the school period in Prossis) as high
us ninety per cent,  “Che number of pu.
pils enrolled i the scliool in 1570 was
greater than the whole humber of per-
s0ns in the State, between the ages of
six und sixteen, These examples and
flgures certalnly makeacreditabloshow-
ing for the voluntary system, and we
hopoe thit some competent person will
pursue the lnvestigation, Let us have
the fwets,  The compulsory system has
hoen attompled In Fraoee, Austria,
Spiin, Partugal, and Italy, but **has
wholly or partinlly fuiled,” Austiis
hus sgin wdopted thesysteny, and Tur-
key now enjoins school attendance,
Compalsion in edueation has never beon
adopted In the United States, exciept in
the form of Iaws reluting to truant and
vagrant children, and even theso laws
huve not generully been execated, Mr.

The next polot for conslderation is
cost of adyertising, and we will not
venture to hide the fack that, to mlver-
tise properly, must ever be an expens-
ive process as far a3 fiest outley Is con-
cerued, though hardly s0 when the
resulls are taken into nccount, It s
notorions that thousands of pounds
have been spont In introdocing the
most trifling artleles into notice. The
advertlser looks, not to the value of the
article advertised, but to the extent of
the demand likely to be created for it.
Take an ounce package of tobaceo, for
instance; it might appear absurd to
expend L300 in ndvertising packuges of
tobaceo selling ut fourpence cach, but
£500 50 lald out would be very badly
expended If it did not lead to the sale
of ut least a milllon packsges, A mil-
lion puckuges at fourpence each mmount
to nearly sevonteen thousand jounds!

still ale g but, under nearly all ofher
circumstances, rooms should be kept
closed as much 08 possible until aftor
sundown, or thl the air outside is cooler
