WHY THE LEAVES CHANGE—IT 18 NOT
TACK FROST'S WORK,

It i very curions to observe the regulari-
ty with which we are told in the antumn
that “‘the frost will change the color of the
leaves," whereas the frost has nothing to do
with the change. Tt hns, indeed, sometimes
happened in New England that the foliage
has changed, as if by magio in a single night,
un that by looking out of the window in the
morning, the eye was surprised with the
worlil wellnigh on fire ; and since the trans-
formation took place in connection with
the meroury 44 o low poiot, the whole afs
fadr I8 rrferred to the agency of Jack Frost,
But why not refer to this prestidigitator the
glowing tints of the apple, the rich erimson
of the velvet peach, and the purple of the
plum ¢ Many years ago this error wis
pointed out by an eminent botanist, who
showed thut the gorgeons color of the au-
tumnal leaf came in the regular process of
ripening ; and, though botany is generally
studied in schools, the old notion comes back
with the beavers every year, showing that
error, incommon with truth, especially when
supported by the vor populi, will “rise again"
nowever deservedly crushed to earth.

Leaves find their parallel in man, a4 sl-
ready ohserved, and, like the human species
they may ripen guddenly, If, however, uny
ooe chooses to muke o mystery of the fafen-
ity of the sutumnal ealors, there should be
no great difficulty in explaining the variety,

Indeed, the apparent superiority over the
strength of color in the folinge on the Con-
tinent of Eurpoe may be attributed chiefly
to this variety, In Gireat Britnin the climute
is evidently unfavorable to the production of
Lright forest-tones, but in parts of Giermuny
tha brillianey of certain kinds of leaves is
quite equal to thet of the corresponding
varietied fn North Ameriea. At the same
time the groens of Europe wre quite different
friom those of our own lund, where, begin-
uing with o burnt green in the South, we
pass northward along the Atlantic seabonrd,
reaching the troe green of the greatest of
the  hay-producing  Btates, the Stale of
Maine, Every ove has noticed the unjpursl-
leled green of the “Emerald Isle,” which
becomes n pale sesgreen in Scotland, a
whitish-green in the south of England and
in France—only to change to an ashen-green
ln Germagy, aod a sombre olive in the
[twlian Bintes,

But we were remarkiog upon the variety
of the nutumnal tints in our own country,
This is expliined by the fact that, while in
Europe there are only forly t(rees that at-
tain to s height of thirty feet, in North
Amerien there are no less than one hundred
and forty-—hence our forests flash like the
planestree that “the Persinn adorned with
his mantles und jewels,

tom of it, which was placed over a corres-
ponding opening in the table, Hidden by
the looking-glass, he crouched below between
the table legs, and shrieked and sobbed nn-
til the proper moment came for him to de-
scond through o trap in the stage, and pass
around to the box in the front of the theatre,
A sponge full of & red liquid was placed at
aoertain spot lnside the basket, and the
aword, passing throngh this, seemed to be
dripping with blood, It was imperative that
the juggler should not pass in front of the
table, else his legs would have been reflected
there, and that would have disclosed the en-
tire secrel.  Houdin became dissatisfied with
this trick, and made many improvements in
it, which the jugglers of our day have still
further perfected, It is palpable that this
cun not be the way in which Indian jugglers
perform the trick in the market-places or
nther publie squares in broad daylight. They
have nolooking-glass talleno traps thron gh
the earth.
