MOLLIE MAGUIRES.

Ou Sunday,June 26th, Maurice Healy,
foreman of Dunbar Furnace, Uniontown,
was foully murdered whilst on his way
homeut night. He was a prominent man
i the community and interested in many
of the lending industries. He wasutterly
fenrloss and had gained the dislike of
certain rough fellows, by discharging
some of their number, and by opposing
the granting of a liguor license 1o a dis-
reputable  fellow  wamed MeFarland.
Healy had received warnings but had
not heeded them  The murder was evi-
dently committed solcly from revengeful
motives, and it was at once suspected
that the Mollie Magnires were at their
old work. Capt. I .. Linden, Super-
intendent of the DPhiladelphia Agency
of  Pinkerton's Detectives, was  sum-
moned and went promptly to Uniontown.
He was dressed in an unpretentious suit
and assumed the name of John Sterling
After mixing with the men and picking
up hits of evidence here and there, Capt.
Linden was convineed that the murder
was the work of the Mollie Maguires and
that the organization which had been
suppressed in the aonthracite conl fields,
was in existence in this coke village.
Careful investigation revealed sufficient
evidence to warrant the arrest of eight
men,whose names are as follows: James
McFuarlan, John Collins, James Rogan,
Mart Donohugh,John Kane Mike Dolan,
Bernard Flood, and Pat Daolan,

The evidence against Kane, Captain
Linden thinks is nearly conclugive. Such
an atrocins erime merits the most severe
punishaent and it is to be hoped that
the guilty parties may be convieted and
hanged.  Unless Mollie Maguireism is
roowed ont speedily and effectnally the
people of Fayette county will have as
serious an affair on their hands as had
the citizens of Schuylkill and Carbon
counties, not WAy years ago.

BLACK AND BUCHANAN.

One of the most interesting  contribu
tions to the history of the country, is the
report of an interview with Judge J. 8
Binck by n correspondent of the Phila
delphia  Press, and published in that
piper on the 7th jost. The Judge makes
clenr many facts connevted with the lat
ter portion of Buchanan's administration,
which have been unknown or materially
misunderstood, e states that the fail-
ure to reinforce Fort Sumter wascesused
mitinly by the misrepresentations of Gen.
eral Scott and that to his pernicious
counsels the war was attributable.  Gen,
Seott’s overweening vanity precluded the
}:umihilh_\' of his neoepting suggestions

rom Judge Black or any one else, and
the fort was not reinforeed. Judge
Bluck proves beyond a doubt that he
wus loyal to the i.’nii.-n, that he was op
posed to the evacuation of Fort Sumter
and that he did all in his power to con
vince the President of the soundness
of s views. The statemoents of
Judge Black are  ecorroborated by
Philip Francis Thomas, who wus for a
brief time Sceretury of the Treasury,

after Howell Cobl) withdrew. M.
Thomns says, “Of all the men in
the Cabinet in those days Judge

Black was the one who uever lost his
head.  *le was the one positive and con-
servative force in that Cabinet.  He ex
pressed his convictions clearly and for
vibly, and never seomed to lose  his self
possession.”  In s Cnbinet diseussion
upon the suwrrender of Fort  Sumter
Judge Blaok said, “that there never had
been o period in the history of the Kng
lish nation when any Minister could pro
pose 1o give up to 4u enemy of his gov
ernment, & military post, which was
sapuble of being defended, without be
ing brought to the block.” There is no
mistaking the ring of those words, avd
no misuoderstanding  their  mesning.
It would have been well for the country
if the President had paid hecd to the
wise counsels of his Seeretary, and been
stirred to vigorous sotion:  The inter-
view with Judge Block, aud o succeed-
ing ons with Mr, Thomas, ave of the
greatest value to the future historian, and
the Prosa has done s high publio service
in laying them before the country,  The
frionds of Judge Blaok have every reason
to fucl pround of the wauly nud patriotic
stand tuken by bim ab the the breaking

out of the rebollion, and to regrat that
his advice was wot followed by My
Buchauun,
