Gen. Audrew Jackson, President of
the United States, and immortal as the
patron snint of Democracy, is one of
the few mon whose rocord was not ma
terially wollied by his duelling. To
fight seemed in perfoct acoord with the
MAN'S COUrIgoons temperament and the
whaole deift of his carcer.  The Hrst af.
fair of honor in which the General was
engaged was when he was a very
rmng mian, and holding the office of

district Auorney in Western  Tennos.
seo. It was in the summer of 1706,
Major-General  Sevier had  just besn
elocted Governor, and still retained his
cominisaion ns General, Juokson want
od him to resigo, mwd they becamo en-
goged in a dispute, in which Sevier
told Jaokson that he had run off with
another man's wife. This happened in
the streets of Knoxville, Jackson re
pliel :

“Great God | Do yon mention her
anored name 1" Both drew pigtols and
fired shots in the crowded atreet.  One
man wns grazed, but no one  was ser-
ionsly injured. When Jackson chal-
lenged Sevier the latter declined to
fight becuuse he was o poor man and
had ‘n large family dependent upon
him. Soon after this mecting the par-
ties came together on the main road
from Knoxville unexpectedly, All
weore on horsebnek.  Jackson, who was
sccompanied by Di. Van Dyke, called
upon Sevier to defend  himself.  The
Iatter jnmped from his horse, which
ran away with the pistols in the hols-
ter.  Sevier's son drew  on Jackson,
saying he wonld protect his father, and
Van Dyke drew on  Sevier, but travel-
lers interfered, and ng blood was epill-
ed.

In this case Juckson was popularly
ndjudged to be in the right, as the lady
in question was then his wife, and had
been deserted by her former husbaud.
He hald her name saered.

In 18056 Gen. Jackson heard that
Charles Dickinson, a young lawyer,
had spoken disparagingly of Mrs. Jack-
son. This was something he would
not nllow ander any circumstances. He
found] Dickingon, who told him if he

said 1t he mast have been drunk, The

matter was for a time amieanbly nreang

ed.  Again Jackson heard that young
Dickinson had been talking. The gener
al then went to the young man's father-
in law and told him that he wished the
young man would hold his tongne and
comport himself as a gentleman,  He
wanted no quarrel, and coonselled
Capt. Ervin to exert hia influnnce  to
guiet the young man down.  Moean-
time a horse rave was to come off in
which Jackson ‘and Dickinson were in-
terested. The stakes wore $2,000 s side,

Before the race the horse in oposition
to Gen Jackson broke down, and 82800
was forfeited. A young man named
Swann, in speaking of the notes placed
up on each side, said something that
impugned General Jackson's veracity,

and Jackson, when the matler was
brought before him, promptly said that
whoever  made the statement was a
d-—d liar.  Swann addressed a letter
fking an explanation. The Geneval
replied by reiterating  his language,
thongh he did not know whom it struck
when first nseld,  and referred to Dick-
inson #s & tale-bearer,  a cowardly pol-
troon aud linr.  Swann then challeng-
ed Jackson, who in accordance with a
threat previously made, caned Swann
in a public place. Dickinson next
wrote a fierce letter to him, and lefc on
a trip for the South, expecting an an

swer on his return. While he was
away another duel came off between
two gentlemen, My, Coffie and Mr.
MeNairy, who were mixed up in the
same affair, Coffee being wonnded.
When Diekinson retarned on May 20th,
he published a long letter in the Nash-
ville Tmpartial Review, full of cutting
sarcasm, and branding Gen. Jackson as
n coward and poltroon. The inevita

ble came. Before the article appeared
i print Dickinson wis handed by Gen.
Overton, Jackson's second, a perempto-
ry challenge. Tt was promptly accept

ed, and . Harrison Colley ecarried
Dickinson's reply, naming Friday,
May 30th, 1800, as the date. Gen,
Jackson wanted to fight at an earlier
date, bat the other would not consent.
The looation of the duel was a long
day’s ride from Nashville, in Kentucky,
agross the Red River. It was the gen-
eral opinion that the mecting would be
fatal to Jackson. Dickinson was a
marksman of unerring acenrvacy, apd
was eonsidered the erack shot of Ten-
nessee, He was certain he would kill
his notagonist. The moring before
the duel be kissed his young wife good.
by sssuring her be would be home the
following evening. She was in entire
ignorance of his mission from home,
Dickinson was accompaniod by a purty
of gay young men. All disported
themselves as if on & pleasure tour, On
the journey the principal amused them
Ly giving exhibitions of his skill with
the pistol, At distance of twenty-
four feet he fired at command four
balls into a space that could be covered
by half a dollar, At n wayside inn he
out & string at 8 good distance with a
pistol ball, and instructed the landlord,
should Andrew Juckson pass that way
to point it out w hm. It was also
said that he wagered £500 that be
would come within half an inch of a
certain button on  Jackson's coat, and
had several thousand doliars wagered
on the result of the fight, betting he
would kill his antagonist at  the first
fire,

Gen. Jackson's demeanor was entire
[)’ differout. His socond, Gen, Over-
tn, and Limsolf conversod solomnly
together on the prospects, They knew
the opponent o be a snre shot, and
connted every chance.  "The men were
to stand at eight paces, with pistols
down, and fire ag the simple wond with
ontfurther ado. The two partics passed
the night at country Laverns shout two
miles apart.  Jackson had deterinined
tolot e adversary five  tirst, as he
knew him to be the  guicker sud the
surer, and then take his chanoces later,
Jackson was dressed in & Joose frock
ooat, which oconcenled the slendemess
of his phisique sud - rendered the exaot
position ot his vital parts somewhat un-
certnin.  Dickiuson was the younger
and handsomer, Jackson belug more
commanding and superior.  Phure was
u still iutensity in his manner that ren.
deved bim grand a8 be stood under the
tall poplars on that bright May morn.

Mis [Flende waited Ly aée him Rl bat
he wtood ealm snd implacable s fnate,
Astounded st his failore, Dickinson re-
ooiled n step or two, saying : H3reat
God! have I misssed hun 1 .

“Back o the mark, sir" shifeked
Overton, with his hand on his pistol

Dickingon regovered his composure,

and gtood with his eyes averted.  Gen,
Jaokson took deliberate aim and pulled
the trigger. Tho  pistol neither snnp-
ped nor went off. It stopped st hnif
cock, Carefully he tecocked it, and a
second time took aim and fired.  Dick-
inson reeled, and was eanght by his
friends, A deadly pallor came over
his face, and his tronsers bhoeame crim-
won from the life Bood that wickled
from hig breast.  The ball had entored
ong side and come out ot the other
Jacksoo was joined by Overton and
they hurried from the field,  Looking
down, Overton saw that the General’s
shoe was fall of blood. It was the first
he knew that his friend was wounded.
“My (God, are you hit,” he exolaimed.
“] believe he has pinked me n  little,
lll]l!. say nothing about it,” Jackson re-
lied,
: Dickinson's aim had been  perfeut,
He struck the mark where he thonghiv
wonld pierce Jaokson's <heart, bat the
slendor figare and decoptive dress of
his adversary rendered the wound not
fatal. The bullet raked the breast bane
and broke two or three ribs,  Jackson
waa laid up for woeke; and thongh he
liyed to & ripe old age, the wound wiy
the eventaal cavde of his denth. Tt was
4 ease in whieh one or the other had to
be killed, and Jackson was to  blame
no more than the other man.  Dickin-
son died the following day, belore his
wife arrived at his belside.

The next enconnter of importance in
which Gen. Jackson wns engaged
was in 1818, It wax no fanlt of
hie. A young Captaii named Wil
liam Carroll, who Iater became a Uen-
eral, was a favorite of Jackson's. Jesse
Benton, a brother of Col. Thomas 11
Benton, challenged Carroll to fight a
duel for some imaginary offeose, Car-
roll succeeded in getting Jackson to be
his second, though the General did all
he conld to make a pleasact settlement.
Jesse Benton was untamed avd fiery,
and wonld fight. They met, and Car
roll wounded him. Jackson, who was
sgaravated that the fight shonld take
place at all, made light of the affair all
around. Jesse Benton thea poured
into the ears of Thomas Benton a won-
derfol tald, and Thomas 4t once de-
nounced Jackson as an ingrate, a trai-
tor, &e.  Jackson eaid he wonld horse-
whip him on sight, and every ane be-
lieved it. Oan the 8rd of September all
the parties werc in Nashville, ' Jaok-
son with hig friend, Col. Coffve, went
to the Post Office where they saw the
two Bentons standing.

“Now, you d——d rascal, T am go-
ing to punish you," said Jackson to
Tom Benton, advancing, riding whip
in band., Benton made 8 movemueut Lo
draw a8 pistol, and Jackson drew his,
still advancing, whip in band, Jesse
Benton then discharged a pistol loaded
with slugs at Jackson, literally tearin
up one of his shonlders.  Jackson fell,
weltering in - blood. A ranning duel
than commenced in  the streel thongh,
without effeet.  Coffee ghot at Thom-
a8 Benton and knocked him down a
flight of stairg, and friends of Jackson
wried to kill Jesse DBenton, who was
wounded with a dirk. Jackson eame
very nearly dyiog, and earried Benton's
ball to his dying day. This was the
last of the Tmportant engagements in
which Gen. Jackson figured.—Cinein-

Now, doctor, what's Lhe
use of my staying in the army * Won't
you help me get n discharge ' The
surgeon thought he was doing the
oountry o service when, a few days af-
terward, he recommended that the
man be discharged on the ground of
general disability. e heavd nothing
of the captain until sixteen yoars lator,
when he received a letter from the pen-
sion office informing him that Capiain
Blank had applied for o pension from
the date of bhis muster-out  that be, as
surgeon of the regiment, hnd  cortified
Lo the dissbility, wounld he kindly in-
form the Governmont as (o the natare
of the disease from which the oflicor
suffered ! 'The surgoon replied that
the complaint was chronic and ineura-
ble cowardice, not contracted in  the
line of his doty, but eonstitutional. The
capiain did not go upon  the roll, and
his plan for getting  some £4,000  for
arrears and 220 o month  for the rest
of his lite eame 1o griel.  Hbw many
sohemes no less dishonest  havo gues
ceeded through the complaisanve of
examining surgeons  less  bonest than
the nareator of this incident, could on.
ly be asovrtained by & thorough over.
