THE BONES OF AN DAKNOWH MAN FOUUSD OP-
TORITE AMORENTNNY,

A man named Michael Boylan, o resl
dont of Tensdale City, was looking for
young foxes Suniday afternoon at the foot
of the Wgh rovks along the rond Tending
from Shickaliinny (o Wanamie. Under an
overtimnging ctag, In sight of the rond, he
ename upon the blenchod skeloton of & man.
Me. Boylan made known his discovery and
quite a crowd colleoted. Mr. F. D, Yaplo,
who was jreturning from Nantieoke about
this timie, suw the bones, seoured o koife,
bunch of keya and a brine plpe and hrought
thom to town, On Monday it beeame
known  that the skoleton had beon found
and many conjectures and  wild stories
were sl atloat ne to who was the owner of
e abandoned bones.

The place is about two miles  back upon
the mountaln from the Mocanngua breaker,
When first found she bones were In thelr
regulnr order with the shoes npon the fect,
foce upward.  The only portion of the
clothing recognimble was a plece  of & sol.
dler overcont.  The large and small army
buttons were  confirming evidence that he
wore n cont of that kimdl. Several lnege
buttons, such us are worn on drawers, and
a small uadershirt button were foond
among the decayed elothing,  The leather
tacings for a pair of mittens went further
to confirm the bellef that whoover the man
may be his Lody was clad for Winter
weather at the time of his death, Among
the other effects found were a razor and
strop, shaving mug, satehel frame seourely
locked, and two bottles, one a pocket flask
and the other a two-ounoe vial such as
laudanum s usudlly sold in.  The man
must have been 6 feet tall, with a low, re-
coding foralendd.  His right leg had been
broken at ope tme at the thigh. How
long the bones had lain exposed is not
known., Their blesshed conditlon would
indieate several years. It 18 remarkable
that they were not found betore from their
close proximity to the rond.
