The danger of
thawing the explosive bas always been
great, but the de«ths that have been
caused have resulted mostly from in-
experienced foreigners doing the wo k.

Mr. VanWert has worked on the pro-
cess for many yeara and it was onl
last week that be succeeded in explod-
ing a mass of the frozen stuff, The
test was successfully made near the
Burton plant.—New Castle Press.
