The platform adoptad by the late
National convention of our party con-
taing the following d=claration :

[adesd by Demoeratie principles, the
interests of the people are betrayed
when by unnecessary faxation trusts
and combinations are permitted and
fustered, which, while unduly enriching
the few that combine, rob the bedy of
our citizens by depriving them as pur-
chasers of the benefits of natural com-
peticion.

Soch combinations have always been
condemred by the Democratic party.
The declaration of its National conven-
tion is sincerely made, and no member
of our party will be found excusing the
existence or belittling the permicioos
results of these devices to wrong the
people. Uander various nawes they have
been punished by the common law for
hundreds of years, aod they have lost
none of their hateful features because
they have assumed the name of trusts
instead of conspiracies,

We believe that these trusts are the
natural offspring ol & market artificially
restricted ; that an inordinately high
tariff, besides furnishing the tempta-
tion for their existence, enlarges the
limit within which they may operate
againat the people, and thus increases
the extent of their power for wrong-
doing.

With an unalterable bhatred of all
such schemes, we count the checking of
their buletu! operations among the good
results promised by revenue reform.

While we cannot avoid partisan mis.
representation, our position upon the
question of ravenuve reform should be so
plainly stated as to admit of no misun-
derstanding.

We bave entered upoh no crusade of
free trade. The reform we seek to In-
augurate is prediocted npon the utmoast
care for established industries and en
terprises, a jealous regard for the inter-
ests of American lavor, and a sincere
desire to relieve the country frown the
injustice and daoger of a conditios
which threatens evil to all the people of
the land,

ileges and special classes, the for-
f.".:mw ity before the law, and
citisan ty. These are the fxed

princi of our governmental system
and the party built on them will last as
long as the system. 7The vanishing par-
ty oow on the scene of action is the
Republican party. It has fulfilled its
mission and must give way.

Why must it disappear 7 Simply be-
cause, having performed ils mission, it
has become the party of special privi-
leges. The party of special classes,
The party of centralization. The party
of commercisl restriction for the benefit
of the few. It does not recognizas equal-
ity before the law, but puts vested
privileges above citizen soversiguty ;
recognizes the creature as superior to
the creator. And for these reasons it is
doomed to utter dissolution.

No matter what the Chicago platform
and Mr Harrison may say of trade com-
binations, Mr blaine is the true expo-
peut of the history of his party when he
says “‘trusts ure private affasirs.” For
under the Republican party has giown
up that public sentiment—confined al-
most exclusively to that party—that
corporate privileges pelong irrevocably
to the corporations ; that eminent do-
malo may become corporate property,
to be used as the of a corpor-
altion may dictate.

In short, that corporations
nod those associations of corporations
kcown as trusts are ‘‘private affairs.”

Oppaosed to this ssgtiment is the fun-
damental principle of pure Democracy,
that the lands and the Bmuntﬁ
the property of the people. That t
graut of a corporate franchise by the
government of Lhe people to associated
individuals, either pative or foreign,
implies a contract that such franchise
shall be paid for in advaotages to the
people, and not merely that it may inure
to the benefit of the few to whom the
grant is made., And the State being a
party to that contract and the owner of
its chief property. namely, its franchise,
i sntitled to full knowledge of all its
transactions and to the chief benefis
derived therefrom.

The Siates of this great Union bave
set limita apon the profits of capital by
declaring interest on above &
mate ranging from 5 to 12 per centum per
annum to be usory and illegal. The
standsrd of the United States is § per
centum. Corporations are merely asso-
ciations of capital for profit aud the
limic of their legal profit is the legal rate
of interest, No more. no less, Over
and above that belongs to the peopls
who give the fracchise under which
these operations are carried forward.
The amount of profit a corporation is
entitled to is not fixed specifically by
law, but it should be. The principle,
however, is well established and Is the
article parexcellance of the Democratic
faith, and the principle, par excellance,
on which government of, for aud by the
people is based

On this prineiple it is Democratic ba-
lief that corporations and associations
of gorporations sre not private bat pub-
lic affairs. The public, which is the
owner of the chief property of these
assogiationa, has a right to have full and
free access to all the books, accounts

profit og invested capital.

Railroads, granted eminent domain,
have capitalized*st twice their value and
extract from the people interests on their
bonds and dividends on their stocks in
viclation of this principle. To do this
they extracled §10.46 cents per capita
from Lthe population of this country in
1886 and profits to the amount of
$5.95 per capita. This i= & serious
tax on the prodoctive forces of the
country. The manufscturing corpora-
tions in their turn extracted abouot £200
per eapita in profis frem their opera-

the maunulfacturers may have borne the
heaviest part of the burden of transporta-
tion or the railroad stock and bond
holders more of the ex:iraction of the
manufacturers than other people makes
no difference in the ultimate result,
which is that these people with speci: |
privileges ultimately secure the bulk of
all the wealth produced by the country,
That if they Look no more than a lega!
rate of interest for actual capital in-
the people would not exceed one-third of
the present rate, or wages as an element
in the cost or production and traunspor-
tation would bLe doubled, the effect in
either case being exactly the same.

The railroad kings and manufsctur-
ing princes are fully aware of all this
and they know full well the uses of a
high tariff for the protection of this
un-American and un-Demoeratic
system.

The State Conmtm:g:untyfm“
missiopers mel on ay o
week in Erie. The report of the Com-
mittee on Resolutions was presented by
8. M. Woodcock, of Blair, and J. G.
Lloyd, of Cambria. whe were made
Permanent Secretaries.

The resolutions passed comprised
recommendations for epactment by the
Legisiature as follows: To allow no
rebates on penalties in the colleciion of
county taxes; that the revenue bill
which the Spsaker of the Senate pe-
glected to sign last year be re-enacted -
that ¢ounties be classifiad as cities now
are ; that the office of District Attoroey
be salaried ; that constables make their
quarter returns to the Court through
the nearest magisirate; that in Com-
monwealth cases cost be paid only where
the Grand Jury so direecs; to permit
tax eollectors to collect by restraint in
any part of the county ; toanthorize the
collector to collect by restraint at any
time after receiving the dophcate ; that
every ward, borough or lownship shall
elect assessore triennially, commission-
ers extending the time till Janvary 1st
for making returns to the Ilavenue
Commissioners ; that all tax a8 on un-
seated lands be made payable before
Aungust 10th, and that there te a lien on
timber io tree or stick and bark ; that
unseated [and be sold every two years
instead of every five years ; that there
be no distinetion ic advertising be-
tween seated and ooseated lands when
sold for taxes ; to tax all personal prop-
erty of corporations, water Llransporta—
tion, canal, pipe line, telegraph sand
telepbone compa products of
mines and oil wells, farm and shop,
sheep, swine, boattl; gndt l;orm.'
