that night. The grave was dug, and
when ten o'clock came without bringing
the expectod body., the grave digger
turned the light down low in the sit-
ting-room of his cottage and went to
sleep in his working clothes. His wife
lay on a bed in front of a window keep-
ing wateh on the street, s0 that she
might wake her husband when the body
arrived. - .

Meantime mon in charge of what was
loft @f the dead murderer’s body had
placed it in an cxpress wagon at 9:30
o'clock, and had drivem out of the prison
gate. There was a knot of men on the
sidewalk who immediately showed
signs of excitement when the wagon ap-
peared. It was instantly decided that
these men were reporters, and the
driver of the wagon, in accordance evi-
dently with the orders of Warden Durs-
ton to clude the newspaper men, drove
asround the block and then bask into the
prison yard. No other attempt was
made to dispese of the body until
eleven o’clock, when the express wagon
again came rattling out, but again there
were men on the sidewalk who seomed
interested in ita movements, and once
again the wagon was driven back into
the yard, and the big gates closed on it
No other effort was made to bury the
body until midnight, when the wagon
came dashing out as though the driver
was bound to get rid of Lis burden at all
hazards. He drove rapidly up the
street, the wagon swaying to and fro
and rattling horribly. The grave digger
led the way into the gloomy cemotery
by the dim light of a lantern. Arriving
at tho grave he set the lantern at one
end of it, and selzing the remains of the

urdercr pulled them our of the wagon.

He suceeoded in breaking up the gang,
| and displayed so muech skill and nerve
that he was appointed o deputy sheriff
of Cook County.

While holding this position he con-
ceived the idea of creating a detective
organization free from political influ
ences. Associsted with a lawyer named
Edward L. Rucker, in 1852 IMinkerton
started the agency which now has offices
in New York, Chicago, Philadelphis,
Boston and Denver

The greatest achievement of Allan
Pinkerton was the discovery of a plot w
assassinate Abrabam Lincoln while on
his way to Washington to be inaugu-
rated and the frustration of it. Pinker-
ton organized the secret-service division
during the war of the rebellion. His
other detective feats consistod of the
arrest of innumerable law-breakers and
the restoration of millions of dollars w0
the owners

He died st Chicago on July 1, 1sS4
He left a widow and three children, of
eight born to him. Of these the eldest
son, William A., is now in charge of the
Western division of the dewective
agency, and his other son, Robert A, is
gencral superintendent end bas immeo- |
diate charge of the Eastern ofliceos.

Sinece the death of the elder Pinkerton
the organization hass increased in
strength and cfficiency until at the
present time it is recognized as the great
private resource by large corporations
for the protection of lives and property
in times of stress and storm.

About 500 detectivea, both men and
women, are continuously employed at
stated salaries varying from 83 per day
10 83,000 per year. There are nearly 100
detectives employed by tt.(- New York
office alone.

The chief businesa of the agency is
with banks and expross companies. The
methods of the concern are hlddl ‘n under
a vail of the closest secmecy, and infor-
mation with regard o the detalls of the
work is kept inviolate.

As an organization, however, which
closely allied with lawlessness of every
kind, the Pinkerton Detective Agency
has been the sullect of a good deal of
harsh eriticism. It iscordially hated by
most of the labor organizations. Wheth-
er this opposition is justifiable is wholly
a matter of opinion. In the excitoment
of a great strike, such as the one rocent-
ly in force on the New York Central
road, a man is often killed by the Pink-
erton officers.

But these fawlities are more than off-
set by the deaths in the ranks of the de-

]

tectives themselves, us was shown in
the fight with the James boys. While
engaged in the pursuit of these desper-

ate men in Missourl the Pinkerwons lost
filve men in one year.

Of course there are not always on
hand in the various offices a suficient
number of men to supply an extraor-
dinary demand such as has occurred
during the past two weeks. To moeat
such demands lists of selected men aro
kept, and when necessity demands these
men are sent for.

As a rule these deputies are not in
uniform, because of the cmormous ox-
pense involved. Nelther have they any
logal right to carry srma, slthough they
often do so. The Pinkerton men, as a
rule, have no more suthority to make
an arrest than s private citizen. When
employed in large numbers, as they
have been on the New York Central
road, the agency is paid at the rate of
88 per day for eadh man, of which the
detective receives 34

They are required to make s written
report every evening of every thing
done during the day, and the conversa-
tion overheard down to the smallest de-
tail, vogether with eovery ftem of ox-
pense incurred in the prosecution of the
work. They are kept continually ad-
vised from the home office a8 W what
their movements sball be.

The position of 8 Pinkerton detective
is not an enviable one. They are cor-
dially hated by the regular police and
consequently never reveal their idenrity
unless fcreed w do so.

HERE'S A FINE POINT.
Can & Clergyman Marry Hime-If and Thus l

“There are some curious things in
the law books,” said a gray-bearded law-
yer to & Memphis Commercial reporter
es they came down the court-house
steps.
